The New Thing, Isaiah 43:19, Jeremiah 31:22, A New Song, Psalms 33:3, Revelation 5:9, A New Wine, Isaiah 65:8, Acts 2:13, A New Tongue, Mark 18:17, A New Doctrine, Mark 1:27, A New Man, Ephesians 2:15, Another Name, Isaiah 65:15, A New City, Revelation 21:2  A New Heaven and a New Earth, Revelation 21:1  A New Covenant, Hebrews 8:13,  Jeremiah 31:31, A New Heart, A New Spirit, Ezekiel 11:19.  Behold, I make All Things NEW! Revelation f21:5.

King Solomon writing in Ecclesiastics 1:9 says, “The thing that hath been, it is that which shall be; and that which is done is that which shall be done: and there is no new thing under the sun.” 

There is no doubt, that this was written by Solomon, after he had allowed his strange wives to turn his heart away from God. God was angry with him because he no longer kept the way that God had commanded him to go, 1 Kings 11:9,10.

Solomon, the wisest king or man that had ever lived at that time, is frustrated because he is unable to figure out the things of God with his natural mind. He had fallen into idolatry because of His love for strange women. 1 Kings 11:9 “And the Lord was angry with Solomon, because his heart was turned from the Lord God of Israel, which had appeared unto him twice,

10. And had commanded him concerning this thing, that he should not go after other gods: but he kept not that which the Lord commanded.

11. Wherefore the Lord said unto Solomon, Forasmuch as this is done of thee, and thou hast not kept my covenant and my statutes, which I have commanded thee, I will surely rend the kingdom from thee, and will give it to thy servant.

12. Notwithstanding in thy days I will not do it for David thy father’s sake, and for Jerusalem’s sake which I have chosen.”

So Solomon was persuaded that there was to be nothing that would be new hereafter, and because of His departure from the commandments of the Lord, He lost His cherished place with the Lord and could not see the future work of the Lord. 

But 200 years later God spoke to Isaiah, and gave Him a revelation of the New Thing that He would do. Isaiah wrote of this NEW THING that God would do. Isaiah 43:18-21 and I quote  “Remember ye not the former things, neither consider the things of old.

19. Behold, I will do a new thing; now it shall spring forth; shall ye not know it? I will even make a way in the wilderness, and rivers in the desert.

20. The beast of the field shall honour me the dragons, and the owls: because I give waters 

in the wilderness, and rivers in the desert, to give drink to my people, my chosen.

21. This people have I formed for myself; they shall shew forth my praise.”

Could this be the Woman that John is speaking about in Revelation 12: 6, and I quote; “And the woman fled into the wilderness, where she hath a place prepared of God, that they should feed her there a thousand two hundred and threescore days.” This Woman that John is speaking of, is still in the flesh. She will need to have water, and food to sustain Her. There will 
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be rivers of water in the desert, Isaiah prophesied. Will it be the sands of Saudi Arabia?

Isaiah also prophesied of the work of the New Thing and saw the coming of Jesus to die for our sins, Isaiah, Chapter 53.

Jesus brought in the Law of the Prophets, and began the New Doctrine that amazed those that heard, for He taught them as one having authority, Matthew 7:13-29 “And it came to pass, when Jesus had ended these sayings the people were astonished at his doctrine: 

29. For he taught them as one having authority, and not as the scribes.” Mark 1:23-27, Luke 4:21-32   John 7:37- 46.  John 7:46 “The officers answered, Never man spake like this man.”

Time and space will not allow us to speak on all of the transactions that happened from the days of Adam to the Crucifixion of Jesus, so we will just begin to bring a part of the wonderful Plan of God as the Prophets and Apostles have left record. 

Certainly as we search the Scriptures for each revelation, we find that there are many things that we have never taught on in the days gone by. So as we enter into this great revelation of ALL THINGS NEW, I hope that each of you will be as amazed and excited as I was to put this all together.

A NEW THING: God has been working to put together a People that would show forth His praise, and Isaiah says that through the forgetting of the “former things” and not considering the things of Old , He is forming a People for Himself, and that they will show forth His praise, for they are “His Chosen”, Isaiah 43:18-20.

God certainly brought in a New Thing, for God the Father sent Jesus into the world as a living sacrifice for our sins, and Jesus began to preach the Law of Grace.  Jesus said that He came not to destroy the law or the prophets. I am not come to destroy, but to fulfill, Matthew 5:17, that was a complete departure from the Law of Moses. When Jesus spoke to the woman that was caught in adultery, He said, “Neither do I condemn thee: go and sin no more.” The Jews were ready to stone Her, but Jesus said to them “He that is without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her.”  Under the Law of Moses the Woman would have been stoned.

A NEW SONG: David has discovered that He (David) should sing unto the Lord a New Song, Psalms 33:3.

