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Most of the ecclesiastical world believes that the Jews are still the Chosen People of God, and that They will be saved as a Nation, regardless of whether They accept Jesus as Their Savior or not. But when we stay with the whole Word of God, as both the Old Testament Prophets and the Apostles have left record, we are able to see that God is no respecter of persons, whether they are Jews or Gentiles. Jesus said, I am the WAY, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.” His words make it very clear that since He came as a Sacrifice for ALL people, then ALL people must come through the blood that He shed at Calvary.

In the Book of Galatians, Paul went up to Jerusalem by revelation. He had to withstand Peter to His face because Peter was preaching the freedom of Salvation to the Gentiles, (the law of Grace) but when the Jews were there He was so intimidated by Their presence, that He could not preach the things that He had learned, after Jesus died, which IS “God is no respecter of persons.” Yet in Acts 10:34 we read, “Peter opened his mouth, and said, Of a truth I perceive that God is no respecter of persons.”
Romans 2:10-11 “But glory, honour, and peace, to every man that worketh good, to the Jew first, and also to the Gentiles:

11. For there is no respect of persons with God.”
                                         GOD IS NO RESPECTER OF PERSONS

Galatians 6:15-16 “For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision availeth anything, nor uncircumcision, but a new creature.
16. And as many as walk according to this rule, peace on them, and mercy, and upon the Israel of God.”      

BUT WHO IS THE ISRAEL OF GOD?  Let’s quote some more Scriptures where it is clearly stated that God IS NO respecter of persons!

Deuteronomy 10:17 “For the Lord your God is God of gods, and Lord of lords, a great God, a mighty and a terrible, which regardeth not persons, nor taketh rewards.” 
2nd Chronicles 19:7”there is no iniquity with the Lord our God, nor respect of persons,”
Acts 10:34 “Peter opened his mouth, and said, Of a truth I perceive that God is no respecter of persons:”
Romans 2: 11 “For there is no respect of persons with God.”
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Galatians 2:6 “But of these who seemed to be somewhat, (whatsoever they were, it maketh no mater to me: God accepteth no man’s person:”
Ephesians 6:9 “And, ye masters, do the same things unto them, forbearing threatening: knowing that Your Master also is in heaven; neither is there respect of persons with him.”
Colossians 3: 25 “But he that doeth wrong shall receive for the wrong which he hath done: and there is no respect of persons.”
1st Peter 1:17 “And if ye call on the Father, who without respect of persons judgeth according to every man’s work, pass the time of your sojourning here in fear:”

My thought is, to bring to us the understanding that although God says, “to the Jew first” there are conditions that must apply to each one of us, including the Jew, under the 

Dispensation of Grace, when we accept His invitation to Salvation. Jesus Himself speaking to the Pharisees in John 10:2 says, “He that entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the sheep.
3. To him the porter openeth: and the sheep hear his voice: and he calleth his own sheep by name, and leadeth them out.
7. Then said Jesus unto them again, Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am the DOOR of the sheep.”
The DOOR is the Shepherd Jesus. Who is the Porter that opens the DOOR? Who planned this Salvation in the first place? God the Father!
Peter preaching in Acts 4:10-12 “Be it known unto you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom ye crucified, whom God raised from the dead, even  him doth this man stand here before you whole.
11.This is the stone which was set at nought of you builders, which is become the head of the corner.
12. Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, where by we must be saved.”
Most of the ecclesiastical world believes that the Jews will be saved regardless of the law of Grace, which plainly says that in order for us to be saved, we have to call on the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth.  Romans 10; 4 “For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to everyone that believeth.”
Romans 10: 8 “But what saith it? The word is nigh thee, even in thy mouth, and in thy heart: that is the word of faith, which we preach:
9. That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.
10. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is 
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made unto salvation.

11. For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.
12. For there in NO DIFFERENCE between the JEW and the GREEK: for the SAME LORD over all is rich unto ALL that call upon him.
13. For WHOSOEVER shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.”
The rest of this chapter goes on to explain to us in great detail, that the Jews heard and refused to believe God, even as Moses had said in Deuteronomy 32:21 “They have moved me to jealousy with that which is not God; they have provoked me to anger with their vanities: and I will move them to jealousy with those which are not a people; I will provoke them to anger with a foolish nation.”

Paul refers to this Scripture in Romans 10:19-20 “But I say, Did not Israel know? First Moses saith, I will provoke you to jealousy by them that are no people, and by a foolish nation I will anger you.

20. But Esaias is very bold, and saith, I was found of them that sought me not; I was made manifest unto them that asked not after me.”
In order for us to find out who Moses and Paul were referring to, we must read from Isaiah 

65:1 “I am sought of them that asked not for me; I am found of them that sought me not; I said, Behold me, behold me, unto a nation that was not called by my name, (the Gentiles or Greeks)

2. I have spread out my hands all the day unto a rebellious people, (the Jews) which walketh in a way that was not good, after their own thoughts.

3. A people that provoketh me to anger continually to my face; that sacrificeth in gardens, and burneth incense upon altars of brick;”

Of course we know and understand that Moses and Paul were referring to the Gentiles or Greeks, (or the Nations as the Jews refer to the Gentiles), and as we can see from our study of the rest of the Bible, God is going to save ALL WHO WILL CALL UPON HIM THROUGH THE NAME OF JESUS, NO MATTER WHAT THEIR NATIONALITY. God’s whole plan and purpose from the very beginning of the rebellion of the Children of Israel, has been to bring all 10 Tribes and Judah and Benjamin, back to Him, but THEY MUST ALL COME BY HIS WAY through the blood of Jesus, OR They will be lost, for Jesus said, “NO MAN COMETH UNTO THE FATHER BUT BY ME.”

