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It is my desire to write to the fullest of knowledge that God has left for our admonition in the Word of God, and to my understanding on the Subject that is to follow, entitled the Latter House that you might really be enlightened with the truth on this Subject. What a marvelous revelation to those of us that God can reveal this wonderful truth.  

Proverbs 24:3 “Through wisdom is an house builded; and by understanding it is established:

4. And by knowledge shall the chambers be filled with all and pleasant riches.”

Solomon, writing in Proverbs had learned many things by the experience that he had gained while he was serving as King of the whole 12 tribes of Israel. The first 23 years of his reign he built the magnificent Temple that we refer to in Scripture, as Solomon’s Temple, the house of the Lord God. He dedicated the Temple in glorious fashion. The presence of the Lord came down at the dedication of the Temple, and the priests couldn’t even minister, because the glory of the Lord filled the Temple. 

All of his wisdom was so widely known that even the Queen of Sheba traveled from afar to see it and then leave and tell of Solomon’s wondrous works 1 Kings 10:1-13.

Solomon referring to this house in Proverbs 24:3, probably is speaking of a natural house, but today God is building a Spiritual House, which will be eternal in the heavens, 2 Corinthians 5:1 and we need even more wisdom and knowledge in building It.

Ephesians 2:19-22 “Ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellow citizens with the saints, and of the household of God;

20. And are built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ Himself being the chief corner stone;

21. In whom all the building fitly framed together groweth unto an holy temple in the Lord:

22. In whom ye also are builded together for an habitation of God through the Spirit.”

Paul is speaking of a holy temple that is to be made of Spiritual Beings that are framed together by the Holy Spirit and are to become a habitation of God.

2 Timothy 3:16-17 “All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness.

17.That the man of God may be perfect thoroughly furnished unto all good works.”  

DOCTRINE?  Moses said, “My doctrine shall drop as the rain, My speech shall distil as the dew, as the small rain upon the tender herb, and as showers upon the grass. Because I will publish the NAME of the Lord: ascribe ye greatness unto our God.”
In order for us to come to the knowledge of the fullness of God we have to read and study.

In 2nd Timothy 2:15 we are exhorted to “Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.”
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Since the beginning of the journey of Israel through the wilderness, God has desired A PLACE FOR HIS NAME TO DWELL Exodus 15:2 “The Lord is my strength and song, and he is become my salvation: he is my God, and I will prepare him an habitation.” Exodus 25:8 “Let them make me a sanctuary; that I may dwell among them.”

Moses begins to make a place for the habitation of God to dwell. Exodus 25:40 “See thou build it according to the pattern laid down in the mount.”

David had a desire to build a permanent dwelling place for the Lord, but he was a man of war so God wouldn’t let him build a place, 1 Chronicles 17: 6 “I have not dwelt in any house since the time that I brought up the children of Israel out of Egypt, even to this day, but have walked in a tent and in a tabernacle.” David was not allowed to build a house for the Lord because he was a man of war, but Solomon David’s son was selected by God to build a house for God to dwell in. David had said, “Solomon my son is young and tender, and the house that is to be builded for the Lord MUST BE EXCEEDING MAGNIFICAL, of fame and glory throughout all countries:”

1 Kings 6:7 “The house when it was in building, was built of stones made ready before it was brought thither: so that there was neither hammer nor axe nor any tool of iron heard in the house while it was in building.” 

Deuteronomy 27:5 “There shalt thou build an altar unto the Lord thy God, an altar of stones: thou shalt not lift up any iron tool upon them.

6. Thou shalt build the altar of the Lord thy God of whole stones:”        

2 Chronicles 6:2 “I have built an house of habitation for thee, and a place FOR THY DWELLING FOR EVER.”  Solomon did not understand that the Temple that he had built was only a pattern for the Spiritual House that God was going to build through Jesus the Quickening Spirit: the Stone that the builders rejected; the Chief Corner Stone.

At the dedication of the temple, when the 120 priests and singers and instruments began to sound there was only ONE SOUND. They all sounded at the same time with one accord. This same thing happened at Pentecost when the 120 were waiting for the Holy Ghost, they were all with one accord, in one place, when there came a sound from heaven as a rushing mighty wind, and they were all filled with the baptism of the Holy Ghost and fire.

God wanted nothing of man that could pollute this Spiritual House, that He is in the process of building now; nothing of Iron, or hammer, or broken stones were to be used, and this pattern has been shown through the prophets and the Apostles. This House will become the Bride that we hear about in most of the references of the Christian world today.

When Solomon dedicated the Temple when he was praying he said, “WILL GOD INDEED DWELL ON THE EARTH? BEHOLD, THE HEAVEN AND HEAVEN OF HEAVENS CANNOT CONTAIN THEE; HOW MUCH LESS THIS HOUSE THAT I HAVE BUILDED? 

And there is no house of earthly things that can contain the Lord God Almighty.

God is seeking to dwell in a Temple NOT MADE WITH HANDS, a place for the 
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HABITATION OF HIS SPIRIT. 1 Corinthians 3:16-17 “Know ye not that ye are the temple

of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you?

17. If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the temple of God is holy, which temple ye are.”

Acts 7:44 “Our fathers had the tabernacle of witness in the wilderness, as he had appointed, speaking unto Moses, that he should make it according to the fashion that he had seen.

45. Which also our fathers that came after brought in with Jesus into the possession of the Gentiles, whom God drave out before the face of our fathers, unto the days of David;

46. Who found favor before God and desired to find a tabernacle for the God of Jacob.

47. But Solomon built him a house.

48. Howbeit the most High dwelleth not in temples made with hands; as saith the prophet.”

The apostle Paul speaking in the midst of Mars’ hill, said, “”God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord of heaven and earth, dwelleth not in temples made with hands;”

God is building a temple without the sound of hammer, or iron, or nails! It is to be a Spiritual Temple for an habitation of God through the Spirit: eternal in the heavens. There is no building that man can build that can house the Lord in His FULNESS.

The Jews were confounded when Jesus was trying to make them understand that when He said, “Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up, He was referring to the temple of His body, John 2:19-21.

Under the Law of Moses God did not dwell in our physical bodies. He could not dwell inside of us because Jesus the Quickening Spirit, had not yet come! 

The Apostle John writes in John 14:15- 17 “If ye love me keep my commandments.

16. I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with YOU forever.

17. Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he DWELLETH WITH YOU, AND SHALL BE IN YOU.

This statement by John that the Spirit of truth would not only dwell with us but that the Spirit of Truth would be in us, is fulfilled when we are born again by the incoming of the Spirit of God. But that IS NOT the end result. We are to GROW IN GRACE AND IN THE KNOWLEDGE of our Lord Jesus Christ. And Paul writes in Ephesians 4:15 “grow up into him in ALL THINGS.”
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
