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The Last several studies that my Husband and I, have written for this Website we have dealt with the Subject, “The Image of God and His Son” and “Conformed to the Image of the Son” 2 Corinthians 3:18. With this Subject in mind, I want to go deeper into the 3rd Chapter of 2nd Corinthians.

In 1984 my husband wrote on the Subject THE IMAGE OF GOD, and how that Image of God was to be conformed to the IMAGE OF HIS SON. Romans 8:29 “For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate to be conformed to the image of his Son”.  

For years my husband and I have been teaching that the Bride of Christ will have to be PERFECT before She becomes One in the family of God and the Wife of Christ. This will be a people that has given up everything that the world has to offer and become totally committed to the Lord Jesus Christ. The Bible says changed from glory to glory, so it becomes a work in process. Jesus gave an example of some of the changes that the Wife of Jesus will have to make when He said, “Who is my mother? And who are my brethren? They that doeth the will of my Father” Matthew 12:48 Mark 3:33.

Jesus spoke of the 30, 60, and the 100 fold, Matthew 13:23, and Peter writes in 2nd Peter 3:18 that we are to grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. Paul has written in

Ephesians 4 that the Lord gave some Apostles; and some prophets; and some, evangelists; and some pastors and teachers;

12. For the PERFECTING of the Saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:

It will take the pastors and teachers and evangelists and teachers to help the people understand that if they are to be a part of the Plan for a perfect man and for a wife for the son of Man, lots of changes must be brought to pass in the knowledge of the Word of God. At this time the People of the Lord have been taught that the Lord will come at any time and catch them away in a rapture and no one will have to suffer anything for they will be caught up to meet the Lord in the Air and suffer nothing. How cruel, for the Pastors and Teachers will be held responsible. 

Paul, in the previous verses of Chapter 3, has written about the glory that was on the face of Moses, and explaining that that glory was to be done away, and replaced with a glory that was more glorious. Immediately after that statement, He said in verse 10 “For even that which was made glorious had no glory in this respect, by reason of the glory that excelleth.

11. For if that which was done away was glorious, much more that which remaineth is glorious.

12. Seeing then that we have such hope, we use great plainness of speech:

13. And not as Moses, which put a vail over his face that the children of Israel could not stedfastly look to the end of that which is abolished:

14. But their minds were blinded: for until this day remaineth the same vail untaken away in the reading of the old testament; which vail is done away in Christ.

15. But even unto this day, when Moses is read, the vail is upon their heart.

16. Nevertheless, when it shall turn to the Lord, the vail shall be taken away.

17. Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty.

18. But we ALL, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed into the SAME IMAGE FROM GLORY TO GLORY, even as by the Spirit of the Lord.” But what IMAGE is Paul speaking about?

When we take the time to really look into the looking glass of God, which is His Word, we then find that WE are ALL to be changed into the same image from glory to glory. 
In 2nd Corinthians 3:18 Paul says “But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed into the same image from glory to glory, even as by the Spirit of the Lord.”   This statement by Paul 
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Is the desire of God for ALL to be changed, but the change from glory to glory is to be the desire and the 

commitment by the ones that helps the Lord to change each one by working out their own salvation overcoming all of the evils of the Devil.

This is a mind opening and a mind bobbling Subject, for when we give time to the study of this revelation of Changed from glory to glory, we see a most revealing Subject of just what and where we need to be in our walk with God. Of course we have to understand that this is the very position that God has been striving to bring a people to from the time that Lucifer was cast down from heaven. 

But what Image is the Apostle speaking about when he says “we "ALL” are changed into the SAME IMAGE 

from glory to glory.”  Whose same Image is Paul indicating? Paul is indicating we are to be changed into the same Image of God the Father, and the image of His Son Jesus. But now we should realize that although this is the desire of the Father and His Son there is to be a process of changing by the Spirit of the Lord, and there is where the sixty and the one hundred fold are defined. 

Jesus spoke of the 30, 60, and the 100 fold, Matthew 13:23, and Peter writes in 2nd Peter 3:18 that we are to grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. Paul has written in Ephesians that the Lord gave some Apostles; and some prophets; and some, evangelists; and some pastors and teachers;

12. For the PERFECTING of the Saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:

                                                              LOOK AT THIS NEXT VERSE:

13. Till we ALL COME IN THE UNITY OF THE FAITH, AND OF THE knowledge OF THE Son of God, unto a PERFECT MAN, unto the measure of the stature of the FULNESS of Christ:” 

In other Words, Paul is writing that those that reach the 100 Fold Classification are to become perfect.

If these words of the Apostles and Prophets are fulfilled in the lives of the 100 fold, then they will meet the qualifications that Paul has written about in 2nd Corinthians 3:18, becoming CHANGED into the same image from glory to glory, INTO THE SAME IMAGE OF GOD THE FATHER AND HIS SON.

Do you find this impossible to believe?  Then once again let me refer to 1st John 3:9 “Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.”

1st John 5:18 “We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that is begotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not.”

Philippians 2:4 “ Look not every man on his own things, but every man also on the things of others. 

5. Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: 

6. Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God:
7. But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men:

8. But being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.”

What is the Apostle Paul saying in the verses above? Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus? The next verse brings this statement down to our comprehension. Because Jesus was in the form of God, being used with the permission of His Father, God, and because Jesus took no glory or reputation for Himself even when He healed the sick, and was as it were just a servant, he was obedient to God the Father and even became obedient to His death on the cross, then those that are able to understand these revelations should begin to believe that God can do ANYTHING when the 100 fold fulfills their commitment to the promise that Paul writes of in Ephesians 2:15, ONE NEW MAN.
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This IS ALMOST beyond our comprehension. So how do we equate with this? It certainly should come to our attention, and we should begin to see, that just maybe, we should now realize that the message of a Perfect man and the WORK of God that promotes this plan would become clear. How can we go on to the change from the glory to glory without understanding these truths?
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
