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                                                   THE GOLDEN CANDLESTICK

The study of the Golden Candlestick, that was in the Tabernacle in the Wilderness, in the days of Moses, is a very important study for each of us to understand and as we saw in study # 8, the Number 7 indicated the importance that this number was in the plan of Salvation. Seven was a sacred number among the Jews. It indicated completeness or perfection. It was often used as an indication of the WHOLE of anything. 

Some of the people in the churches today believe that We don’t need to know about anything but the plan of Salvation, but if that were true, why would Paul say in Hebrews 5:11-14 and I quote, “Of whom we have many things to say, and hard to be uttered, seeing ye are dull of hearing.

12. For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat.

13. For every one that useth milk is unskillful in the word of righteousness; for he is a babe.
14. But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.” 

Paul also exhorted Timothy to Study to show Himself approved unto God, “Study to shew thyself approved unto God; a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth, 2nd Timothy 2:15.

Do we know anybody like that today? You can sit for years and listen to others teach but until you have studied and ministered these things yourself, you really don’t find the words and the freedom to bring out the truth of things because your vocabulary escapes you. I listened for years to my husband teach on many things, but when I began to teach, I found that I had to study all these things out for myself. Not that I disbelieved him, but I had to study to get the things straight in my own mind before I could teach, the same things

The entryway of the Tabernacle faced the East, and as One entered into the first section, which was called the Holy Place, the Candlestick was on the left hand side, which would be the South side of the Tent affair, (the Tabernacle). The Golden Candlestick was the only light in the Holy Place.  Aaron the High Priest, was given strict instructions as to how the Candlestick was to be taken care of. 

Leviticus 24:2 gives the instructions for the maintenance of the Candlestick and I quote, “Command the children of Israel, that they bring unto thee pure oil olive beaten for the light, to cause the lamps to burn continually.

3. Without the vail of the testimony, in the tabernacle of the congregation, shall Aaron order it from the evening unto the morning before the Lord continually: it shall be a statute forever in your generations.

4. He shall order the lamps upon the pure candlestick before the Lord continually.

Numbers 8:1 “And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying,

2. Speak unto Aaron, and say unto him, When thou lightest the lamps, the seven lamps shall 
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give light over against the candlestick.

3. And Aaron did so; he lighted the lamps thereof over against the candlestick, as the Lord commanded Moses.

4. And this work of the candlestick was of beaten gold, unto the shaft thereof, unto the flowers thereof, was beaten work: according unto the pattern which the Lord had shewed Moses, so he made the candlestick.”

                            THE CANDLESTICK HAD TO BE OF BEATEN GOLD.  

READ from Exodus 25:2-40 

Exodus 25:31 “And thou shalt make a candlestick of pure gold: of beaten work shall the candlestick be made; his shaft, and his branches, his bowls, his knops, and his flowers, shall be of the same.”

In the Scripture GOLD signifies Deity: BEATEN signifies suffering, persecution, etc. Do we have any testimony of the sufferings of those that have gone on before?  The Apostle Paul 

5 times was given forty stripes save one, or 39 stripes: 3 times he was beaten with rods, once he was stoned, 3 times he suffered shipwreck, 2 Corinthians 11:21-31 READ 
God said to Moses, See you make it after the pattern shown to thee in the mount.   On each side of the Candlestick there are 3 branches, for a total of six branches. The six branches each had 3 cups, 3 knops, 3 flowers. Looking at the Candlestick we see 1 branch having 3 cups, 3 knops, and 3 flowers, which equals 9, but there are 3 branches on each side of the Candlestick, so we multiply 3X9 and we get 27 on each side of the Candlestick. 

The Center is different: the center has 4 cups 4 knops 4 flowers, so 3X4 =12, this brings us to 66 parts of the Candlestick. Immediately this number should bring to mind that there are 66 books in the Bible. There are 39 books in the Old Testament and 27 books in the New Testament. So we see that the Candlestick brings more than just the light in the Tabernacle, but we also see that God shows to those that will study, more than just the revelation of light. Thus the Candlestick had 66 parts which is the total number of Books in the Bible.

