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A Question on every Christian’s mind is, “What Is Faith, what does it mean?” That’s a great question to think about.

Hebrews chapter 11 says, “Faith is the substance of things hoped for the evidence of things not seen.”

Jesus says in Matthew 17:20 “If ye have the faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible to you.”

If some of you don’t know what a mustard seed is, it is a tiny seed that is so small you can hardly see it, for example, if you asked God for something and you’d prayed for it and you feel that it is impossible to get what you prayed for, remember this, Nothing is impossible with God. Nothing is too big for Him, but things are impossible for man.

I know someone who had faith in God, Abraham for an example. He was a hundred years old and Sarah (his wife) was ninety when his son Isaac was born. Abraham and his wife thought that it would be impossible for them to have a child in their old age, but God stepped in and made it possible for them to have a son, Genesis chapter 20.

In the 22nd chapter, Abraham was instructed by God to offer up his son Isaac. Isaac asked Abraham his father, where is the lamb for the sacrifice? But Abraham answered him and said, God will provide a lamb for the sacrifice. Abraham had seen a ram caught in the thicket by its horns. So you see Abraham never had lost his faith in God. He knew that God would come through with the sacrifice.

If we had the faith that Abraham had we would see things that we’d prayed for come to pass. It’s possible for God to bring things to us if we believe in Him.

Another example comes to mind. Jesus healed a woman who had been sick for 12 years. She had faith that if she could touch the hem of his garment, she’d be healed. She knew that if she did that, she wouldn’t have that illness anymore. And she also knew that it was not impossible for God to heal her.
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Another example is in the thirteenth chapter of Numbers in verses 26 through 33. Moses had sent twelve spies to search out the land of Canaan. But ten spies came back saying (I’m adlibbing) Hey there is no way we can take this land! The giants that are there are too big. But two of the spies, Joshua and Caleb said, you know what? We can take the land, let us go up and take it because we can overcome the giants. That is the attitude of faith right there! Satan can throw obstacles in our way, but like I said in the beginning, nothing is impossible with God, but with man things are impossible.

Whatever giant we have in our lives, we are able to overcome them with God in our lives as they did in the days of the prophets.

God used all the prophets from Noah to Abraham, etc. He can use any of us if we are willing to let him, and if we live the life. But we’ve got to have faith that’s like a grain of mustard seed, even when our faith is small, God can make it grow.
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
