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Sometimes we murmur and complain when things don’t go our way, and sometimes we get to feeling down, and we might even let down in our walk with the Lord. But Jesus is always the same, yesterday, today and forever Hebrews 13:8

He that planted the ear, shall he not hear? He that formed the eye, shall he not see? Psalms 94:9

We need to have a Godly fear, and remember that He sees and hears us, not a fear that He is going to strike us dead, but a feat of reverence. He sees the way we treat people. 

Do we walk in love? Are we honest and truthful in our jobs and every area of our life? Do we gossip about people and put them down? Do we keep or word, when we tell someone we are going to do something?

Jesus said in Mark 9:41 For whosoever shall give you a cup of water to drink in my name, because you belong to Christ, verily I say unto you, he shall not loose his reward.

Whatever we do for the Lord, we should do the best we can, not half way, or a sloppy job. We are to do it as unto the Lord; we are to give Him our best. My best may not be your best, and your best may not be my best but we should always be striving to give God OUR BEST, and have Godly fear, and walk according to His Word. I’m striving to do just that. 

The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom, Psalms 111:10. Do we should show Him reverence when we gather together in the House of Worship? Are our minds and hearts ready to worship and to hear the Word of God? Do we come expecting God to move? Or do we come just to put our time in, with our minds on other things?

God knows our hearts. Let us walk with a Godly fear according to His Word. And

God help us to strive to enter into God’s Rest.
