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                                      FIERY TRIALS!  CAN WE DEAL WITH THEM?
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1 Peter 4:12 “Beloved, think it not strange concerning the fiery trial which is to try you, as though some strange thing happened unto you.”

Matthew 11-12 “Blessed are ye, when men shall revile you and persecute you, and shall say all manner of evil against you falsely, for my sake.

12. Rejoice and be exceeding glad; for great is your reward in heaven: for so persecuted they the Prophets, which were before you.

13. Ye ARE the salt of the earth: but if the salt have lost its savor wherewith shall it be salted?”

CAN GOD SAVE US FROM ALL OF THESE CALAMITIES IF WE KNOW HOW TO DEAL WITH THEM AND ARE EQUIPTED WITH THE KNOWLEDGE OF HIS WORD? YES! 

According to the Scriptures, there will be more and more of these happenings until He comes to begin His Last Day ministry.

2 Peter 2:1-10 “But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false teachers among you, who privily bring in damnable heresies, even denying the Lord that bought them, and bring upon themselves swift destruction.

2. And MANY shall follow their pernicious ways; by reason of whom the way of truth shall be evil spoken of.

3. And through covetousness shall they with FEIGNED words make merchandise of you: whose judgment now of a long time lingereth not, and their damnation slumbereth not.

4. For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment;

5. And spared not the old world, but saved Noah the eight person, a preacher of righteousness, bringing in the flood upon the world of the ungodly;

6. And turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah into ashes condemned them with an overthrow, making them an ensample unto those that after should live ungodly; Genesis 19:24

7. And delivered just (righteous) Lot vexed with the filthy conversation of the wicked: Genesis 19:16, 
8. (For that righteous man dwelling among them, in seeing and hearing, vexed his righteous soul from day to day with their unlawful deeds;) 

Leviticus 20:13 and I quote “”If a man also lie with mankind as he lieth with a woman, both of them have committed an abomination: They shall surely be put to death: their blood shall be upon them.”

This is a Scripture from the Old Testament, and we hear people say, “but that was under the Law, and Jesus said nothing concerning this”. But the Apostle writes in Romans 1:22 and I quote. “Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools.
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23 And chanced the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to birds, and four footed beasts, and creeping things.

24 Wherefore God also gave them up to uncleanness through the lusts of their own hearts, to dishonor their own bodies between themselves:

25 Who CHANGED the truth of God into a lie, and worshipped and served the creature more than the Creator, who is blessed forever. Amen.

26. FOR THIS CAUSE God gave them up unto vile affections: for even their women did CHANGE the natural use into that which is against nature:
27 And likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman BURNED in their lust one toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves that recompense of their error which was meet.

28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, GOD GAVE THEM OVER TO A REPROBATE MIND, to do those things which are not convenient;

29 Being filled with all unrighteousness, fornication, wickedness, covetousness, maliciousness; full of envy, murder, DEBATE, deceit, malignity; whispers,

30 Backbiters, HATERS OF GOD, despiteful, proud, boasters, inventors of evil things, disobedient to parents,

32 Without understanding, covenantbreakers, without natural affection, implacable, unmerciful:


32 Who KNOWING THE JUDGMENT OF GOD, that they which commit such things are

WORTHY OF DEATH, not only do the same, but HAVE PLEASURE IN THEM THAT DO THEM.”

Haggai 2:5-7 “According to the word that I covenanted with you when ye came out of Egypt, so my Spirit remaineth among you: fear ye not.

6. For thus saith the Lord of hosts; yet once, it is a little while, and I will shake the heavens, and the earth, and the sea and the dry land.”

Hebrews 11:10 “Abraham looked for a city which hath foundations, whose builder and maker is God.”

Along with Abraham all of the Prophets died in faith, not having received the promises but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them and embraced them and confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth. For they that say such things declare plainly that they seek a country.

And truly, if they had been mindful of that country from whence they came out, they might have had opportunity to return. But now they desire a better country, that is, a heavenly country. They were discouraged many times and could have returned but they looked for something better, Hebrews 11:13-40.    

Hebrews 12:1-7 “WEREFORE seeing we also are compassed about with so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is set before us,

2. Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of 

God.

3. For consider him that endured such contradiction of sinners against himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds.

4. Ye HAVE NOT YET resisted unto blood striving against sin.

5. And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you as unto children, My son, despise not thou the chastening of the Lord, nor faint when thou art rebuked of him:

6. For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth.

7. IF YE ENDURE CHASTENING, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not? 

8. But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons.

11. Now NO CHASTENING for the PRESENT seemeth to be joyous, but grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of righteousness unto them, which are 

exercised thereby.

12. Wherefore lift up the hands, which hang down, and feeble knees;

13. And make straight paths for your feet, lest that which is lame be turned out of the way; but let it rather be healed.”
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The apostle Paul had been through numerous fiery trials and he understood that if those that followed, would come to the place that they would encounter the same hardships, then his experience would help them to understand that those trials were a part of the plan of God to bring a people to the place of Perfection.

The Scripture says that Jesus for the JOY that was set before Him, endured the cross, despising the shame, Hebrews 12:2. We do not have to LIKE THE CROSS THAT IS SET BEFORE EACH OF US, but that doesn’t matter in this plan of Salvation. Jesus was, and is, our example and we are expected to follow the pattern that is laid down for our salvation.

Fiery Trials? Yes! But what does it profit us? Every time that we overcome each trial, then we grow in the grace of the Lord and each trial that we overcome makes us stronger in the Lord.

There is a time for God to work with each one of us, and we have to understand that no matter how hard the trials become we are expected by the grace of God to endure and overcome them.

James 1:2 “My brethren, count it all JOY when ye fall into divers temptations. 

2.Ye have not resisted unto blood, striving against sin” AS YET!

BACK TO THE OPENING SCRIPTURE, 1 Peter 4:12-19, and I quote. “Beloved, think it not STRANGE concerning the fiery trial which is to TRY YOU, as though some strange thing happened unto you:

13. BUT REJOICE, inasmuch as ye are PARTAKERS of Christ’s sufferings; that, when his glory shall be revealed, ye may be glad also with exceeding joy

14. IF ye be reproached for the name of Christ, happy are ye; for the spirit of glory and of God resteth upon you: on their part he is evil spoken of, BUT on your part he is glorified.

15. But let none of you suffer as a murderer, or as a thief, or as an evildoer, or as a busybody in other men’s matters.

16. Yet if any man suffer as a Christian, let him not be ashamed; but let him glorify  God on this behalf.

17. FOR THE TIME IS COME that judgment must begin at the house of God: and if it first begin at us, what shall the end be of that that obey not the gospel of God?

18. And if the righteous scarcely be saved, where shall the ungodly and the sinner appear?

19. WHEREFORE let them hat SUFFER according to the will of God commit the keeping of their souls to him in well doing as unto a faithful Creator.” 
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
