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When you spend time with someone on a regular basis, you get to know them better. Sometimes you are able to even pick up their thoughts and their feelings. You then, become more in tune with who they are as a person, and you can relate to them better. You get to know their likes and dislikes and most of the time you can recognize their voice, even in a crowded room.

When we spend time in the Word of God and in prayer, we are getting to know our Heavenly Father. And as time goes by, we begin to recognize His voice. It is a learning and growing process.

When we are in tune with God we are more able to hear His voice and we know more quickly when we have not pleased Him. Then conviction comes over us, and we feel the results.

John 10:27 says, “My sheep hear my voice and I know them and they follow me:” It is very important to hear and know God’s voice, especially in the time that we are living in.

God speaks in many ways: through His Word, or through another person; or sometimes even through a circumstance; or through His thoughts that come to you. Isaiah 55:8 says, “For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the Lord.

9. For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.”

Through the Holy Spirit God can bring His thoughts to you and they will always line up with the Word of God. But these things can’t happen if we never get to know Him. TO KNOW HIM, IS to know His Word, and to spend time talking to Him, and waiting on Him, and letting Him talk to us.

As time goes on, we will recognize His voice more and more. It is a wonderful journey, and it is so worth it. TO KNOW that He is always there, just waiting for us to come to Him, and TO KNOW He hears us.

Psalms 91:15 “He shall call upon me, And I will answer him: I will be with him in trouble; I will deliver him, and honor him.”

What a wonderful Savior. I pray you will recognize His voice. This comes when we spend time with Him and in His Word.
