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                                   All Scripture and quotations are from the King Version of the Bible

Micah 4:1-2 “In the last days it shall come to pass, that the mountain of the house of the Lord shall be established in the top of the mountains, and it shall be exalted above the hills; and people shall flow unto it.

2. And many nations shall come, and say, Come and let us go up to the mountain of the Lord, and to the house of the God of Jacob; and he will teach us of his ways, and we will walk in his paths: for the law shall go forth of Zion, and the word of the Lord from Jerusalem.”

This house upon the mount will be the most glorious sight in all the world. There has never been a building before on this earth that can compare with this House even the Temple of Solomon cannot compare with this House. The world will be awe stricken, when they witness all of the miracles and wonders of the People that make up this magnificent House, Haggai 2:9. It cannot be duplicated, nor can it be built by man for it is a Spiritual building built with lively stones, 1 Peter 2:5 “Ye also as lively stones, are built up a Spiritual House, an holy priesthood, to offer up Spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ.”

This is the same building that Paul is speaking of in Ephesians 2:21-22 when he says, “Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellow citizens with the saints, and of the household of God;

20. And are built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ Himself being the Chief Corner Stone;

21. In whom all the building fitly framed together groweth unto an Holy Temple in the Lord:

22. In whom ye also are builded together for an habitation of God through the Spirit.”

No person will be able to be a part of this House except those who have been called and cleansed by the blood of God’s Son Jesus Christ. It is God’s House of many members or mansions who will be active in this Last Day Ministry on Earth.

This House upon the Mount is spoken of in the Bible and is shown to be the Body of Jesus that has been brought to Perfection. Sin will have no more dominion over them, even though they are still in their fleshly bodies. They will have become perfect even as Jesus was Perfect when He walked on the earth.

The Jews of Jesus’ days, didn’t think that Jesus was Perfect and they wanted Him to depart out of their coasts, Matthew 8:34. The ungodly world will not accept this House upon the Mount as a people being Perfect either, but while the world looks on the outward appearance God is looking on the heart and observing the fruits of the Spirit that this Body of Christ is bearing. 

This Body of Christ or the House upon the Mount, will be clearly visible to the world, for She has not been glorified as yet: She will still be flesh and blood. The Scripture says in 1 Corinthians 15:51 “Behold, I shew you a mystery; we shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed.” This Building upon the top of the Mount has not been changed from flesh and blood, as yet. She is still in Her fleshly mortal body, but She has reached Perfection and has come to the place where earthly devotions mean absolutely nothing to Her even as Paul wrote in 1 Corinthians 7:29-30, “This I say brethren, the time is short: it remaineth, that both they that have wives be as thought he had none.

31. And they that weep, as though they wept not; and they that rejoice, as though they rejoiced not; and they that buy, as though they possess not:

31. And they that use this world as not abusing it: for the fashion of this world passeth away.”

Truly the fashion of this world is passing away to a whole lot of devout Christ loving Christians today. Even Children of Christian parents are into drugs, sex and murder and worse than that, even into Satanic worship of all kinds.

This House upon the Mount will have already come to the place that Jesus was when He received the message that His mother and His brethren wanted to talk to Him, and quoting from Matthew 12:46-50 we 
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read “While He yet talked to the people, behold, His mother and His brethren stood without, desiring to speak with Him.

47 Then one said unto Him, Behold, thy mother and thy brethren stand without, desiring to speak with thee.

48. But He answered and said unto him that told Him, Who is my mother? And who are my brethren?

49. And he stretched forth His hand toward His disciples, and said, Behold my mother and my brethren!

50 For whosoever shall do the will of my Father, which is in heaven, the same is my brother and sister, and Mother.”

When Jesus spoke these words, He had reached the place where as truly as He said, that His natural Mother, Sister, and Brothers meant no more to Him than those that stood outside, and not as much as those that were serving God and doing the will of His Father, they were all His beloved, as He looked upon them, standing before Him listening to His words and doing them. This is very hard for most Christians to understand today, because of the love that we have for our fleshly relations, but the Bible makes it very clear that if we are ever to enter into perfection these are the conditions that we will have to meet, for Paul says, “Flesh and blood CANNOT inherit the Kingdom of God:” 1 Corinthians 15:50.

Where IS the Kingdom of God? Jesus speaking to the Pharisees in Luke 17:20-21 told them where to find the Kingdom of God. “And when he was demanded of the Pharisees, when the kingdom of God should come, He answered them and said, The Kingdom of God cometh not with observation:

21.Neither shall they say, Lo here! or, lo there! For, behold the kingdom of God is within you.”

We can’t see the Kingdom of God with our natural eye in the Body that Jesus is preparing, but we can see the Fruits of the Spirit that the Body of Christ will be manifesting: and even as the Jews could not see Jesus as their Messiah and prayed Him to depart out of their coasts, the Christian world, as a whole, will not be able to see the Kingdom of God that has taken shape in the Body of Christ.

