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Zechariah 6:12 “Behold, the man whose name is the BRANCH; and he shall grow up out of his place, and he shall build the temple of the Lord.”

The Son of man is referred to by many names. Zechariah prophesying to the ones that had returned from Babylon (the 70 years of their captivity) called Jesus the Branch. The rest of this Scripture points us to an important statement, “he shall grow up out of his place, and build the temple of the Lord.”

Jesus certainly grew up from a life that started with Herod trying to kill Him, to become the Savior of the whole world, and to hear His Father say, “This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.” 

Jesus had to endure many things! The temptation of the Devil in the wilderness, Matthew 4:1-1.

Being referred to as a fornicator because He had no earthly father John 8:41: 

Being referred to as Beelzebub, Matthew 10:25: 

Called one of the prophets that had risen from the dead, etc. 

He was never given the reverence and honor that should have been attributed to Him, but He learned obedience by the things that He suffered, Hebrews 5:8. “Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the things which he suffered.

9. And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him.”

Jesus laid down His life for the whole world, John 3:16, “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.” 

So we see that He finally grew up out of His place. He grew up being called the Carpenter’s Son, Matthew 13:53 “It came to pass, that when Jesus had finished these parables, he departed thence.

54. And when he was come into his own country, he taught them in their synagogue, insomuch that they were astonished, and said, Whence hath this man this wisdom, and these mighty works?

55. Is not this the carpenter’s son? Is not his mother called Mary? and his brethren, James, and Joses, and Simon, and Judas?

56. And his sisters, are they not all with us? Whence then hath this man all these things?

57. And they were offended in him. But Jesus said unto them, A prophet is not without honor, save in his own country, and in his own house.

58. And he did not many mighty works there because of their unbelief.”
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THE UNBELIEF OF MOST OF THE PEOPLE IN THE WORLD, prevented Him from the adoration which He should have had. BUT It was meant to be so! God said that He chose many things to confound the whole world, 1st Corinthians 1:27.

The Jews and Samaritans were astonished at His doctrine: “For he taught them as one having authority, and not as the scribes.”

Zechariah 6:12 “Thus speaketh the Lord of hosts saying, Behold, the man whose name is THE BRANCH; AND HE SHALL GROW UP OUT OF HIS PLACE, AND HE SHALL BUILD THE TEMPLE OF THE LORD:

13. Even he shall build the temple of the Lord; and he shall bear the glory, and shall sit and rule upon his throne; and he shall be a priest upon his throne: and the counsel of peace shall be between them both.

15. “And they that are far off shall come and build in the temple of the Lord, and ye shall know that the Lord of hosts hath sent me unto you. And this shall come to pass, if ye will diligently obey the voice of the Lord your God.”

Now we have an indication of what the Servant is to do. He is to build the temple of the Lord. Those that are far off, (in this day and Age), shall come and build in the temple of the Lord!  Zechariah is looking far off into the future when God has made it plain that We, the children of the Lord in this day, are to be a partaker in the building of that temple that is to be eternal in the heavens, 2 Corinthians 5:1.

                                             THE LIVING TEMPLE OF THE LORD. 

We have spoken and preached many messages in the past few months and years, of the temple that the Lord is building for a habitation of God through the Spirit, Ephesians 2:22. This Temple will be a Temple totally different from the Temple that Solomon built. This temple will be made without any earthly substances or the hands of man.,  “Howbeit the most High dwelleth not in temples made with hands; as saith the prophet,” Acts 7:48.

1 Corinthians 3:16 “know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you?

17. If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the temple of God is holy, which temple ye are.”
Isaiah 11:1-5 And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse, and a BRANCH shall grow out of his roots:
2. And the Spirit of the Lord shall rest upon him, the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the Lord;
3. And shall make him of quick understanding in the fear of the Lord: and he shall not judge after the sight of his eyes, neither reprove after the hearing of his ears:
4. But with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity for the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the earth with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his lips shall he slay the wicked.

5. And righteousness shall be the girdle of his loins, and faithfulness the girdle of his reigns.”

Zechariah 3:8 “Hear now, O Joshua the high priest, thou, and thy fellows that sit before thee; for they are men wondered at: for, behold, I will bring forth my servant the BRANCH.
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9 For behold the stone that I have laid before Joshua; upon one stone shall be seven eyes: (the 7 Spirits of God) behold, I will engrave the graving thereof, saith the Lord of hosts, and I will remove the iniquity of that land in one day.”

 Once again we see the Stone that the builders rejected begin the process of His ability to remove the iniquity of the land in one day, and through His death He began to process the plan of bringing many Sons to glory, Hebrews 2:9-10 “We see Jesus who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honor; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man,

10 For it became him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings.” 

IT BECAME WHO?  Who is the captain of our salvation?

Jesus certainly brought the invitation of salvation through His death on the Cross, to everyone in the world who would willingly accept it as the remission for their sins. And when we accept His promise of salvation it certainly has the ability to remove the iniquity from our lives the instance that we accept Him as our personal Savior, but each day that we live, we have to look to Jesus for the sins that continually overcome us in our lives. The Apostle Paul realized this and said, “I die daily.” 1 Corinthians  15:31.

The BRANCH (The Son of man) still has a mission to fulfill, in bringing many sons to glory, and

to perfection, this part of His ministry will be the most challenging of all, because of the sufferings and ignorance of what is defined as perfection in the Scriptures.

