                                                    MY DOCTRINE IS NOT MINE

Jesus speaking in John 7:13-19, and saying in verse 16, “Jesus answered them, and said, MY DOCTRINE IS NOT MINE, BUT HIS THAT SENT ME.” Thus, we need to find out what the DOCTRINE Of Jesus is! And we cannot find out all of the Doctrine with-out reading and studying the Word of God. Isaiah encourages us to “seek ye out the book of the Lord and read.” Isaiah 43:16.

Jeremiah says, “O earth, earth, earth, hear the Word of the Lord.”
Isaiah 1: 2 “Hear, O heavens, and give ear O earth for the Lord hath spoken.”

After these prophets have left record and instruction for our admonition and learning, we then have to consider and take heed that we follow their Advise.

But what does the Lord want us to read? 2nd Timothy 2: 15 “STUDY to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.”

Jesus came fulfilling the Law of Moses, but He also came to add the Law of Grace. Because of the change that Jesus was bringing, the Pharisees were aghast. Jesus, on many occasions, turned their Law of Moses into forgiveness.  In Matthew 5: 17, Jesus said, “Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfill.” 

John 7:16 “MY DOCTRINE IS NOT MINE, BUT HIS THAT SENT ME.”

But what is DOCTRINE? How do we describe DOCTRINE?  We are supposed to study, read and learn what the Scripture says, not what someone else says.  Read the Scripture for yourself. 

Moses speaks of DOCTRINE in Deuteronomy 32:1 “Give ear, O heavens, and I will speak; and hear O earth, the words of my mouth.

2. MY DOCTRINE shall drop as the rain my speech shall distil as the dew, as the small rain upon the tender herb, and the showers upon the grass:

3. Because I will publish the name of the Lord: ascribe ye greatness unto our God.

4. He is the Rock, his work is perfect; for all his ways are judgment: a God of truth and without iniquity, just and right is he.”

Moses said that The Doctrine of God would drop, as the small rain upon the tender herb. In other words the small rain would not be so strong that it would damage the tender plant. (Not with force on those that were just coming to the Lord. And it would distil (fall in drops, purify, vaporize, not so hard that it would wash out the truth.)

Return now and read from John 7, beginning at verse 13 “Howbeit no man spake openly
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of him for fear of the Jews.

14. Now about the midst of the feast, Jesus went up into the temple, and taught.

15 And the Jews marveled, saying, How knoweth this man letters, having never learned?

16. Jesus answered them and said, MY DOCTRINE IS NOT MINE, BUT HIS THAT SENT ME.

17. If any man will do his will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of myself.

18. He that speaketh of himself seeketh his own glory: but he that seeketh his glory that sent me, the same is true, and no unrighteousness is in him.

19. Did not Moses give you the law, and yet none of you keepeth the law? Why go ye about to kill me?

The doctrine that Jesus was bringing was totally contrary to the Jews and their Law. As we examine His ministry we find Jesus healing and doing things on their Sabbath that really made them furious. 

John 5:1-10, “After this there was a feast of the Jews; and Jesus went up to Jerusalem.

2. Now there is at Jerusalem by the sheep market a pool, which is called in the Hebrew tongue Bethesda, having five porches.

3. In these lay a great multitude of impotent folk, of blind, halt, withered, waiting for the moving of the water.

4. For an angel went down at a certain season into the pool, and troubled the water: whosoever then first after the troubling of the water stepped in was made whole of whatsoever disease he had;

5. And a certain man was there, which had an infirmity, thirty and eight years.

6. When Jesus saw him lie and knew that he had been now a long time in that case, he saith unto him, Wilt thou be made whole?

7. The impotent man answered him, Sir, I have no man to put me into the pool: but while I am coming, another steppeth down before me. 

