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The book of Revelation written by John the Apostle is, at the very most, hard to understand. Let me say right off, I do not profess to be an authority on the questions that may arise from some of the writings and enlightenment that I have seen by MUCH STUDY and consecration. 

I should direct my writings to the very first chapter in this book, but when one is writing on a certain subject, it would be impossible to write on every chapter without writing a whole book instead of several pages. My thoughts at this time were “The mystery of God should be finished” so with that in mind then please if you really want to know these mysteries, read the and study the whole Bible.

In Chapter 9 the fifth angel sounds and a star falls from heaven. This has to be the Devil because nothing that is associated with God ever falls. Then in the next chapter another mighty angel comes down from heaven and this is where I begin the writing “The Mystery of God should be finished.” 

Revelation 10:1 “And I saw another mighty angel come down from heaven, clothed with a cloud: and a rainbow was upon his head, and his face was as it were the sun, and his feet as pillars of fire.”

In the Bible, the CLOUD has great importance that we need to understand, so in this study we will be looking at types, symbols, and shadows that relate to the clothing that clothed this angel. He was clothed with a cloud, so we are going to look at Scriptures that Moses used to describe the importance and the glory of God in the cloud, that lead Israel as they journeyed. Then we will compare this information to the clothing that this mighty Angel wore, when He said “time shall be no longer.” 

The CLOUD led Israel by day: Exodus 13:21-22 “And the Lord went before them by day in a pillar of a cloud to lead them the way; and by night in a pillar of fire, to give them light; to go by day and night;

22. He took not away the pillar of the cloud by day, nor the pillar of fire by night.”

The CLOUD appeared on Sinai: Exodus 19:9, 16 “And the Lord said unto Moses, Lo, I come unto thee in a thick cloud, that the people may hear when I speak with thee, and believe thee for ever.”

16. “And it came to pass on the third day in the morning, that there were thunders and lightnings, and a thick cloud upon the mount, and the voice of the trumpet exceeding loud; so that all the people that was in the camp trembled.”

The CLOUD proclaimed the name of the Lord: Exodus 34: 5-7 “And the Lord descended in the cloud, and stood with him there, and proclaimed the name of the Lord.

6. And the Lord passed by him and proclaimed, The Lord, The Lord God, merciful, and gracious, longsuffering, and abundant in goodness and truth,
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7. Keeping mercy for thousands forgiving iniquity and transgression and sin, and that will by no means clear the guilty.”

The CLOUD filled the Tabernacle: Exodus 40:34-38 “Then a cloud covered the tent of the congregation, and the glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle,
35. And Moses was not able to enter into the tent of the congregation, because the cloud abode thereon, and the glory of the Lord filled the Tabernacle.

36. And when the cloud was taken up from over the tabernacle, the children of Israel went onward in all their journeys:

37. But if the cloud were not taken up, then they journeyed not till the day it was taken up.

38. For the cloud of the Lord was on the Tabernacle by day, and fire was on it by night, in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout all their journeys.”

The CLOUD filled the Temple: 2nd Chronicles 5:13-14 “It came to pass, as the trumpeters and 

singers were as one, to make one sound to be heard in praising and thanking the Lord; and when they lifted up their voice with the trumpets and cymbals and instruments of musick, and praised the Lord, saying, For he is good; for his mercy endureth for ever: that then the house was filled with a cloud, even the house of the Lord;

14. So that the priests could not stand to minister by reason of the cloud: for the glory of the Lord had filled the house of God.”

The CLOUD upon the mercy seat: Leviticus 16:2 “And the Lord said unto Moses, Speak unto Aaron thy brother, that he come not at all times into the holy place within the vail before the mercy seat, which is upon the ark; that he die not: for I will appear in the cloud upon the mercy seat.”

The CLOUD overshadowed Jesus and His disciples at His transfiguration: “While he yet spake, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them: and behold a voice out of the cloud which said, This is my beloved Son in whom I am well pleased; hear ye him.”

A CLOUD received Jesus up: Acts 1:9 “And when he had spoken these things, while they beheld, he was taken up; and a cloud received him out of their sight.”

Jesus will come in CLOUDS: Matthew 24:30 “And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.”

He cometh with CLOUDS: Revelation 1:7 “Behold, He cometh with CLOUDS; and every eye shall see him; and they also which pierced him: and all the kindreds of the earth shall wail because of Him, Even so, Amen.”

He cometh with CLOUDS of heaven: Daniel 7:13 “I saw in the night visions, and behold, one like the Son of man came with the clouds of heaven, and came to the Ancient of days, and they brought him near before him.”

We should now be able to identify the CLOUD as the GLORY OF GOD! I am still speaking of 
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the Mystery that should be finished when the mighty Angel from Heaven proclaims “there

should be time no longer.” I have given numerous Scriptures that speak of this angel being clothed with a cloud. Now I will go on the RAINBOW that was upon his head. 

