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In the 12th chapter of John, we read, Six days before the Passover Feast, Jesus came to Bethany for a supper that Martha had made. Mary took a pound of ointment and anointed the feet of Jesus. Judas was upset, because the ointment was not sold for money. Jesus said, Let her alone. 

The next day the Jews came to the Feast because they wanted to see Lazarus who had been raised from the dead, and there were also certain Greeks there that wanted to see Jesus. The Disciples told Jesus, and Jesus answered them saying, “The hour is come, that the Son of man should be glorified. 

24. Verily, Verily, I say unto you, Except a corn of wheat fall into the ground and die, it abideth alone: but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit.

25. He that loveth his life shall lose it; and he that hateth his life in this world shall keep it unto life eternal.

26. If any man serve me, let him follow me; and where I am, there shall also my servant be: if any man serve me, him will my Father honour.

27. NOW IS MY SOUL TROUBLED: and what shall I say? Father save me from this hour; BUT FOR THIS CAUSE came I unto this hour.”   John 12: 23-27.
WHAT CAUSE IS JESUS SPEAKING OF? 1ST John 3:8 “He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. FOR THIS PURPOSE, the Son of God was MANIFESTED, that he might  DESTROY the works of the Devil.”  I am speaking now of the cause of why God sent His Son Jesus into the world.

And in John 3:16 we read, “For God so loved the world that he gave HIS ONLY BEGOTTEN Son that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.

17. For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved.

18. He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only BEGOTTEN Son of God.”

1st Timothy 1:15 we read, “This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners; of whom I am chief.

16 Howbeit for this cause I obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus Christ might shew forth all longsuffering, for a PATTERN to them which should hereafter believe on him to life everlasting.”

Romans 5:8 “God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.”

1. FOR THIS CAUSE, Jesus came to destroy the works of the Devil! 1st John 3:8

2. FOR THIS CAUSE, Jesus came that we might have eternal life, John 3:16.

3. FOR THIS CAUSE, Jesus came to save sinners. 1stTimothy 1: 15.

4. FOR THIS CAUSE, Jesus came for us while we were yet sinners, Romans 5:8. 

This Plan and CAUSE for Jesus to come into the world, was begun in Heaven before the world, as we know it, was brought up out of chaos. In order for each of us to understand these things we must STUDY to show ourselves approved unto God, 2nd Timothy 2:15. We cannot understand the depths and truths of the Bible just by listening to someone else preaching. Jesus Himself said, “Search the Scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me.”  John  5: 39. 

WE have to begin to have some understanding of what the Scripture is pointing to, when Jesus began to be made in the express image of God the Father. The Apostle Paul explains just what the express image of the Father is in Hebrews 1:1-6 and I quote. 

“God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets,

2. Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hat appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;

3. Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the WORD of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high;

4. Being made so much better than the angels, as he hath by inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they.

5. For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I BEGOTTEN thee? And again, I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son?

6. And again when he bringeth in the firstbegotten into the world, he saith, And let all the angels of God worship him.”

 I cannot take space or time to quote the whole Book of Hebrews, but Paul is putting into words the revelation that God the Father has revealed to Him.  These verses of the Scripture, are pretty easy to understand. God has made it very clear that His first BEGOTTEN Son, Jesus, has been put in charge of defeating the works of the Devil, (which is fallen Lucifer) in this battle of sin and corruption. 

There are so many things that have been given for our exhortation and our learning in this Plan of God to rid the world from sin. Paul said that a PATTERN was left for those that would come after Him, and those that have been diligent in the study of the Bible, will remember that God had said to Moses, “And look that thou make them after their pattern, which was shewed thee in the mount.”  Exodus 25:40.  

Jesus was to follow all of the things that had been appointed for Him to accomplish before His death on the Cross. Remember Jesus said, FOR THIS CAUSE, came I unto this hour and now is my soul troubled and what should I say, Father save me from this hour?  And we should not be in the dark of all of the things that He was to accomplish, for there were, and are, many things to finish before Jesus turns this Plan of Salvation back to His Father.

