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Version: 2nd Timothy 3:1 “This  know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come, 

2. For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous; boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy.

3. Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent (unrestrained temperant), fierce, despisers of those that are good.

4. Traitors, heady, (exhilarating: intoxicating), highminded, (arrogant proud) lovers of pleasure more than lovers of God.

5. Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof. FROM SUCH TURN AWAY.
6. For of this sort are they, which creep into houses, and lead captive silly women laden with sins, led away with divers lusts.

7. Ever learning, and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth.”

 13. “Evil men and seducers shall wax worse and worse, deceiving and being deceived.
14 BUT CONTINUE thou in the things which thou hast learned and hast been assured of, knowing of whom thou hast learned them.”

NEVER ABLE TO COME TO THE KNOWLEDGE OF THE TRUTH?

There are Christians in this day and age that will never be able to come to the knowledge of the Truth. Some will find this Version of the Bible to be too hard for them to understand. That is why there are so many other interpretations of the Bible today. For years the King James Version of the Bible was used in almost all of the Churches. Thousands and millions of the Christians in the hundreds of the years gone by, were able to understand what God was saying and live their lives accordingly. But as the years of time have gone by, we see that the people have changed from the hardships of yesterday to “whatever”.  

This body of flesh wants a way of life that doesn’t cost too much of anything, so now we have the NIV and other Translations that doesn’t even come close to saying the same things that every Christian in Times Past accepted as the “true Word of God” 

Paul said in 2nd Timothy 2:11 “It is a faithful saying: For if we be dead with him, we shall also live with him:

12. If we SUFFER, we shall also reign with him;” 

Jesus speaking in John 16:1 “These things have I spoken unto you, that ye should not be offended.

2. They shall put out of the synagogues: yea, the time cometh, that whosoever killeth you will think that he doeth God service.
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3. And these things will they do unto you, because they have not known the Father, nor me.

4. But these things have I told you, that WHEN the time shall come, ye may REMEMBER that I told you of them.”

Notice that Jesus didn’t say “the time MAY come” but rather He said, “the time SHALL COME”. This is a HARD SAYING, but this was Jesus Himself speaking.

2 Timothy 4:2 “Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine.

3, For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears;

4. And they shall turn away their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables.

5. But watch thou in all things, endure afflictions, do the work of an evangelist, make FULL PROOF of thy ministry."

A minister that is well known in Television, referred to Joseph as a spoiled kid that Jacob should have taken to task for his dreams that were out of line. Genesis 37:1-11 READ!

Jacob partly understood the interpretation of this dream! And we certainly see the dream coming to pass when all of his brothers and his father came and made obedience to him in Egypt. For a minister not to know the interpretation of this wonderful dream is beyond my understanding.

A few days later I was watching Larry King Live. Billy Graham was talking with King. Larry King asked Graham if he thought there would be sex in heaven.  Graham’s answer was: If that would a part of what made us happy then there would be sex in heaven. 

SUCH STUPIDITY!  Whose wife shall she be? Jesus said, in Mark 12:24 “Do ye not err, because ye know not the scriptures, neither the power of God?

25. For when they shall rise from the dead, they neither marry, nor are given in marriage; but are as the angels which are in heaven.”

Paul made this very clear in 1st Corinthians 15:50 when he wrote, “Now this I say brethren, that flesh and blood CANNOT inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.” 

Isaiah 65: 16 He who blesseth himself in the earth shall bless himself in the God of truth; and he that sweareth in the earth shall swear by the God of truth; because the former troubles are forgotten, and because they are hid from mine eyes.

17. For behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: and the former shall not be remembered nor come into mind.
18. But be ye glad and rejoice forever in that which I create: for behold, I create Jerusalem a rejoicing, and her people a joy.

19. And I will rejoice in Jerusalem, and joy in my people: and the voice of weeping shall be no more heard in her, nor the voice of crying.”

The man of flesh tends to want to go on and on with the things in this life, but God is not 

interested in the fleshly things of the flesh. “For the letter killeth, but the Spirit giveth life.” 

2 Corinthians 3:6                                               3

We are not to desire the life of the flesh, but we are to desire the life in the Spirit of The Lord, and where the Spirit of the Lord is there is liberty. But we must then understand that we will be taken out of the things of this world, and be transformed and renewed in the Spirit of our minds, Ephesians 4:23.

2nd Corinthians  3:18. “But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, ARE CHANGED INTO THE SAME IMAGE FROM GLORY TO GLORY,  even as by the Spirit of the Lord.
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2 Thessalonians 2:3, 5 Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come EXCEPT there come a falling away first, 

5. Remember ye not, that when I was yet with you, I told you these things?”

JESUS SAID, “TAKE HEED THAT NO MAN DECEIVE YOU.”

2 Timothy 3:1 “This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come.

2. For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy,

3 Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent (not holding, nor held in, doing anything that we desire) unrestricted, (intemperant) fierce, despisers of those that are good.”

4. Lovers of pleasure more than lovers of God.

5. Having a FORM OF GODLINESS, but DENYING the power thereof: from SUCH turn away.”
BUT THEY MAY BE OUR OWN CHILDREN OR FAMILY! DOES THIS ADMONITION STILL APPLY? ABSOLUTELY.

LET NO MAN DECEIVE YOU BY ANY MEANS.

Listen to me! IS THE WORD OF GOD TRUE OR NOT?

1 Corinthians 7:29-32 “This I say brethren, the time is short: it remaineth, that both they that have wives be as though they had none;

30. And they that weep, as though they wept not; and they that rejoice, as though they rejoiced not; and they that buy, as though they possessed not;

31. And they that use this world, as not abusing it: for the fashion of this world passeth away.

32. But I would have you without carefulness.”

Isaiah 5:20 “Woe to them that call evil good, and good evil; that put darkness for light, and

light for darkness: that put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter.

23. Which justify the wicked for reward, and take away the righteousness of the righteous from him. 
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TAKING BRIBES. …Those that take bribes, let the guilty go free while punishing the innocent.  How do we take bribes? Letting those we love persuade us to go beyond what we know will be best
1 Timothy 4:1 “Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, (made clearly) that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing  (lead astray, enticed away from the faith) doctrines of devils,

2. Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience SEARED WITH A HOT IRON.”

TRY THE SPIRITS!  1 John 4:1, 4,5, 6 “Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God; BECAUSE MANY FALSE PROPHETS ARE GONE OUT INTO THE WORLD.

4. Ye are of God, little children and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you, than he that is in the world.

5. They are of the world: therefore speak they of the world, and the world heareth them.

6. We are of God: he that knoweth God heareth us; he that is not of God heareth not us. Hereby know we the spirit of truth, and the spirit of error.”

LET ME SAY AGAIN, “Take heed that no man deceive you!” Matthew 24:4  

1 Thessalonians 4:1-6 “PROVE ALL THINGS: HOLD FAST THAT WHICH IS GOOD.”

James 4:17 To him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not to him IT IS SIN.”

If we know all these things, then we have no excuse! Jesus speaking made this very clear!

John 9:41 “If ye were blind, ye should have no sin: but now ye say, WE SEE : therefore your (OUR) sin remaineth.”
