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The only true peace we can have is in knowing Jesus. He is our Peace. The Bible says in John 16:33, “These things I have spoken unto you, that in Me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have tribulation; but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world.” 

We are not to look to the left or to the right, but we are to keep our eyes on Him, the Author and Finisher of our faith.  He has everything in His Control. He is not surprised at what is going on in the world.

He also says in John 16:33 “I have overcome the world.” We are to keep our eyes on Him at all times. He is the anchor of our souls. He will see us through whatever comes our way. 

Changes may come, but He NEVER changes. He is the SAME, YESTERDAY, TODAY and FOREVER, Hebrews 13:8. Nothing happens to us that He’s not aware of. He loves us with an everlasting love. All of the hairs of our head are numbered, Matthew 10:30.

It seems at times that all we hear is bad news. We are living in “perilous times,” but if we keep our eyes on Him, He will see us through. This is not a time to draw back from the things that we know to do. But we are to press on even more as the time grows near to the coming of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.
The Bible says to work for the day will come when no man can work, John 9:4, 

“I must work the works of Him that sent me, while it is day: the night cometh, when no man can work.”

This is the time to lay up treasures in heaven while there’s still time. Matthew 6:19-21 say “Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth and rust doth corrupt, and where thieves break through nor steal:

20. But lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust doth corrupt, and where thieves do not break through and steal :

21. For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also.

We need to care more about the things of God, than of the things of the world. The 
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things of the world are temporal, but what we lay up for God is eternal in heaven, and It is not a waste of our time, because everything that we do for God, is written in a Book of Remembrance, Malachi 3:16 and Psalms 56:8, and knowing Him is where our Peace comes from! It’s Christ in us: the hope of Glory, Colossians 1:27, so be at Peace, and fight the good fight of faith.
