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Revelation 5:1”And I saw in the right hand of him that sat on the throne a book written within and on the backside, sealed with seven seals.”

The apostle John was in the isle that was called Patmos. He was in the Spirit on the Lord’s Day, and was to write a testimony of Jesus Christ. Because of the Subject of Chapter 5, the Book that was sealed with seven seals, I am going to go back to the Old Testament and start with the Manna that was a type of Jesus, and was kept in the Ark of the Covenant with the Tables of Stone and Aaron’s rod that budded.

This Book that is sealed with seven seals is the complete Testimony of the Plan of Salvation. The front side of the Book is typical of the Book of Genesis, and the very beginning of God’s Plan of Salvation and is referred to as the Alpha. The backside of the Book, brings the completion of the End of the Age, and to the finished product of God’s Plan of Salvation, and is typical of the Revelation, the Omega of the Plan.

It seems that when a new Christian comes to salvation, the first Book of the Bible that they want to read and understand is the end of the Bible, or the Book of Revelation. Revelation can never be understood until we understand the rest of the Bible.

I want to start with the first time that God instructed Moses to write, Exodus 17:14 “And the Lord said unto Moses, Write this for a memorial in a book, and rehearse it in the ears of Joshua: for I will utterly put out the remembrance of Amalek from under heaven.” 

Then in Deuteronomy 31, Moses was 120 years old and He was trying to encourage the Children of Israel, and he explained to them that He would not be able to finish the job of leading them into the promise Land and He writes in 31:24-26,

24. “And it came to pass, when Moses had made an end of writing the words of this law in a book, until they were finished,

25. That Moses commanded the Levites, which bare the ark of the covenant of the Lord saying,

26 Take this book of the law, and put it in the side of the ark of the covenant of the Lord your God, that it may be there for a witness against thee.” 
Moses was not allowed to go over to the Promised Land because he struck the Rock twice that was to bring water to the Children of Israel, when God had commanded him to only speak to the Rock, Numbers 20:8-12, so Moses is now writing to encourage Joshua and the Levites as they continue to lead the people without his presence.

The priests were commanded to read from the Book.  Deuteronomy 17:18 “And it shall be when he sitteth upon the throne of his kingdom, that he shall write him a copy of this law in a book

out of that which is before the priests the Levites.”

In the first chapter of Joshua we read that Moses had died and that it was now Joshua exhorting the Children of Israel. In Joshua 1:8 Joshua reiterates the instructions that God gave to Moses and He writers, “This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and night, that thou mayest observe to do according to all that is written therein: for

then thou shalt make thy way prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success.”

This Book was lost for a number of years, and then in the reign of Josiah (approximately 621 BC) the high priest whose name was Hilkiah, found the Book of the Law in the house of the Lord. The Book of the Lord was delivered to the king Josiah, 2 Chronicles 34:14,15, and I quote “And when they brought out the money that was brought into the house of the Lord, Hilkiah the priest found a book of the law of the Lord given by Moses.

15. And Hilkiah answered and said to Shaphan the scribe, I have found the book of the law in the house of the Lord. And Hilkiah delivered the book to Shaphan .

16. And Shaphan carried the book to the king, and brought the king word back again, saying, All that was committed to thy servants, they do it.”  If we are to completely understand the importance and revelation of this Book we need to read more than I have quoted, so I recommend that you read also from 2 Kings 22:1-20,

After the captivity of Judah, 70 years by Nebuchadnezzar the king of Babylon was ended, (approximately 422 BC), the Book of the Law was read by Ezra, to the People that had returned to Jerusalem to build the temple that had been torn down, Nehemiah 8:1-8-18. READ.

Daniel 9:1 In the first year of the reign of Darius, Daniel understood by Books why Judah was taken captive by Nebuchadnezzar, so he prayed and waited on the Lord for the revelations that he had received. But God only showed him a part of the Plan for the End Days and then He was told to shut up the Book until the time of the End, Daniel 12:4 “But thou, O Daniel, shut up the words, and seal the book, even to the time of the end: many shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall be increased.” 