John, writing in the book of Revelation 5:9 says that when the Lion of the tribe of Juda was found worthy to open the Book that was sealed with seven seals, the saints sang a New Song. Why could this People sing a New Song? The New Song was because they had been redeemed from the earth by the shedding of the blood of Jesus and that song had never been sung in Heaven before.

A NEW TONGUE: Isaiah speaks of stammering lips and another tongue, Isaiah 43:9-13 “Whom shall he teach knowledge? And whom shall he make to understand doctrine? Them that are weaned from the milk, and drawn from the breasts.

10. For precept must be upon precept; precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a little;

11. For with stammering lips and another tongue will he speak to this people.

12. To whom he said, This is the rest wherewith ye may cause the weary to rest; and this is the 
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refreshing: yet they would not hear.

13. But the word of the Lord was unto them precept upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; that they might go, and fall backward, and be broken, and snared, and taken.”

Isaiah 33:19 “Thou shalt not see a fierce people, a people of deeper speech than thou canst perceive: of a stammering tongue, that thou canst not understand.”
A NEW TONGUE: Jesus admonishes the Disciples when He is about to depart this world, that they shall speak with “NEW Tongues”, Mark 16:17 “And these signs shall follow them that believe: In my name shall they cast out devils: they shall speak with new tongues.” 

Acts 2:4 and 1st Corinthians 14:21 “In the law it is written, with men of other tongues and other lips will I speak unto this people; and yet for all  that will they not hear me, saith the Lord.

12. Wherefore, tongues are for a sign, not the them that believe, but to them that believe not:”

Now Paul says in 1st Corinthians 14:5 “I would that ye all spake with tongues. 

And in 18:18 He says, “I thank my God I speak with tongues more than ye all:

19. Yet in the church I had rather speak five words with my understanding, that by my voice I might teach others also, than a thousand words in an unknown tongue.

20. Brethren, be not children in understanding, howbeit in malice be ye children, but in understanding be men.

21. In the law it is written, with men of other tongues and other lips will I speak unto this people; and yet for all that will they not hear me, saith the Lord

22. Wherefore tongues are for a sign, not to them that believe, but to them that believe not.”

Why is it necessary for us that want to go on to perfection to speak with OTHER TONGUES? Several thousand years ago the whole earth spoke the same language, at that time. God divided their language so that they could not communicate with each other, because they were trying to build a tower that would reach to heaven.  God would not allow that because if they all spoke the same language nothing would be restrained from them, which they wanted to do, 

Genesis 11:6-8.  The unknown tongue, is used by God, to defeat the purpose of the Devil, when He desires to destroy the pattern of God, 

1st Corinthians 2:6-8, shows to us the wisdom of God when He speaks of things that the Devil cannot understand. Why are we admonished to speak with New Tongues? Romans 8: 22-27.  Sometimes, We do not even know what we should pray for, but the Spirit of God makes intersession for us with groanings that We can’t even utter in our own language. 

A NEW WINE: If we have the New Tongue we will have the New Wine, Acts 2:13 “Others mocking said, These men are full of New Wine.” 

When we receive the Baptism of the Holy Ghost we should have a form of this New Wine. Some of the Lord’s people that do not understand will be like the Jews of Old, they will think that we are off our rocker. Wine is supposed to bring joy to those that partake of the natural
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wine, or at least make them feel better, and the New Wine of the Holy Spirit should give us a joy that we have never experienced before.

Isaiah 65:8 “Thus saith the Lord, As the New Wine is found in the cluster, and one saith, Destroy it not; for a blessing is in it: so will I do for my servants sakes, that I may not destroy them all.” The New Wine, is a wonderful gift from God to bring His People to the fullness of the Spirit in these Last Days before His return.

A NEW DOCTRINE: Mark 1L27 “What New doctrine is this?” Acts 1:17-19 “May we know what this New Doctrine whereof thou speakest is?” 

Jesus came preaching this New Doctrine, which was still the Law of Moses but Grace was added. He said, “Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfill.” 

The closer we follow the Spirit of the Lord, we begin in earnest to fulfill the law of Moses. We die out to the things of this world, and walk in the Spirit of God. That’s why Jesus could say to the woman that was caught in adultery, “Go and sin no more” for if we walk in the Spirit of the Lord, the desire to do things of the world should become prohibitive to us. We should have little desire to do them.

A NEW MAN: Ephesians 2:15 “Having abolished in His flesh the enmity, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in HIMSELF of twain ONE NEW MAN.” 

Those of Us who understand the Word of God, realize that the whole purpose of this Plan of Salvation IS, that God might bring His Plan to completion, to create ONE NEW MAN, or to bring back man from degradation that Adam lost when He was overcome with sin in the Garden of Eden. 

Lucifer, God’s most beautiful and perfection Creation in Heaven, fell from His perfect state when He rose up against God and tried to over-throw God, Isaiah 14:13. Adam and Eve were created perfect and walked with the Lord a part of the 6th day of Creation and a portion of the 7th Day of Rest before the Serpent overcame them in the Garden of Eden. The whole purpose of this Plan of Salvation is to bring to pass a Perfect NEW MAN, that cannot sin, 1 John 3:9.