ABRAHAN’S SEED: Romans 9: 6 “Not as though the word of God hath taken none effect, For they are NOT ALL ISRAEL, WHICH ARE OF ISRAEL:

7. Neither, because they are the SEED of Abraham, are they all children: but In Isaac shall thy seed be called.

8. That is, They which are the children of the flesh, these are NOT the children of God; but the children of the promise are counted for the seed.”
But what is the Promise? We have to understand that God has made a plan for ALL people. And in the Beginning when the children of Israel were under the bondage of Pharaoh of 
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Egypt, God sent many delivers to bring them out of bondage, but they rebelled against Him time and time again, and they rejected His directions and served idols of other nations. 

Paul begins to make all those that He ministered to, understand that God no longer considered the children of Israel His Chosen People. 

In Romans 9 Paul tries to make it clearer that ALL might understand, and he writes in 9: 9, “For this is the word of promise, At this time will I come, and Sara shall have a son.

10. And not only this; but when Rebecca also had conceived by one, even by our father Isaac;

11. (For the children being not yet born, neither having done any good or evil, that the PURPOSE of God according to election might stand, not of works, but of him that calleth;)

12. It was said unto her, The elder shall serve the younger.

13. As it is written, Jacob have loved, but Esau have I hated.
14. What shall we say then? Is there unrighteousness with God? God forbid.

15. For he saith to Moses, I will have mercy on whom I will have compassion on whom I will have compassion.

16. So then it is not of him that willeth, nor of him that runneth, but God that sheweth mercy.

17. For the scripture saith unto Pharaoh, Even for this same purpose have I raised thee up, that I might shew my power in thee, and that my name might be declared throughout all the earth.

18. Therefore he hath mercy on whom he will have mercy, and whom he will he hardeneth.

19. Thou wilt say then unto me, Why doth he yet find fault? For who hath resised his will?

20. Nay but, O man, who art thou that repliest against God? Shall the thing formed say to him that formed it, Why hast thou made me thus?

21. Hath not the potter power over the clay, of the same lump to make one vessel unto honour, and another unto dishonour? 

22. What if God willing to shew his wrath, and to make his power known, endured with much longsuffering the vessels of wrath fitted to destruction:

23. And that he might make known the riches of his glory on the vessels of mercy, which he had afore prepared unto glory,

24. Even us, whom he hath called, not of the Jews only, but also of the Gentiles?

25. As he saith also in Osee, I will call them my people, which were not my people; and her beloved, which was not beloved. 

26. And it shall come to pass, that in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people: there shall they be called the children of the living God.

27. Esaias also crieth concerning Israel, Though the number of the children of Israel be as the sand of the sea, a REMNANT shall be saved:


28. For he will finish the work and cut it short in righteousness: because a short work will the Lord make upon the earth.

Paul has now explained the Promise that the Lord made to ALL that come to Him by way of the Seed of Isaac.  He said that the Lord would finish the work and cut it short in righteousness. Then He continues in the rest of the Chapter to exhort each one of us on what has happened to Israel.  

29. And as Esaias said before, Except the Lord of Sabbath had left us a seed, we had been as Sodoma, and been made like unto Gomorrah. Then Paul reminds us that Israel, which followed after the law of righteousness, hath not attained to the law of righteousness WHICH
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 IS OF FAITH. But as it were by the WORKS OF THE LAW. For they stumbled at the stumbling-stone;”

And Jesus reminds each of us that , “He that entereth not by the door into the sheepfold, but climbeth up some other way, the same is a thief and a robber,.” John 10: 1.

I am aware that the Jews and most of the Christians believe that Israel will be saved regardless, because Pall wrote, “All  Israel shall be saved,” but that is an ISOLATED Scripture, and according to the Scriptures in this period of time, when Paul referred to all Israel, he included the Gentiles,  Galatians 6:16. When we follow and understand the whole plan of God we have to recognize that we can make the Word of God say anything if we only use isolated Scriptures. If God saved all of the tribes of Israel without reservation, then He would not be true to His word that He was, NO respecter of persons for He would have to save  everybody to be faithful to His word.

Galatians 3: 16, “Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He saith not, And to seeds as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, WHICH IS CHRIST.

17. And this I say, that the covenant, that was confirmed before God in Christ, the law which was four hundred and thirty years after, cannot disannul, that it should make the promise of 

none effect.

18. For if the inheritance is of the law, it is no more of promise: but God gave it to Abraham by promise.

19. Wherefore then serveth the law? It was added because of transgressions, till the seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was ordained by angels, in the hand of a mediator.

20. Now a mediator is not a mediator of one, but God is one.

21. Is the law then against the promises of God? God forbid: for if there had been a law given which could have given life, verily righteousness should have been by the law.

22. But the scripture hath concluded all under sin, that the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might be given to them that believe.

23. But before faith came, we were kept under the law, shut up unto the faith, which should afterwards be revealed.

24. Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith.

35. But after that faith is come we are no longer under a schoolmaster.

26. For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus.

27. For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ.

28. There is NEITHER Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond, nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all ONE in Christ Jesus. 

29. And IF ye be Christs’s then are ye Abraham’s SEED, and heirs according to the PROMISE.”

So all that have come to salvation through Jesus, are equal, but then comes those that are the Peculiar, the Chosen People, the Bride of Christ, and then we see that ALL both Jew and Gentile have to strive to become the CHOSEN PEOPLE in that number. Jew and Gentile alike can become the Chosen People of God, but both then MUST bear 100 fold
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