Now I understand that some of the theologians may argue that some of the Books of Moses were lost, and that the Macabees wrote Books that were not included, but the Bible was written by Holy Men of Old as they were moved on and inspired by the Holy Spirit, 2nd Peter 1:21 “For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.” 

Let us get back to the instructions that the Lord gave to Moses for the constructions of the Candlestick, we see that it had to be made according to the pattern given to Moses in the 

Mount, Exodus 25:40.

The Candlestick had to be all of 1 piece of beaten gold, Exodus 25:36.

It had to be made of 1 talent of PURE GOLD, along with its tongs, snuff dishes, Exodus 25:39.

As we know GOLD signifies Deity. 1 Talent in the Jew’s time was 50 to 100 lbs.

The value of the gold would be as much as $29,000 in 1964.

The Golden Candlestick was the only light in the Holy Place in the Tabernacle in the wilderness. Aaron was given strict instructions as to how it was to be taken care of. The

Candlestick was a type of Jesus, Who is the Light to the whole world, John 8:12 “I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.” John 9:5 “As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world.”

Leviticus 24:1 Moses was given instructions how to maintain the Candlestick, and we read: “And the Lord spake unto Moses saying,

2. Command the children of Israel that they bring unto thee pure oil olive beaten for the light, to cause the lamps to burn continually.
3. Without the vail of the testimony, in the tabernacle of the congregation, shall Aaron order it from the evening unto the morning before the Lord continually: it shall be a statute for ever in your generations.

4. He shall order the lamps upon the pure candlestick before the Lord continually.”
Numbers 8:1 “And the Lord spake unto Moses, saying,

2. Speak unto Aaron, and say unto him When thou lightest the lamps, the seven lamps shall give light over against the candlestick.

3. And Aaron did so; he lighted the lamps thereof over against the candlestick, as the Lord commanded Moses.

4. And this work of the candlestick was of beaten gold, unto the shaft thereof, unto the flowers thereof, was beaten work: according unto the pattern which the Lord had shewed Moses, so he made the Candlestick.”

The Altar of Incense was placed outside the veil that separated the Holy Place from the Most Holy Place, and Aaron was to burn incense thereon. Exodus 30:7 “And Aaron shall burn thereon sweet incense every morning when he dresseth the lamps. He shall burn incense upon it.

8. And when Aaron lighteth the lamps at even, he shall burn incense upon it, a perpetual incense before the Lord throughout you generations.” 

It is important to notice that when Aaron lit the lamps in the evening he was given instructions to offer incense upon the Altar of Incense for a perpetual incense before the Lord. This is certainly significant of the exhortation of the Apostle Paul when He said, “Pray without ceasing”, 1 Thessalonians 5:17. In other words if we offer the prayer of incense continually, we keep the lamps of salvation burning. All of these examples in the Old Testament, are a type and shadow of the things that are to happen in the New Testament, under Grace. If we would only take the time to let our minds wander into the past knowledge that we have attained, immediately we should be reminded of Matthew 25. The 10 virgins that Matthew speaks of were five wise and five foolish. The wise had kept their lamps trimmed and burning perpetually because they kept plenty of oil in their lamps. The foolish let their lamps run out of oil, and when the Bridegroom came the door was shut.

In Revelation chapter 1, John was in the Spirit on the Lord’s day, and heard a great voice behind him; and when he turned to see the voice that spoke to him, he saw 7 Golden Candlesticks, and in the midst of the Candlesticks he saw One like the Son of man, (not the Son of God but the Son of man) clothed with a garment down to the foot, and girt about the paps with a golden girdle.  There was no sign of nakedness that shone.
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Quoting now, from verse 14 “His head and his hairs were white like wool, as white as snow; and his eyes were as a flame of fire; (fire that should burn into the very soul of the Church: and as white as snow, a symbol of righteousness.)

15. And his feet like unto fine brass, as if they burned in a furnace; and his voice as the sound of many waters. (Brass signifies judgment.)