The Christian world has been taught just to accept Jesus as their Savior, and live a good moral life and one day Jesus will come and “rapture”(which is not a Biblical word) them away into the air, and so shall they ever be with the Lord.  The Christian is not exhorted that along with the blessings of the Lord, no suffering is involved, no striving to become like Him, they are never reminded that the Bible is very plain that if we suffer with Him we shall reign with Him, 2nd Timothy 2:12. This is totally all not according to the Scriptures! The 24th Chapter of Matthew makes it very plain what must happen to the saints before they are to become like Him. We have to take up our own cross and follow Him, and if we suffer with Him we shall also reign with him, 2ndTimothy 2:12.  

Luke 9:23 “And he said to them all, If any man will come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross daily, and follow me.

24. For whosoever will save his life shall lose it: but whosoever will lose his life for my sake, the same shall save it.

25. For what is a man advantaged, if he gain the whole world, and lose himself, or be cast away?”

This certainly doesn’t sound as if we are to just accept Him and then go about doing our own things and wait for some man made interpretation of a word that is referred to as the (Rapture) that will come and catch us up in the Air

 We are admonished to take up our own cross and bear the burden of responsibility: to walk the same path that Jesus walked will be a life of seriously striving to bear the Fruits of the Spirit that will not only draw us closer to God but the world will see, Jesus Christ the hope of glory in our actions, words, and deeds. We have to remember that we have not chosen Jesus, but rather He has chosen us and ordained us that we should go and bring forth fruit, and that our fruit should remain:” John 15:16.

We don’t just get saved and then take everything by faith and sit and wait until the end of our life or the end of the world. Paul said, “Work out your own salvation with fear and trembling.”  Philippians  2:12.

James said, “What doth it profit, my brethren, though a man say he hath faith, and have not works? Can faith save him?

15. If a brother or sister be naked, and destitute of daily food,

16. And one of you say unto them, Depart in peace, be warmed and filled; not withstanding ye give them not 
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those things which are needful to the body; what doth it profit?

17. Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone.

18. Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and I have works. Shew me thy faith without thy works, and I will shew thee my faith by my works.

19. Thou believeth that there is One God; thou doest well; the devils also believe and tremble.

20. But wilt thou know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead.” James 2:14-20.

This people that are a part of the House upon the Mount, will understand ALL about the plan of   Salvation: what brought it about; and what it cost the Lord in giving His only begotten Son as a ransom for our souls; and what the rest of His plan is about; and what part they are expected to do in order to fulfill this promise of a perfected people. 

This people should also understand that much has been required of them and they can readily relate to the Scripture in Matthew 25:34-40 and I quote “Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world:

35 For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me:

36. Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and ye came unto me.

37. Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungred, and fed thee: or thirsty, and gave thee drink” 

38. When saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and clothed thee?

39. Or when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee?

40. And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye have done it unto me.”

The average Christian today is rapidly being brainwashed into thinking that they are not expected to suffer or put themselves out for anyone else. They believe like Cain, when the Lord asked him, Where is Abel thy brother? And he said, I know not: Am I my brother’s keeper?

10. And he said, What hast thou done? The voice of thy brother’s blood crieth unto me from the ground?” Genesis  4:9-10.

To a certain extent, we most certainly are our brother’s keeper. Return to Matthew 25:41 and see what Jesus says to those that seemed so unconcerned about their brethren. “Then shall He say to them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels:

42. For I was an hungered, ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me no drink:

43. I was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me not: sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not.

44. Then shall they also answer Him, saying. Lord, when saw we thee an hungered, or a thirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto thee?

45. Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it not unto me.”

In this Coming Last Day Move of the Lord, the people that really DO know their God, shall be strong and shall do exploits, Daniel 11:32.  They will know and understand every facet of the Word of God. They will understand what Paul meant when he exhorted Timothy to “Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the Word of truth, 2nd Timothy 2:15.

Most of the average Christian’s problems come about because they do not study and they do not divide the Word of Truth properly. Most Christians just take the word of their Pastor or somebody else and do not search the Scriptures for themselves, which we all are told to do, John 5:39. “Search the Scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life and these are they which testify of me.” Jesus spoke these words to the Jews because He had healed a man on their Sabbath day and they were persecuting Him because of it. Everything that was done in that day had to be done according to their law and ritual and their ceremonies, and for one to break the Law of Moses on their Sabbath was a serious matter.
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Jesus came not only to fulfill the prophesy of that law, but He came to change the manner of worship under the law of Grace. No longer were the rituals and ceremonies of washing of pots and pans, and the sacrificing of the blood of bulls and goats efficacious to cleanse us from sin.

Now there was to be a New Ordinance, for in Luke 16:16 the Scripture says “The Law and the prophets were until John: since that time the Kingdom of God is preached, and every man presseth into it.” We know that the John spoken of here in the book of Luke, was referring to John the Baptist. Matthew 11:12,13 “And from the days of John the Baptist until now the Kingdom of heaven suffereth violence, and the violent take it by force.