Jeremiah 23:5-6 “Behold, the days come, saith the Lord that I will raise unto David a righteous BRANCH, and a King shall reign and prosper, and shall execute judgment and justice in the earth.

Jesus has the key of the house of David and Isaiah writes in 22:22, “I will clothe him with thy robe, and strengthen him with thy girdle, and I will commit thy government into his hand: and he shall be a father to the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and to the house of Judah.

22. And the key of the house of David will I lay upon his shoulder so he shall open, and none shall shut: and he shall shut, and none shall open.

23. And I will fasten him as a nail in a sure place; and he shall be for a glorious throne to his father’s house.

24. And they shall hang upon him all the glory of his father’s house, the offspring and the issue, all vessels of small quantity, from the vessels of cups, even to all the vessels of flagons.

25. In that day, saith the Lord of hosts, shall the nail that is fastened in the sure place be removed, and be cut down, and fall; and the burden that was upon it shall be cut off: for the Lord hath spoken it.”  

There comes a time that Jesus will shut the door, Matthew 25:10 “And while they went to buy, the bridegroom came; and they that were ready went in with him to the marriage: and the door was shut.” Those that were left when the door was closed are not sinners. The 10 were all

virgins, but they did not have oil enough to last until the return of bridegroom, so they will have to face the Antichrist and give their lives in martyrdom, Revelation 12:10-11, “And    I heard a loud voice saying in heaven. Now is come salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, 

and the power of his Christ: for the accuser of our brethren is cast down which accused them before our God day and night.

11. And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death.”
Jesus is fastened as a nail in a sure place. Isaiah 22:23

Jesus is given to the remnant of Israel a nail in his holy place, Ezra 9: 8.

After He had patiently endured He received the promise, Hebrews 6: 15.

                                            THE BRANCH THE SON OF MAN 

The Son of man is Lord even of the Sabbath day, Matthew 12:8

Mark 2:27 “And he said unto them, The Sabbath was made for man, and not man for the Sabbath:

28. Therefore the Son of man is Lord also of the Sabbath.”

The Son of man hath power on earth to forgive sins,” Matthew 9:6     Luke 5: 24

Jesus has the keys of the kingdom of heaven, Matthew 16:19. 18.”And I say unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.

19 And I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt bind on hearth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt loose on 

earth shall be loosed in heaven.”
                                 I AM STILL SPEAKING OF THE BRANCH!

Jesus was the first begotten from the dead, Colossians, 1:18.

He shall shut and none shall open, Isaiah 22:22   Revelation 3:7 “And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write; These things saith he that is holy, he that is true, he that hath the key of David, he that openeth, and no man shutteth; and shutteth and no man openeth;” 

Jesus, is a Son, over His Own House, Hebrews 3: 6.

The Angels of God worship Him, Hebrews 1:6.

Jesus is waiting until His enemies are made his footstool, Hebrews 1: 13.

Jesus is the Angel of the church of Philadelphia, Revelation 3:7..

Jesus is He that liveth, and was dead; and, is alive for evermore, Revelation 1:18

Jesus was found worthy to open the Book, Revelation.  5:1-14
Jesus, has been given all of these things, by His Father, therefore He thought it not robbery to be equal with God, Philippians, 2:5-11. 

In Ephesians 4:11 Paul directs us to the knowledge and the understanding, that Jesus gave some Apostles, and some, Prophets; and some Evangelists; and some, Pastors, and Teachers, for the edifying of the body of Christ:

13. Till we ALL come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ. 
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So where are we along in this exhortation being fulfilled in our lives? If we are qualified, we are going to be used of God in ways that we may have never thought of.

Paul said, Know ye not that ye shall judge angels? 1 Corinthians 6:3.  So will ALL judge angels? We must ask ourselves again: Where are we in this process of growing into the fullness of the stature of Jesus Christ Himself?

Paul advised us in Ephesians 1:9-10, “That in the dispensation of the fullness of times God the Father must gather together in one all things in Christ; both things in heaven, and which are on earth; even in him.

20 Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own    right hand in the heavenly places,

21. Far above all principality, and power, and might, and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this world, but also in that which is to come:

22. And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the head over all tings to the church,

23. Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all.”

Jesus was made a little lower than the Angels. Hebrews 2:7, and because He was made lower than the Angels, He tasted death for every man. 

Hebrews 2:9“We see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man.

10. For it became him for whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect THROUGH SUFFERINGS.” Hebrews  2:9-10.

                                 THIS IS THE MISSION OF THE BRANCH.

Jesus took on Himself the seed of Abraham, Hebrews 2:16   Jesus did not take on Himself the nature of Angels but He took on Himself the seed of Abraham. God sent Jesus into the world to be like you and me. He was flesh and blood and He knew all of the trials and hardships that we suffer. Jesus did not take on the nature of Angels. 

Lucifer was an arch Angel in heaven and yet He fell and took 1/3 of the Angels of Heaven with him, Revelation 12: 4.

Jesus is the Mediator of the New Covenant, Hebrews 12: 24.

Jesus has the key of the house of David, Isaiah 22:22.

Jesus has the Keys of hell and death. Revelation 1:18

Jesus has the keys of the kingdom of heaven. Matthew  16:19. 

Quoting from Matthew 16:19. “And I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven.”
Jesus shall shut and none shall open, Isaiah 22:22 “And the key of the house of David will I lay upon his shoulder; so he shall open, and none shall shut; and he shall shut, and none shall open.” Revelation  3: 7.
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