8. Jesus saith unto him, Rise, take up thy bed, and walk.

9. And immediately the man was made whole, and took up his bed, and walked: and on the same day was the Sabbath.

10. The Jews therefore said unto him that was cured, It is the Sabbath day: it is not lawful for thee to carry thy bed.”

The Jews cared nothing about the man’s infirmity of 38 years, nor did they care that he had been healed, they only cared that Jesus had broken their doctrine. Jesus throughout this Chapter, did not use the doctrine of the Jews, He was bringing in a NEW DOCTRINE.  

John 8: 11 The Jews brought to Jesus a woman taken in adultery. They said to Jesus, “Master, this woman was taken in adultery, in the very act. Moses in the law commanded us, that such should be stoned; but what sayest thou?” 

Jesus stooped down and wrote with his finger on the ground. Then as they continued to accuse the woman, Jesus said, “He that is without sin among you, let him first cast a 
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stone.” Then he said to the woman, Neither do I condemn thee, Go, and sin no more.

Matthew 11: 12 “From the days of John the Baptist until now, the kingdom of heaven suffereth violence, and the violent take it by force.

13. For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John”

Jesus is beginning to bring in the Law of Grace, and in this portion of Scripture, He is making it very clear that the doctrine that He is preaching, is not His doctrine, but it is the doctrine of His Father, that was laid down before the beginning of this world. 
In Mathew 5:17 Jesus said, “Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfill.”

The Jews could not accept the word of the Lord that He was preaching at this time, for they had only known the Law of Moses, so when Jesus began to bring in the Law of Grace, they were furious at this doctrine. The doctrine that Jesus was preaching was in direct conflict to what they had known. Jesus healed on the Sabbath, and that was in direct conflict to the Law of Moses. There are many things that the Christians of this day, do not understand because they are never exhorted to read and study for themselves, and yet in Isaiah and Jeremiah we have evidence that We are instructed to read the Word of God ourselves.

Jesus speaking to the Pharisees said, “Ye are they which justify yourselves before man; but God knoweth your hearts: for that which is highly esteemed among men is abomina-tion in the sight of God.

16. The law and the prophets were until John: since that time the kingdom of God is preached, and every man presseth into it.” 

17. And it is easier for heaven and earth to pass than one tittle of the law to fail.”

The Pharisees were ambitious, arrogant, and proudly self-righteous, all of which qualities were in direct conflict with the teaching of Jesus. They stood firm on their beliefs, but Jesus said unto them in Luke 11: 39. Now do ye Pharisees make clean the outside of the cup and the platter; but your inward part is full of ravening and wickedness.”

Matthew words this same exhortation a little differently. Matthew 23:25-26 “Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For ye make clean the outside of the cup and of the platter, but within they are full of extortion and excess.

26. Thou blind Pharisee, cleanse first that which is within the cup and platter,  that the outside of them may be clean also.

27. Woe, unto you, scribes and Pharisees hypocrites! For ye are like unto whited sepulchres, which indeed appear beautiful outward, but are within full of dead men’s bones, and of all uncleanness.

28. Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, but within ye are full of hypocrisy and iniquity.”
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AS WE CAN SEE JESUS’ DOCTRINE WAS NOT THE SAME AS THE JEWS.

They had grown up under the word of the Law. If they sinned, they used the blood of bulls and goats to cleanse them, but Jesus came as a Perfect Sacrifice, and laid down His life for all humanity for the last dispensation of 2000 years.

NATURALLY HIS DOCTRINE WAS GOING TO BE DIFFERENT. At this point Jesus had never taught them that He was the Way, the Truth, and the Life: and that no man cometh unto the Father but by Him, John 14:6.

The Jews hated Jesus’ doctrine because it was in direct conflict with what they taught. They totally rejected Him and His teachings, and although Isaiah, their own prophet, prophesied in Isaiah 53 and said, “Who hath believed our report? And to whom is the arm of the Lord revealed?” They still were looking for, and expecting another SAVIOR, and they still are, and they will be lost under this dispensation of time, unless they come by Jesus through the DOOR, John 10:9. “I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved,”

Not only did Jesus break their Sabbaths (which were a shadow of things to come) but He let them know in no uncertain terms, that if they had seen Him they had seen the Father, John 14:9   Did He want us to believe that He looked just like the Father. No for He was speaking of the characteristics of the inner man.