THE RAINBOW: Genesis 7:13 “And God spoke unto Noah, and to his sons with him, saying,

9. And I, behold, I establish my covenant with you, and with your seed after you;

10. And with every living creature that is with you, of the fowl, of the cattle, and of every beast of the earth with you; from all that go out of the ark, to every beast of the earth.

11. And I will establish my covenant with you; neither shall all flesh be cut off anymore by the waters of a flood to destroy the earth.

12. And God said, This is the token of the covenant which I make between me and you and every living creature that is with you, for perpetual generations.

13 I do set my bow in the cloud; and it shall be for a token of the covenant between me and the

 earth.

14. And it shall come to pass when I bring a cloud over the earth, that the bow shall be seen in 

the cloud;

15. And I will remember my covenant, which is between me and you and every living creature of all flesh: and the waters shall no more become a flood to destroy all flesh.

16. And the bow shall be in the cloud: and I will look upon it, that I may remember the everlasting covenant between God and every living creature of all flesh that is upon the earth.

17. And God said unto Noah, This is a token of the covenant, which I have established between me and all flesh that is upon the earth.”

Ezekiel 1:28 “As the appearance of the bow that is in the cloud in the day of rain, so was the appearance of the brightness round about. This was the appearance of the glory of the Lord, And when I saw it I fell on my face.”

Revelation 4:3 “And he that sat was to look upon like a jasper and a sardine stone: and there was a rainbow round about the throne, in sight like unto an emerald.”

The RAINBOW was a covering on the head of the mighty Angel who came down from heaven.

Now we have the CLOUD and the RAINBOW that is upon the mighty angel, let us go on to the face of the angel which was as the SUN.
FACE AS THE SUN: Matthew 17: 1-2 “And after six days Jesus taketh Peter, James, and John his brother, and bringeth them up into an high mountain apart,

2. And was transfigured before them. And his face did shine as the sun, and his raiment was white as the light.”

Acts 26”13 “At midday O king, I saw in the way a light from heaven, above the brightness of the sun, shining round about me and them that journeyed with me.

Revelation 1:16 “And he had in his right hand seven stars: and out of his mouth went a sharp twoedged sword; and his countenance was as the sun shineth in his strength.”

When we understand the symbols that are shown in the Bible, the Sun is a type of God the 
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Father, so then we have this mighty Angel with His face as the Sun, clothed with a cloud (the glory of God) and upon His head a Rainbow, also the (glory of God), and His feet as pillars of fire. In other words this Angel is filled with all the fullness of God Himself. The Godhead bodily dwelt in Him.

This mighty Angel comes as roaring Lion, Victorious over death, hell, and the grave, a voice of strength and victory. He has defeated the Devil and brought His Army to perfection, which has become a complete “new Creature”. 

This mighty Angel that comes down from heaven and is clothed with a cloud and a rainbow and his face as the sun and his feet as pillars of fire has in his hand a little book and it is open. He  “Cried with a loud voice, as when a lion roareth: and when he had cried seven thunders uttered their voices.

4. And when the seven thunders uttered their voices, I was about to write: and I heard a voice 

from heaven saying unto me, seal up those things which the seven thunders uttered, and write 

them not.”

This is not the only time that one has been given such revelations of God that they could not speak about!  Paul saw and heard things that he could not speak about. 2nd Corinthians 12:1-4 “It is not expedient for me doubtless to glory. I will come to vision and revelations of the Lord.

2. I knew a man in Christ above fifteen years ago (whether in the body I cannot tell; or out of the body I cannot tell: God knoweth) such an one caught up to the third heaven.

3. And I knew such a man, (whether in the body or out of the body, I cannot tell: God knoweth) 

4. How that he was caught up into paradise, and heard unspeakable words, which it is not lawful for a man to utter.”

Because of the carnal minds of the people, Paul could not talk about or tell, what he had heard  

when He was caught up into paradise. It would be even more unacceptable today. People would not believe that he was caught up into heaven, let alone that he saw and heard things that it was unlawful for him to talk about. 

Daniel was told to shut up the words, and seal the book, even to the time of the end, Daniel 12:4. 

The Scripture says, “In the mouth of two or three witnesses shall every word be established” 2nd Corinthians 13:1, Deuteronomy 19:15, Matthew 18:16.  

      WE HAVE EVIDENCE AND EXAMPLES THAT ARE RECORDED IN THE BIBLE

Amos 3: 4-8 “Will a lion roar in the forest, when he hath no prey? Will a young lion cry out of his den, if he have taken nothing?

5. Can a bird fall in a snare upon the earth, where no gin (trap) is for him? Shall one take up a snare from the earth, and have taken nothing at all?

6. Shall a trumpet be blown in the city, and the people not be afraid? Shall there be evil in a city, and the Lord hath not done it?