The Father gave Jesus preeminence in all things because He is the Head of the Body of Christ, and Jesus will continue to have all control over this Plan of Salvation until it has come to its
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completion. 

In Hebrews 2:7, we find that Paul said that Jesus was made a little lower than the angels; and crowned with glory and honor, and the Father set him over the works of His hands. 

And In Hebrews 2:16 Paul writes “For verily he took not on him the nature of angels; but he took on him the seed of Abraham.  

17. Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people.” It is important for us to understand that we, the people of God, are his brethren.
It was also important for us to understand that Jesus did not take on Himself the nature of angels, for we know that the Arch Angel Lucifer, had all the glories of Heaven. He walked up and down among the stones of fire, and was perfect from the day that He was created, until iniquity was found in Him, Ezekiel 28:15. 

God made Jesus a little lower than the Angels, and put all things under His feet. God gave Jesus everything that He needed in order for Him to overcome all of the suffering and strife that He must endure, in the process of overcoming the works of the Devil and to defeat the Enemy of His soul. 

What a BIG appointment. Jesus became the Pattern for each of us to follow, when He laid down His life and became an eternal Sacrifice for the whole world. The Scripture makes it clear that when His death came, He offered up prayers and supplications with strong crying and tears unto God the Father, Who was able to save him from death. 

All of these things were a part of the mission of Jesus Christ. His mission was to destroy the works of the Devil, and in the process save sinners. God wanted His Son to defeat the Angel Lucifer that had fallen in pride and was cast out of Heaven, Isaiah 14.  The unity of Heaven was disrupted when Lucifer was cast down. The Lord found that just creating Lucifer perfect, was not the solution for eternity. 

He then devised a Plan that would allow every man to make his own decisions as to whether man would serve God or serve the Devil, Romans 8:20-21. “For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope,

21 Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.”

When Jesus was born into the world He was made a little lower than the Angels, but Jesus had to suffer death in order to obtain the preeminence. He did not take on Himself the nature of the Angels but He did take on Himself the seed of Abraham. Jesus did not take on the nature of Angels but rather He took on the Seed of Abraham and that was important, for He had to be born in the flesh if He was to become the eternal sacrifice and our example. He had to suffer all of the trials and temptations that we suffer in order to experience the trials and sufferings of the flesh.
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John 12:27   Can we at least begin to get a partial understanding of why Jesus would say, “Now is my soul troubled------------And what shall I say? What could He say? He was locked into this plan from the very beginning of this world, even before God raised the world out of chaos.

Hebrews 4:1-3 “Let us therefore fear, lest, a promise being left us of entering into his rest, any of you should seem to come short of it. 

2. For unto us was the gospel preached, as well as unto them: but the word preached did not profit them, not being mixed with faith in them that heard it.

3. For we which have believed do enter into rest, as he said, As I have sworn in my wrath if they shall enter into my rest: although the WORKS were FINISHED from the foundation of the world.”
Jesus was the only Way to deal with the Fallen Lucifer, the son of the morning, Isaiah 14:12.  What a great fall! The whole heaven was shaken and sorrowful! Did all of heaven love Lucifer? YES! Ezekiel 31: 15 “Thus saith the Lord God; In the day when he went down to the grave I caused a mourning: I covered the deep for him, and I restrained the floods thereof, and the great waters were stayed: and I caused Lebanon to mourn for him, and all the trees of the field fainted for him.
16. I made the nations to shake at the sound of his fall, when I cast him down to hell with them that descended into the pit: and the choice and the best of Lebanon, all that drink water, shall be comforted in the nether parts of the earth.

17. They also went down into hell with him unto them that be slain with the sword; and they that were his arm that dwelt under his shadow in the midst of the heathen.

18. To whom art thou thus like in glory and in greatness among the trees of Eden? yet shalt thou be brought down with the trees of Eden unto the nether parts of the earth: thou shalt lie in the midst of the uncircumcised with them that be slain by the sword.”