This instruction given to Daniel by God, is the start of the command to seal the Book, (approximately 536 BC), and this is about 2 years before the captivity of Judah was to end. This is the same Book that is referred to in Revelation 5.

I have been using the Scriptures that God had planned for men to read, but there begins a period of time when the Book is sealed. The Book was not taken care of, as it should have been, for the People did not like to read or hear what God had directed them to do. We certainly see the same thing today. The People of the Christian world today do not like to hear the hard sayings of the, Word of God, actually they don’t like to hear any of It.

Through a large part of the Old Testament, the Book was open to read, but not very many of the people of God understood it. The priests were slack in their instructions to read to the People and to make them understand what the Law of God said. Then we come to a period of time when some could not read or understand what the prophet Isaiah said, and in Isaiah 8:16 we hear God saying, “Bind up the Testimony, and seal the law among my disciples.”

Isaiah 11-16 “For the Lord spake thus to me with a strong hand, and instructed me that I should not walk in the way of this people saying, 

12. Say not a confederacy, to all them to whom this people shall say, A confederacy; neither fear ye their fear, nor be afraid.

13. Sanctify the Lord of hosts himself; and let him be your fear, and let him be your dread.

14. And he shall be for a sanctuary; but for a stone of stumbling and for a rock of offence to both the houses of Israel, for a gin (a trap) and for a snare to the inhabitants of Jerusalem.

15. And many among them shall stumble, and fall, and be broken, and be snared, and be taken.

16. Bind up the testimony, seal the law among my disciples.”
BIND UP THE TESTIMONY, AND SEAL THE LAW? God has always had some that always understood what God was saying to the people, but they were not always free to read and explain to the people.

Isaiah 29:9-24 Now we can see here when we read this word of God that this Book is sealed and none can read it.  One of the people cannot read it because it is sealed. Another cannot read it because he is unlearned. But in that day (the End of the 2,000 Year dispensation of the Spirit) the deaf shall hear the words of the Lord, for God is going to unseal the Book of the LAW, that is written for our learning and understanding. This plan of Salvation was planned by the Father and His Son, (His Spiritual Son of heaven), and Genesis is the beginning, the Alpha, and we must understand Alpha before we can understand the Ending, the Omega.

Revelation 10:1-9 A mighty Angel, the Lord Jesus Christ, has the Little Book and it is open, and His right foot is on the sea and His left foot is on the earth. John was ready to write, but once

again He was instructed to Seal up those things that the seven thunders uttered. 

This was the end, or the finish of the mystery of God, (the Perfected People, a Bride for His heavenly Son, the Word), but there was still a part of the things that the Prophets and Apostles had prophesied that had not been completed, so John was told to seal up those things that the seven thunders had uttered. Part of this was explained when John took the Little Book. John was told that He must prophesy again before many peoples and nations, and tongues, and kings. The Word, which was prophesied by John, is still prophesying to those of us that will hear Him today.

Now back to the 5th Chapter of Revelation. This Book was sealed to the time of the End. But as 

we read we see that the Lion of the tribe of Judah came and took the Book out of the hand of the Father and began to reveal all the things that were recorded in the Book.  We will look at the revelations of this Book at another time.

November 1, 2005, we need to recognize that John is shown a plan that is to be a part of the future of things in heaven and not the things that have been before.

Revelation 5:1 “And I saw in the right hand of him that sat upon the throne a book written within and on the backside, sealed with seven seals.” 

2. And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, Who is worthy to open the book, and to loose the seals thereof?
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3. And no man in heaven, nor in earth, neither under the earth, was able to open the book, neither to look thereon.

 4, And I wept much, because no man was found worthy to open and to read the book, neither to look thereon.

5. And one of the elders saith unto me, Weep not: behold, the Lion of the tribe of Juda, the root of David, hath prevailed to open the book, and to loose the seven seals thereof.

6. And I beheld, and, lo, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven spirits of God sent forth into all the earth.

7. And He came and took the book out of the right hand of him that sat upon the throne.

8. And when he had taken the book the four beasts and four and twenty elders fell down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials full of odours, which are the prayers of saints.” 