A NEW NAME: “Him that overcometh will I make a pillar in the temple of my God, and he shall go no more out: and I will write upon him my New Name.” Revelation 3: 12.

He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches: To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the hidden manna, and will give him a white stone, and in the stone a New Name written, which no man knoweth saving he that receiveth it.” Revelation 2: 17.

ANOTHER NAME: Isaiah 65:15 “And ye shall leave your name for a curse unto my chosen: for the Lord God shall slay thee, and call his servants by another name: 

16. That he who blesseth himself in the earth shall bless himself in the God of truth; and he that sweareth in the earth shall swear by the God of truth; because the former troubles are forgotten and because they are hid from mine eyes.

17. For behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: and the former shall not be remembered
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 nor come into mind.

ANOTHER NAME? What will the other name be? This is the Bride of the Lord Jesus Christ of whom the whole family in heaven and earth is named. The Name will be Lord Jesus Christ! No I am not Jesus Only! This is the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, Ephesians 3:15.

A NEW CITY: Revelation 21:2 “And I John saw the holy City New Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.” This City, New Jerusalem, is the Bride of the Lord Jesus Christ. It is not an earthly or fleshly building, for flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God, 1 Corinthians15:50. 

This building is the Temple of the Living God, and God dwells within Her, Paul said “Ye are the temple of the Living God;” 2nd Corinthians 6:16.

A NEW HEAVEN AND A NEW EARTH: And I saw a New Heaven and a New Earth; for the first heaven and the first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea.” 

Revelation 21:1. Most of the Christian world believes that once the New Heaven and the New Earth is established that sin will be abolished forever. But according to Revelation 22:11, and I quote “He that is unjust, let him be unjust still; and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still:  and he that is holy, let him be holy still.

12. And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give to every man according as his work shall be.

13. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end, the first and the last.

14. Blessed are they that do his commandments, that they may have a right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city.

15. For without are dogs, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a lie.” 
There will always be the Spirit of wickedness outside the walls of the City New Jerusalem. The Scripture says that those that keep the commandments will have a right to the Tree of Life, and they must come in through the gates of the City. How many times have you heard a minister preach on this portion of the Scripture? At another time, I will go into this subject, for all sin is not disposed of when this Plan of Salvation is ended.

WHAT NEW THING HAVE I LEFT OUT?

A NEW COVENANT: Jeremiah 31:31 “Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, that I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah:
32. Not according to the covenant that I make with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although I was an husband unto them, saith the Lord:

33. But it shall be the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel: After those days, saith the Lord, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be my people.” 

The Apostle Paul quotes from this same passage of Scripture in Hebrews 8:8-13. “Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with
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the house of Judah:

9. Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the Hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt: which my covenant they brake, although I was an husband unto them, saith the Lord
10. For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people:

11. And they shall not teach every man his neighbor, and every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for all shall know me, from the least to the greatest.

12. For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more,

13. In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away.”

God is willing and ready to forgive their every sin and iniquity, but they must come through the blood of Jesus just as each of us do under the Law of Grace. Moses said that they were a stiff-necked people, Exodus 33:3,5. And in Deuteronomy 32:18-21 and I quote, “Of the Rock that begat thee thou art unmindful, and has forgotten God that formed thee.

19. And when the Lord saw it, he abhorred them, because of the provoking of his sons and of his daughters.

20. And he said, I will hide my face from them, I will see what their end shall be: for they are a very froward generation, children in whom is no faith.

21. They have moved me to jealousy with that which is not God; they have provoked me to anger with their vanities; and I will move them to jealousy with those which are not a people; I will provoke them to anger with a foolish nation.”  

And In Romans 10:19 and,Isaiah 65:1-9 we can read the result of their backsliding ways. “But I say, Did not Israel know? First Moses saith, I will provoke you to jealousy by them that are no people, and by a foolish nation I will anger you.

20. But Esias (Isaiah) is very bold, and saith, I was found of them that sought me not; I was made manifest unto them hat asked not after me.

21. But to Israel he saith, All day long I have stretched forth my hands unto a disobedient and gainsaying people.”

A NEW HEART & A NEW SPIRIT: God said that He would will work with them and give them  “one heart” and will put a New Spirit within them; and I will take the stony heart out of their flesh, and will give them an heart of flesh.

20. That they may walk in my statutes, and keep mine ordinances, and do them: and they shall be my people, and I will be their God.

21. But as for them whose heart walketh after the heart of their detestable things and their abominations, I will recompense their way upon their own heads, saith the Lord God.”  

Ezekiel  11:19-21.

ALL THINGS NEW: Revelation 21:5 “And he that sat upon the throne said, BEHOLD, I MAKE ALL THINGS NEW. And he said unto me, Write: for these words are true and faithful.”