16. And he had in his right hand seven stars: and out of his mouth went a sharp twoedged sword: and his countenance was as the sun shineth in his strength. (The shekinah glory of God shone in Its fullness.)

17. And when I saw him, I fell at his feet as dead. And he laid his right hand upon me, saying unto me, Fear not; I am the first and the last.

18. I am he that liveth , and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; and have the keys of 

hell and of death.”

John saw one like unto the Son of man, standing in the midst of 7 Golden Candlesticks. The number 7 immediately should bring to our remembrance, PERFECTION. Of course we are not to the completeness of perfection yet, but just how long can we put it off? In the Old Covenant, under the Mosaic Law, there was only 1 Candlestick, made of I piece of pure beaten Gold. It was typical of Jesus, the Light of the World: the Candlestick was of only 1 Piece, 

1 person, but it was made of PURE BEATEN GOLD, and as we have stated before, Jesus was beaten and suffered many things for Our salvation. 

When Solomon built the Temple, he made 10 Candlesticks of Pure Gold: 5 were on the right side, and 5 were on the left side, before the oracle, with the flowers, and the lamps, and the tongs all of pure Gold, 1st Kings 7:48. If we really want to fully understand this revelation of the Candlestick, and all that pertains to it, we should continue to read from 1 Kings 8:4-66. In this part of the Scripture we can clearly see the things that happened when the Temple of Solomon was completed. The staves that were for carrying the Ark of the Covenant, were drawn out, and they were never seen again, and at this time there was nothing left in the Ark but the Tables of stone, which are a type of God the Father.

Before this period of time, also inside the Ark was the pot of manna, which was placed inside the Ark by Moses, and is a type of Jesus the Bread of Life, and Aaron’s rod that budded, a type of the Holy Spirit, the Multiplier and the 3rd Person in the Godhead.

These are all things that are of great importance to us if we really plan to be in that Number that comes to the Perfection of the Church, for all of these types reveal to us a portion of the truth of the Word of God, and Paul said, “Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ:” 

Reading from 2 Chronicles 4:18 “Thus Solomon made all these vessels in great abundance: for the weight of the brass could not be found out.

19. And Solomon made all the vessels that were for the house of God, the golden altar also, and the tables whereon the shewbread was set;

20. Moreover the candlesticks with their lamps, that they should burn after the manner before
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the oracle, of pure gold.

21. And the flowers, and the lamps, and the tongs, made he of gold, and that perfect gold.

22. And the snuffers, and the basons, and the spoons, and the censers, of pure gold: and the entry of the house, the inner doors thereof for the most holy place, and the doors of the house of the temple, were of gold.”

In 1st Kings the Scripture states that the Gold, and the Brass, and all the other things required to build the house of God was so much that it was not measured. We can see by the additional 

Lavers, and the tables for the Shewbread, that Solomon understood the reasoning for this. As we stated before, this speaks to us of the fullness of Cleansing; the Fullness of Light; the Fullness of Bread, which we are to have enough of, to carry us over into the Kingdom Age, or the Millennium, when the Fullness of GOD’S GLORY will be revealed.

The Candlestick was the only source of light in the Holy Place. The bowl was the foundation and it speaks of the Father, the Knops were pomegranate-like (seeds) and are typical of the Son, the flowers mean Fruitfulness, and they speak of the Holy Spirit. Once again we see the three-ness of the Godhead.

Go to Zechariah 4. In Zechariah’s vision 4:14 He saw the Golden Candlestick with a bowl above it, with 7 pipes to 7 lamps. The Lord Jesus is our BOWL, our SOURCE of the Oil of the Holy Spirit. He is the ONE with His Church, for the Candlestick that Zechariah saw was joined to the 7 lamps by 7 pipes through which the Oil came. The Oil of the Holy Spirit comes from our glorified Lord, and pours into His Church (compiled of the 7 churches of Revelation1: 4,) so that they may shine for His glory! The angel revealed to Zechariah that this was the source of power, and victory for God’s People, when he said, NOT BY MIGHT, NOR BY POWER, BUT BY MY SPIRIT, saith the Lord of hosts, Zechariah 4:6.