13. For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John.”
So when Jesus healed the man on the Sabbath day (Luke 16) He was changing the imperfection of the law. He was going to give His life, and His blood, only once and that was to make in HIMSELF of twain (of the flesh and the Spirit) one new man, so making peace, Ephesians 2:15. The 2nd Chapter of Ephesians makes this procedure of the change that Jesus brought very clear. I can only take space in this article to quote a portion of the change.

In writing to the Ephesians Paul was trying to explain to the Jews the reason for Jesus’ Coming and for the change that Jesus was to make. And Paul writes in Ephesians 2:13 “But NOW in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of Christ.

14. For he is our peace, who hath make both one, and hath broken down the middle wall of partition between us;

15. Having abolished in His flesh, the enmity, even the law of Commandments contained in ordinances, for to make in himself of twain one new man, so making peace.” 

So you see, there certainly is a reason for Jesus to exhort us to “Search the Scriptures” and to “Study to show ourselves approved unto God,” so that we may be able to understand what God’s plan of Salvation is all about, and what this House upon the top of the Mount means.

This Body or House upon the Mount, will thoroughly understand ALL of the mysteries of the Bible, and the plan that God devised for a perfect people that would not sin when they were finally brought to perfection by God’s ability to work with them through testing them and trying them, and proving them.

When this people, (The House upon the Mount), reach the place of perfection they will not sin for they cannot sin, because they are born of God. This is a hard saying for a lot of God’s people to believe and try to understand, they just do not believe that God has the ability to bring a people to a place of Perfect-ness

So that the Spirit of the Lord dwelling in them will control the flesh so that they cannot sin (perfection) while they are still in the flesh, and while they are still on the earth, but The plan of God to do this is very clear if we will only Search the Scriptures and believe the Scriptures as they are recorded.

It is true that God made man, “subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of Him (GOD) who hath subjected the same in hope, BECAUSE the Creature Itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.” Romans 8:20,21.

In subjecting the Creature to vanity, or to allow him (or us) to become a free moral agent, God gave him (or us) a choice as to how far he wanted to go with God. We have no record of just how long Lucifer was perfect before He fell, but according to Ezekiel 28 and Isaiah 14, God made Lucifer perfect and beautiful, Ezek 28:15. Lucifer was not satisfied with His position in Heaven: He wanted to be like the Most High, Isaiah 14:14.  Neither Lucifer nor Adam were given a choice between good and evil (vanity), they only knew good until they fell, Genesis 3:5. 

Jesus was made subject to vanity through testing, trials and sufferings. The Devil came to Him while He was in the wilderness to be tempted, Matthew 4:1-13. Where do we get the notion to assume that we will not have the same trials, and tribulations to go through? When God’s House of Many Members or Mansions, reach the final stage of testing, proving and trials and She has passed them all, then She will be perfected and at that point She will become the Body of Christ. She will be like Christ in every way. She cannot sin.
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In 1st John 3:8-9 we read “He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. FOR THIS PURPOSE the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the Devil.

9. Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is Born of God.”

Only those who make the 100 fold will have these Scriptures fulfilled in their lives. They will have died out to all the earthly cares of life and will be totally sold out to God. When this group of devout Christians are FULLY BORN of God they cannot sin.

6. The fashions of the world will have passed away 1 Corinthians 7:31.

7. The House upon the Mount will have the Kingdom of God within Her Luke 17:20-21.

8. The House upon the mount will have born Her own cross even as Jesus bore His, Matt 16:24.

      9.The House upon the Mount will have produced the Fruits of the Spirit to their fullest for She was chosen by God to go forth and She will be ordained to bear Fruit and Her fruit will have remained, John 15:16.

10. This House upon the Mount will have worked out Her own salvation with fear and trembling, Philippians 2:12.

11.  She will have had the faith that was required and proved it by Her works. James 4.

12.  She will be very concerned about those that have been around Her and preached and admonished them in the true ways of the Lord, thereby being concerned as Her brothers’ Keeper Genesis 4:9-10.

13. She will have come the fullness of the stature of Christ, Ephesians 4:13 because She studied to show Herself approved unto God, 2 Timothy 2:15 and searched the Scriptures daily Acts 17:11.

14.  This House on the Mount will have been tested and tried and proven true even as Jesus was proven in the wilderness, Matthew 4:1-11.

15. The House upon the Mount will have become a New Creation or a New Man Eph 2:13.

16.  This House upon the Mount will not sin nor can She sin for His seed remaineth in Her and She cannot sin for She will be fully born of God. 1 John 3:9.

In Christianity today, the reason we continue to have sin in our lives is because at this period of time We are ONLY the ADOPTED. We have not become the 100 fold or the Manifested Sons of God, but the House upon the Mount will be both.
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