In Isaiah 6:8, we can see that even in Isaiah’s days, (735 BC) God is warning a people that He has become weary with the way that His People are serving Him, and Isaiah writes, “Also I heard the voice the Lord, saying, Whom shall I send, and who will go for us? Then said I, Here am I; send me.  (God was going to make a change and He needed someone that would lay aside all of their fleshly traditions).

9. And he said, Go, and tell this people, Hear ye indeed, but understand not; and see ye indeed, but perceive not.
10. Make the heart of this people fat, and make their ears heavy, and shut their eyes; lest they see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and convert, and be healed.

11.Then said I, Lord, how long? And he answered, Until the cities be wasted without inhabitant, and the houses without man, and the land be utterly desolate,

12. And the Lord have removed men far away, and there be a great forsaking in the midst of the land.

13. But yet in it shall be a tenth, and it shall return, and shall be eaten: as a teil tree, and as an oak, whose substance is in them, when they cast their leaves: so the holy seed shall be the substance thereof.” 

We understand that Isaiah is prophesying not only to that people of that day, but also he was prophesying of THIS Generation of TODAY.  Isaiah continues in Chapter 29:9 “Stay yourselves, and wonder; cry ye out, and cry: they are drunken, but not with wine; they stagger, but not with strong drink.
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10. For the Lord hath poured out upon you the spirit of deep sleep, and hath closed your 

eyes: the prophets and your rulers, the seers hath he covered.

11. And the vision of all is become unto you as the words of a book that is sealed, which men deliver to one that is learned, saying, Read this, I pray thee: and he saith, I cannot : for it is sealed: 

12. And the book is delivered to him that is not learned, saying, Read this, I pray thee: and he saith, I am not learned.
13. Wherefore the Lord said, Forasmuch as this people draw near me with their mouth, and with their lips do honour me, but have removed their heart far from me, and their fear toward me is taught by the precept of men:  

14. Therefore, behold, I will proceed to do a marvelous work among this people, even a marvelous work and a wonder: for the wisdom of their wise men shall perish, and the understanding of their prudent men shall be hid. 

18. “And in that day shall the deaf hear the words of the book, and the eyes of the blind shall see out of obscurity, and out of darkness.

19. The meek also shall increase their joy in the Lord, and the poor among men shall rejoice in the Holy One of Israel.

24. They also that erred in spirit shall come to understanding, and they that murmured shall learn DOCTRINE.” 

The people that erred in spirit shall come to understanding and learn Doctrine. That is exactly what Jesus was preaching, A NEW DOCTRINE? This New Doctrine seemingly, is not too popular with man in that day, or in this day in which we are living.

Isaiah 8:11 For the Lord spake thus to me with a strong hand, and instructed me that I should not walk in the way of this people.
15. Many among them shall stumble, and fall, and be broken, and be snared, and be taken.

16. Bind up the testimony, seal the law among my disciples.
Isaiah gave us a glimpse of what this people had to do to continue in the way that God commanded. And now we have a witness of the same instructions of Paul the Apostle, for He says that BEGINNERS & UNLEARNED CANNOT UNDERSTAND DOCTRINE and He tells us why in 1st Corinthians 3:1-2 “And I brethren, could not speak unto you as unto spiritual, but as unto carnal, even as unto babes in Christ.

2. I have fed you with milk, and not with meat, for hitherto ye were not able to bear it, neither yet now are ye able.” 

Paul also speaks to each of us once again in Hebrews 5:11-14. “Of whom we have many things to say, and hard to be uttered, seeing ye are dull of hearing.
12. For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the first principles of the oracles of God: and are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat.
13. For every one that useth milk is unskilful in the word of righteousness: for he is a 
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babe.