7. Surely the Lord God will do nothing, but he reavealeth his secret unto his servants the prophets.

8. The lion hath roared, who will not fear? The Lord God hath spoken, who can but prophesy?
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What Amos is speaking about in these Scriptures is that we must understand the ways of the lion and the trumpet or we may misunderstand the call of the lion and the blowing of the trumpet. This is what Paul was writing about in 2nd Corinthians. He knew, saw, and was aware of things that he had experienced, but he was not at liberty to speak them at that present time for it would be unlawful.

Jesus speaking of the new birth, the new born child of God, said in John 3:12 “If I have told you earthly things and ye believe not, how shall ye believe, if I tell you of heavenly things?”
Christ and His Church, is just ONE of the great mysteries of God that seems to be so hard for Christians to understand. Christ and His Church IS the finished Mystery of God. The finished Mystery will bring about the perfected Church of Christ and their production of the Manchild.

In Revelation 10: 7 the Bible does not say that the whole plan of God will be finished but that the mystery of God should finished. We know that the true Mystery of God is the making of

ONE NEW CREATURE.  Ephesians 2:15, Galatians 6:15, John 3:5-7, 2nd Corinthians 5:17, which IS the perfection of the Church, A NEW CREATURE. Ephesians 5:32 “This IS A GREAT MYSTERY; but I speak concerning Christ and the Church.”
BUT there are other things that must be finished after the Church has come to perfection. The Church will have come to perfection and now the battle for the salvation of souls really begins. Joel says, Multitudes, multitudes in the valley of decision, Joel 3: 14. 

The Last Day Ministry of the Church, will now go forth to battle for the salvation of souls, along with the White Horse and His Rider. Jesus is the Rider on the White Horse, which is the Holy Spirit. When the White Horse and His Rider go forth we will see signs and wonders performed such as we have never seen before. When we understand that the White Horse is  the Holy Spirit and the Rider is (Jesus and His Perfected Church) then all of this begins to make things clear to us. Jesus said, “Greater works than these shall he do; because I go to my Father,” John 14:12.

After John’s speaks of the finished mystery of God, he comes back to the little book which he spoke of at the first part of the chapter. 

Begin reading again from verse 3 through 6, Revelation 10. 3 “And cried with a loud voice, as when a lion roareth: and when he had cried, seven thunders uttered their voices.

4. And when the seven thunders had uttered their voices, I was about to write: and I heard a voice from heaven saying unto me, Seal up those things which the seven thunders uttered, and write them not.

5. And the angel which I saw stand upon the sea and upon the earth lifted up his hand to heaven,

6. And sware by him that liveth forever and ever, who created heaven, and the things that are therein, that there should be time no longer:

7. But in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he shall begin to sound, the mystery of God should be finished, as he hath declared to his servants the prophets.”

8. And the voice which I heard from heaven spake unto me again, and said, Go and take the little book which is open in the hand of the angel which standeth upon the sea and upon the 
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earth.

9. And I went unto the angel, and said unto him, Give me the little book. And he said unto to me, Take it and eat it up; and it shall make thy belly bitter, but it shall be in thy mouth as sweet as honey.

10. And I took the little book out of the angel’s hand and ate it up; and it was in my mouth sweet as honey: and as soon as I had eaten it my belly was bitter.

11. And he said unto me, Thou must prophesy again before many peoples, and nations, and tongues, and kings.”

It was needful for John to take the Little Book and eat it, in order to bring forth the other answers to the Revelations, that are shown in chapters 11,12,13 and the rest of Revelation.  

Nothing takes the place of the Word of God. When Moses turned the leadership of Israel over to Joshua, Joshua was told to meditate in the book of the Law day and night. This admonition was needed so that Joshua could continue to understand the plan of God for Israel, and continue to dwell in the very presence of God. Joshua now was to take the place of Moses and he had to fully understand that there were consequences that he must endure, along with temptations and sorrows that would come to him with this position of leadership. 

Ezekiel found this to be so too, and in Ezekiel 2: 9-10 we read, “And when I looked, behold, an hand was sent unto me; and, lo, a roll of a book was therein.

10. And he spread it before me; and it was written within and without: and there was written 

therein lamentations, and mournings, and woe.”
Jeremiah found the same thing, “Thy words were found, and I did eat them: and thy word was unto me the joy and rejoicing of mine heart:” Jeremiah 15:16.

Job said “Neither have I gone back from the commandment of his lips: I have esteemed the words of his mouth more than my necessary food.” Job 23:12

Although the Word of God becomes sweet in our mouth as we eat of It, It too becomes bitter in the inner man when the flesh begins to suffer because of the Word.

So what is this Mystery that the Apostle John wrote about? that the Church of Jesus Christ had come to perfection and had made in Himself of twain ONE NEW MAN.
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