These Scriptures are very powerful, and especially to those that do not STUDY THE SCRIPTURES. Jesus was flesh and blood just as we are. He spilled His blood at Calvary. He was changed from mortal to immortal before He ascended into heaven where Paul says in 1st Corinthians 15:50 “Flesh and blood CANNOT inherit the kingdom of God.”  Does God make exceptions for Jesus only? 

Paul said, “flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God.”  Then who came down from heaven? For Jesus said, “For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent me. 

39. And this is the Father’s will which hath sent me, that of all which he hath given me I should lose nothing, but should raise it up again at the last day.

40. And this is the will of him that sent me, that everyone which seeth the Son, and believeth on him may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day.

41. The Jews then murmured at him, because he said, I am the bread which came down from heaven.

42. And they said, Is not this Jesus, the son of Joseph, whose father and mother we know? how is it then that he saith, I came down from heaven? John 6: 38-42.

Jesus 
WAS NOT flesh and blood before He came down from heaven. He WAS the WORD of God made flesh, John 1:14. He was the Manna that fed Israel in the wilderness, but that is not my subject at this time. 

It is any wonder that Jesus could say, “NOW IS MY SOUL TROUBLED: AND WHAT SHALL I SAY? FATHER SAVE ME FROM THIS HOUR: BUT FOR THIS CAUSE CAME I UNTO THIS HOUR.”

Jesus had to finish the work for which He had been sent! And now He was ready to lay down His life and depart from this world of sin. He knew that He had been sent to destroy the works of the Devil, and He Himself had overcome all sin, but He had to make sure that His Disciples and those Apostles that should come after He was crucified, understood so that They too could preach the same message of what it would take to become an “over-comer”.  

Some of the Ministers of this day preach that Paul thought and expected, the Lord to return during His lifetime, but Paul knew that the message that He was preaching had not been accomplished in His life. He wrote in Romans 8:19 “For the earnest expectation of the creature waiteth for the manifestation of the sons of God.

20. For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same I hope,

21 Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.”

Paul knew that this prophesy had not been fulfilled, and He certainly knew that He had not come to perfection for He wrote in Ephesians 4: 12-13 “For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:

13. Till we ALL come to the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a PERFECT MAN, unto the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ.”

In 2nd Timothy 4: 3-8, Paul is charging Timothy to take up the ministry that He is leaving behind. And He says, “The time will come when they will not endure SOUND DOCTRINE; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears;

4. And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables.

5. But watch thou in all things, endure afflictions, do the work of an evangelist, make full proof of thy ministry.

6. For I am now ready to be offered and the time of my departure is at hand.

7. I have fought a good fight, I have FINISHED my course, I have kept the faith:

8. Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous judge, shall give me at that day:”

In this day in the changing of America, we can really see this prophesy coming to pass. The time is HERE when the world will not endure SOUND DOCTRINE. The flag of our fathers means nothing to a large section of the People of the United States today. Our freedoms are rapidly leaving each day we live. We are willing to accept the belief of other Religions and their Bible, and God had totally refused to acknowledge the acceptance of these other Religions.  How long will it be before the day will come when we will be killed for the sake of 
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the Word of God? Jesus said, “ The time cometh, that whosoever killeth you will think that he doeth God service.” John 16:2

Jesus came for the CAUSE to make the WAY for You and Me to follow BUT He also came to destroy the works of the Devil. He willingly gave His life, and He expects us to be ready to do the same, for He said, “ And when he had called the people unto him with his disciples also, he said unto them, Whosoever will come after me, let him DENY himself, and take up HIS cross, and follow me.” Mark 8: 34.

Revelation 12: 11 “And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of

their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death.”

This Scripture shows that there is going to be a people that will have to lay down their lives: and their strength will come because they have understood and founded their belief on the WHOLE Word of God. Jesus suffered agonies untold and we are expected to do the same if we are expecting to make Heaven our final home.
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