9. And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation.

10. And hast made us unto our God kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth.

The One that sits upon the throne is the Father of the family in heaven. He controls all things. 

All the angels are under His control.  The number 7 is the number of completeness, and the ending of the plan of Salvation on earth. Daniel was shown these things and told that He was to seal up the Book until the time of the End. This is now speaking of the time of the End when this plan of Salvation will come to an end.






  

The Lamb that took the book out of the hand of God was the WORD of God, the Spiritual Son of the Father in heaven. It was the Word that in reality was slain from the foundation of the world, Revelation 13: 8, Jesus had not been born yet for this was before the earth was brought out of chaos. It was the Word that was made flesh, John 1:14. He is the real Son of the Father in heaven for it was the Word that was with the Father before this world was. And it was Him, “the Word,” that the Father said to after the earth was brought up from the deep, “Let US make man in Our image, after Our likeness.” 

The Apostle John in 1st John 5:7 writes, “There are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the WORD, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one.” John does not say that these three are One Person or One individual, but John does say that the three agree in one. God the Father is in complete control of everything in Heaven and dispenses all the movements to the Son and the Holy Ghost. These Three are a FAMILY in heaven, Ephesians 3:15 “Of whom the whole family in heaven and earth is named.” The Family in Heaven works together as ONE unit, even as in days not too long ago the family here on this earth was to be united and under the control of the Husband or the earthly father.

In this hour of time here on this earth today, there is NO one in charge and everybody reverts to what God said happened to the people long ago, Deuteronomy 12:8”Ye shall not do after all the things that we do here in this day, every man whatsoever is right in his own eyes.” Judges 17:6 “In those days there was no king in Israel, but every man did that which was right in his own eyes.”
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The four and twenty elders are the 12 Disciples of the First Church, and the other 12 will be the 12 last day Apostles of the End Day. The four beasts are four men that have been redeemed form the earth. The number 4 is the number of man, and is a type of the 4 dispensations of 1,000 years of time.  It makes it easier for us to understand when John adds the word “redeemed”. The four beasts or Living Ones as Ezekiel called them, had to be from the earth, and they had been redeemed by the blood of the Lamb, in order for them to be called the “redeemed”.

In Revelation chapter 4 the four beasts are described as a Lion, which is a type of Jesus: a Calf, 

which we can rightly attribute to Moses. Moses gave the Law and made known the things that the people under his control could eat.  

The face of a man we can ascribe to Elijah for he worked with God and fought to overcome the sins of the prophets, and the wicked Ahab and Jezebel. He caused fire to come down from heaven and devour the enemies. 

We can liken the Flying Eagle to Enoch. Enoch cannot be a witness to anything here on the earth because he wasn’t around long enough to be a witness to anything of this plan of God and His Son for God caught him up to heaven early on because Enoch pleased God   

These 4 men were redeemed from the earth. Enoch and Elijah were translated and never experienced death. Enoch was translated early on in this plan of God.  We have no record of Enoch becoming a part of the plan, other than he loved God and walked with God. He did not have an experience with the things that God had laid out for the earth that followed, Genesis 5:24. 

Elijah was mightily used of God under the Old Testament Law. God did miracles by his hand. 

Elijah prophesied that there would be no rain for 3 ½ years, 1st Kings 17:1 after that he prophesied that the rain would begin at the end of 3 ½ years, 1st Kings 18:4, He caused fire to come down from heaven and consume the sacrifices, He prophesied the demise of Ahab and Jezebel.    Elijah was translated into heaven by a whirlwind, 2 Kings 2:11.

After Moses had led the Children of Israel for 40 years and before they reached the land of Canaan, He died and was buried, Deuteronomy 34:5 and we know that He was resurrected, for He was seen with Jesus on the Mount of Transfiguration, Matthew 17:3, Mark 9:4 Jude 9. 

After 3 ½ years of the ministry of Jesus, He died John 19:18, 30, and as we have record, He was resurrected John 19:14-17. 
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