In Revelation 4:5 we read of 7 lamps of fire, burning before the Throne, which are the 7 

Spirits of  God. NOTE! Revelation 1:4, and I quote, “John to the 7 churches which are in Asia: Grace be unto you, and peace, from him which is, and which was, and which is to come; and from the SEVEN SPIRITS which are before his throne;”

Revelation 3:1 “And unto the angel of the church in Sar-dis write; These things saith he that hath the SEVEN SPIRITS of God, and the SEVEN STARS;”

Zechariah 3:9 “For behold the stone that I have laid before Joshua; upon one stone shall be SEVEN EYES;” Jesus is the Stone, (the Stone that the builders rejected, Psalms 18:22 Matthew 21:42) that has the 7 eyes and Zechariah says, that through Him the iniquity of the land shall be removed in one day.

Back to Revelation 1:4, the seven golden Candlesticks are a type of Christ and His Church. They give the only light in the sanctuary. It was the duty of the High priest to keep oil in the lamps and the wicks trimmed so that the light might shine in its fullness. The lamps were lit with the fire from the Altar: the fire that God kindled from heaven. The light that was produced from the 7 Lamps is symbolic of the light of God shinning through the Church. The priest had to be trimmed with the snuffers so that the light would not altogether go out. Just

the charred portions were snuffed off into the golden bowl. The snuffer and the bowl were made of soft gold, even the trimming of the wicks were caught in the bowl which was gold, which shows the deity and importance of removing the impurities from the tabernacle or the Church.

Revelation 1:10-20 shows the true meaning of the 7 golden candlesticks, as the Son of man stood in the midst. He was clothed as the high Priest with a garment down to his feet. (There was no nakedness shown or exposed, and no appearance of sin.)  He was girded about with a golden girdle. His heart was as the heart of God the Father. His head and hair were white, and as pure the snow, (white as snow speaks of the righteousness of God). His eyes were as a flame of fire. They pierced the heart and mind of the Church, burning into the soul as a flame of fire. He sees the sin and corruption of the Church. His feet were as fine brass. We know that brass speaks of judgment. His feet being of fine brass, is pointing to the smallest sin that will be judged. 

The Church must be pure. His voice was as the sound of many waters  (Judgment will sound loud and clear. Because Jesus is the judge of sin, the whole world will be judged by His voice through which His Church is manifested in the Last Day Move of God, this will include judgment to the Christian world.

Revelation 1:16 says that He held in His right hand 7 stars. His right hand symbolizes Completeness. He controls the whole Church, not just the seven churches. Judgment will be exacted through the Leaders of the Last Day Army. Out of His mouth went a sharp two-edged sword (the Word of God). It cut both ways, backward and forward. At this time there will be no more mercy upon the constant sinner. There will be no more partly in and partly out, for the Word of God will take effect and God said that if we were not hot, He would spew us out of His mouth, Revelation 3:15-16.  There will be multitudes, multitudes, in the valley of decision, Joel 3. At that time they will have to make a choice!

His countenance was as the sun shinning in His strength. The very appearance of the shekinah glory of the Lord will be seen on the Priests, (His Ministers) in that Day.

And when I saw Him I fell at His feet as dead. The whole world will not be able to steadfastly look upon the Church in that Day because of the brightness and glory of God on the Church.

                                     In summary then we see:

1. The Candlestick is a type of Christ and His Church.

2. It was the only light in the sanctuary.

3. The lamps were to be kept trimmed.

4. The Light must shine bright…No darkness! 

5. The lamps were to be lit with fire from off the altar. His ministers to be a flame of fire, Hebrews 1:7 Psalms 104:4.

6. Jesus is the Light to the 7 Churches of Asia, Revelation 1:4 and to all Churches. 

7. The Candlestick, snuffers, lamps, snuffdishes were pure Gold, which signifies Deity. 

8. The Lord Jesus is at One with His Church. He is our Bowl, & our Source of oil is through the Holy Spirit.

9. The victory of the Church will be through the Oil of the Holy Spirit, and not by our might.

10. Revelation 4:5, 7 lamps of fire burn. “Out of the throne proceeded lightnings and thunderings and voices; and there were seven lamps of fire burning before the throne, which are the seven Spirits of God.”