14. But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use 

have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.”

What a shame… Paul would have desired to go into deeper things, but He found them HARD TO BE UTTERED SEEING his Subjects were, DULL OF HEARING.

So how do we reach those that are still on milk? WE have to teach them over and over again, which be the first principles of the oracles of God.  Where do we start? Deuteronomy 32:1-4 “My doctrine shall drop as the rain, my speech shall distil as the dew, as the small rain upon the TENDER herb, and as showers upon the grass.” Notice that Moses says, as the small rain upon the tender herb. WE cannot teach the full depth of the Word of God to the Newborn Christian, or even some of the ministry of this day, for they cannot understand. 

We have to start at the beginning, but many Christians that have been saved for years, only know of Salvation through the Cross of Christ, and what they are immediately taught, which is THE RAPTURE. Very little else of the trials and tribulations that will come to them is taught in between the Cross of Christ, and the End of the World. They are not exhorted to STUDY TO SHOW THEMSELVES APPROVED UNTO GOD, A WORKMAN THAT NEEDETH NOT TO BE ASHAMED, RIGHTLY DIVIDING THE WORD OF TRUTH, 2 Timothy 3:15, or warned of trials that according to the Word of God will surely come, Matthew 24:22.  But before this exhortation comes the words, “Give ear, O heavens, and I will speak: and HEAR O EARTH, THE WORDS OF MY MOUTH.” The Lord said, “They that erred in spirit shall come to understanding, and they that Murmured SHALL LEARN DOCTRINE,” But What DOCTRINE?

The Gospel records, in several places that the Pharisees were astonished at Jesus’ DOCTRINE for He taught them as one having authority, and not as the scribes, Mark 1:22.  Let us direct our minds again to the statement of Jesus when He said, “MY DOCTRINE IS NOT MINE, BUT HIS THAT SENT ME,” John 7: 16.  Jesus taught, “The tree is known by his fruit”, Matthew 12:33.  Matthew 13: 1-17, And Paul wrote in Acts 28: 25-31, their eyes THEY have closed. The Jews and most of the people in this hour, do not want to take the time to learn of the NEW Doctrine that Jesus preached. In this day; we are content in just accepting that everything will be all right, and without any hardships or trials we will go to Heaven regardless of what we believe and understand.  

Jesus and Paul both have said that the people have closed their eyes, but now we have to take into consideration the statement of Isaiah 6:9-13 Why would the Lord pour out a spirit of deep sleep, and close their eyes? Isaiah 6:9 There is a difference between what Isaiah says, and what Jesus says. Isaiah says that Lord closed their eyes     because of disobedience.  But Jesus says that their eyes THEY have closed          because they were dull of hearing.
But there will come a day that the ears shall be opened. In that day shall the deaf hear, Isaiah 35:4-6 “Say to them that are of a fearful heart, Be strong, fear not: behold, your 
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God will come with vengeance, even God with a  recompense; he will come and save you.

5. THEN the eyes of the blind shall be opened, and the ears of the deaf shall be unstopped.
6. Then shall the lame man leap as an hart, and the tongue of the dumb sing: for in the wilderness shall waters break out, and streams in the desert.” The wilderness generally is a place where there are not many comforts or distractions and God can get Ones’ attention

Isaiah 1:2-3 Hear O heavens, and give ear O earth: for the Lord hath spoken, I have nourished and brought up children, and they have rebelled against me.

3. The ox knoweth his owner, and the ass his master’s crib: but Israel doth not know, My people doth not consider.

4. Ah sinful nation, a people laden with iniquity, a seed of evildoers, children that are corrupters: they have forsaken the Lord, they have provoked the Holy One of Israel unto anger, they are gone away backward.”