11. Revelation 1:4, Seven Churches, 7 Spirits, Revelation  3:1, Seven Spirits, Seven Stars. 
12. 7 Spirits, which is the Holy Spirit in His fullness. 

13. Revelation 1:10-20 explains the meaning of the 7 Golden Candlesticks. 

14. The Candlestick manifests the Son of man as He stands in the midst of them. 

15. He is clothed as the High Priest, with His garment down to His feet.  (No nakedness shows & no appearance of sin…Deity is shown.) 

16. His heart is as the heart of His Father. (All Power and glory of the Father rests upon Him.)

17. His hair was white as driven snow. (Clean & Righteous)

18. His eyes were as a flame of fire. (They pierce the heart and mind of the Church. His eyes burn out sin and corruption if we are honest with God. His eyes will burn with conviction if we will let them.)

19. His feet are as fine Brass… Judgment! (Brass always signifies Judgment)

20. He holds in His right hand seven stars. (The right hand symbolizes power. He stands at the right hand of the Father.)

21. Out of His mouth went a sharp two-edged sword (the Word) It cuts backward and forward, and all around. It misses nothing.

22. He has the keys to death and hell. 

23. The seven stars that He holds in His right hand signifies the number of completeness. He will control the Whole Church, the Whole Body

At this time there will be no playing around, we will either get out or get in with God. We cannot be lukewarm, because He said if we were lukewarm He would spew us out of His mouth, Revelation 3:16. 

God is working to take us just as far as we will allow him to go. God has sent Zebrubbael as it were, and he has laid the foundations of the house. Psalms 102:25, David said that God has laid the foundations of the earth, that it should not be removed for ever.  He laid out a plan for our lives and He is busy putting this plan into action. This world didn’t just come into being, but God laid the foundations of the earth and God is going to finish it. We can’t finish it.

Some of us may not be able to understand some of the things that are in the Bible, because we are not exhorted to study and read for ourselves, so Paul tells us in 1 Corinthians 3:1- 2 “And I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto Spiritual, but as unto carnal, even as unto babes in Christ.
2. I have fed you with milk, and not with meat: for hitherto ye were not able to bear it, neither yet now are ye able.
3. For ye are yet carnal: for whereas there is among you envying, and strife, and divisions, are ye not carnal, and walk as men? 
Hebrews 5:12 “For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the FIRST PRINCIPLES OF THE ORACLES OF GOD: and are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat.
13. For everyone that useth milk is unskillful in the word of righteousness: for he is a babe.
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14. But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good an evil.”
We understand that God the Father oversees this plan of salvation: and when this plan is completed Jesus will turn everything back to the Father, 1st Corinthians 15:28.
We will manifest all the attributes of the Candlestick when we manifest all 7 Spirits of God.
Hebrews 1:7 “And of the angels he saith, Who maketh his angels spirits, and his ministers a flame of fire.”,  and Psalms 104:4 “Who maketh his angels sprits; his ministers a flaming fire:”
This fire that God is speaking of is the same Fire from off the altar, Leviticus 6:13

That Flame is always to be burning in our walk through this life. We should carry the flame of the Holy Ghost and fire with us, even as Aaron was exhorted to never let the fire go out, Leviticus 24:2

Notice Daniel 5:5 says that the hand of God was writing upon the wall over against the Candlestick. It may be that Belshazzar had the Golden Candlestick brought in during the Feast. Here the judgment of God was revealed in the message in an UNKNOWN TONGUE. It is a type for the End of the Age, when the judgment of Babylon is made known that once again the Message will be with FORCE and Possibly in an UNKNOWN TONGUE, but believe me, the Devil will understand the MESSAGE.
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