As we have seen, Jesus came to change the message of the Law of Moses to the Law of Grace He was often confronted by the Pharisees, and the Sadducees, because His teachings were so different from the doctrine that was preached by the scribes, and priests. Jesus made His position clear, HIS DOCTRINE WAS NOT HIS, BUT HIS FATHER’S WHO HAD SENT HIM.

Mark 1:27 “And they were all amazed insomuch that they questioned among themselves, saying, What thing is this? What NEW DOCTRINE is this? for with authority commandeth he even the unclean spirit, and they do obey him.”

Mark 4:2 “And he taught them many things by parables, and said unto them in HIS DOCTRINE.”  The sower went forth to sow.

Mark 12:38 “And he said unto them in HIS DOCTRINE, Beware of the scribes, which love to go in long clothing, and love salutations in the marketplaces.”

John 7:15 “How knoweth this man letters, having never learned?

16. Jesus answered them, and said, MY DOCTRINE IS NOT MINE BUT HIS THAT SENT ME.

17 If any man will do his will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God or whether I speak of myself.”

John 18:19 “The high priest then asked Jesus of his disciples, and of HIS DOCTRINE.
20. Jesus answered him, I spake openly to the world; I ever taught in the synagogue, and in the temple, whither the Jews always resort; and in secret have I said nothing.”
Acts 5:28 “Saying, Did not we straitly command you that ye should not teach in this name: and behold, Ye have filled Jerusalem with your doctrine and intend to bring this man’s blood upon us.”

Acts 13:12 “Then the deputy, when he saw what was done, believed, being astonished at 
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the DOCTRINE OF THE LORD.”
Acts 17:19-20 “And they took him, and brought him unto Areopagus, saying, May we 

know what this NEW DOCTRINE, whereof thou speakest, is?

20 For thou bringest certain strange things to our ears: we would know therefore what those things mean.”
THE DOCTRINES OF MEN!

Matthew 15:9 “in vain do they worship me, teaching for doctrines, the commandments of men.”

Hebrews 13:9 “Be not carried about with divers and strange doctrines. For it is a good thing that the heart be established with grace, not with meats, which have not profited them that have been occupied therein.”

I want to continue to make it clear that Jesus was fully persuaded that He had been sent to change the order under the full approval of THE LORD GOD, His Father
Matthew 16:12 Beware of the doctrine of the Pharisees. The disciples thought that Jesus was referring to the fact that they had not brought bread when he told the Pharisees that there would be no sign given, but He was speaking of the leaven of the Pharisees and their doctrine.

2nd John 10 “If there come any unto you and AND BRING NOT THIS DOCTRINE,   receive him not into your house neither bid him God speed:

11. For he that biddeth him God speed is partaker of his evil deeds.”

1 Timothy 1:1 “Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the commandment of God our Savior, and Lord Jesus Christ, which is our hope;

2. Unto Timothy, my own son in the faith: Grace, mercy, and peace, from God our Father and Jesus Christ our Lord.

3. As I besought thee to abide still at Ephesus, when I went into Macdeonia, that thou mighest CHARGE SOME THAT THEY TEACH NO OTHER DOCTRINE.” 

1 Timothy 6:3 “These things teach and exhort. If any man teach otherwise, and consent not to wholesome words, even the words of our Lord Jesus Christ, and to the doctrine which is according to godliness.”

But then the Author of Hebrews exhorts us in Hebrews 6:1 “Therefore leaving the principles of the doctrine of Christ, Let us go on unto perfection; not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works, and of faith toward God,

2. O the doctrines of baptisms, and of laying on of hands, and of the resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment.”
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SO IS PAUL TELLING US TO ACTUALLY LEAVE SOME OF THE DOCTRINES OF CHRIST OUT?   NO!  AFTER THEY HAVE BEEN TAUGHT ON THESE DOCTRINES

THAT CHRIST PREACHED,  DON’T DWELL ON JUST THESE MESSAGES. There is so much more to come to pass and the whole Christian World needs to be made aware of it.
