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All Scriptures referred to or quoted are taken from the King James Version of the Bible.

Romans 8:20 “The creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope.”

With this writing, it is my desire to help the Christian person understand that there is a difference in how Lucifer and Adam were brought into existence. God brought both Lucifer, and Adam, into existence in a perfected state. Ezekiel 28:15 referring to Lucifer says and I quote, “Thou was created perfect in thy ways from the day that thou was created, till iniquity was found in thee.” 

This Scripture was speaking of Lucifer the anointed cherub in Heaven. Lucifer, before he fell from Heaven, had control of nations that Isaiah speaks of in Isaiah 14:12 “How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! How art thou cut down to the ground, which did weaken the nations!” Then in Ezekiel 31:16, we read that God made the nations to shake at the sound of his fall.  

We can find no evidence that God ever gave Lucifer a choice to choose between good or evil. It appears that before Lucifer sinned and was cast out of Heaven, that he knew only the way of good. However, we do know that the reason that he fell from Heaven was because he wanted to overthrow God, for Isaiah 14:13 says “For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north:

14. I will ascend above the heights of the clouds, I will be like the Most High.”
Lucifer had great privileges as an angel in Heaven, and he was lifted up because of his beauty, Ezekiel 28:17. The trees in the garden of God could not hide him, nor were like him in his beauty, and they all envied him. Ezekiel: 31:9.

Adam was given a choice to choose between good and evil when God advised Adam and Eve that they could eat of all the Trees of the Garden of Eden except for the one Tree which was called the ‘Tree of the Knowledge of good and evil”. In reality this was truly giving them a chance to eat of all the other Trees in the Garden except the Tree of the Knowledge of good and evil. Did God know that they would partake of the Tree of the know-ledge of good and evil? I absolutely believe that God knew that they would sin and partake of it.

Now we come to how Adam and Eve reacted to the invitation of the Serpent, and In Genesis Chapter 3:1, the Serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field and the woman was overcome by the Serpent, because he had said, “God doth know that in the day ye eat of the tree your eyes shall be opened and ye shall be as gods, knowing both good and evil.” Was the Serpent lying? NO!

Paul writes in Romans 8:20 “For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope,

21 Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.”

HOW DOES GOD DEFINE THE WORD CREATURE? In Genesis 1:20 God calls the moving creature that has life whether they are fowls, or whales and anything that moves a creature. He refers to a creature after their kind. 

In Leviticus 11:46 Moses writes, “This is the law of the beasts and of the fowl, and of the living creature that moveth in the waters, and of every creature that creepeth upon the earth.”

In Mark 16:15 Jesus refers to the Creature (the man) and says “Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.”
Paul says in 2nd Corinthians 5:17 “If any man be in Christ, he is a new creature;”
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In 2 Corinthians 5:17 Paul writes “Therefore if any man be in Christ he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.” 

In Gal 6:15 “For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision availeth anything, nor un-circumcision, but a new Creature.”
In Col 1-15 “Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature.”
John writes in Rev 5:13 “And every creature which is in heaven, and on the earth, and under the earth, and such as are in the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying glory, and power, be unto him and unto the Lamb for ever and ever.”

Webster’s Dictionary defines creature as: A living animal or human.

Paul said that the creature was made subject to vanity or as we might say, “Subject to sin” and he says with another portion of that declaration “not willingly” but by reason of God who had subjected the creature to vanity in the hope that the creature would be delivered from the bondage of sin through the salvation that Jesus paid for the creature when He shed His blood at Calvary. In reality that is exactly what happens to each one of us when we give our lives to Christ.  We surely were in the bondage of sin and in the bondage of the Devil until we gave our lives to Christ, but we need to understand that salvation is ONLY THE BEGINNING of our walk with the Lord.

After the creature, or those that have accepted the salvation that God offers through the shedding of the blood of His Son Jesus, are loosed from the bondage of sin, then we should begin to grow into the glorious liberty of the children of God. Notice that we are to GROW past the 30, 60, and strive for the 100 fold.

Before Adam and Eve were beguiled by the Serpent, both were perfect and did not know that there was evil, they only knew about good, but when they disobeyed God and ate of the Tree of the knowledge of good and evil, then their eyes were opened as the Serpent had said, and they now knew both good and evil. We now should understand what the apostle Paul was meaning when he stated in Romans 8:20 “For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope,

21. Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.”

Now lets go to the Christian today. We were born through a fleshly birth of body, soul, and spirit and according to Romans 8:20, we were made subject to vanity (sin), not because we had a choice when we were born but later in our life we could choose between good and evil, and because God had hoped that if we were given a choice to choose between good and evil we would choose good. How does this come about? By each person accepting Jesus as their Savior and letting Him deliver the Creature (us) from sin as each one grows in the knowledge and understanding of the Word of God. 

Lucifer was created perfect, Ezekiel 28:15. “Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee.” Adam was created in the likeness of God, Genesis 1:26 Genesis 1:27. 

                                                                              BUT   WHAT IF?

If we expound on Lucifer according to Ezekiel 28, we find that according to his history, he was not only perfect and beautiful, but he also had great power and knowledge. He was wiser than Daniel there were no secrets that were hidden from him, Ezekiel 28:15. Before Lucifer fell from Heaven, Lucifer has been in Eden in the Garden of Eden in Heaven. His heart was lifted up because of his beauty Ezekiel 28:17. Lucifer’s height was exalted above all of the other trees of Eden and they envied him. When God cast Lucifer down to the pit, the nations shook at the sound of his fall. God caused the angels that were in Heaven to mourn for him when God cast him down Ezekiel 31:15.

After God cast Lucifer down, we find record of his statements in Isaiah 14:13 “Thou hast said in thine heart, I 

will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north: 

14. I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High.
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Lucifer has never given up his desire and his purpose to overpower the Most High and take over the control of all of Heaven. When God cast Him down 1/3 of the angels of Heaven followed Him, and He is still striving to deceive every soul that He can.

My thought is to compare the differences between Lucifer and Adam when they were created, so I want to put into words the difference I see in the way that God created Lucifer and the way of what the Bible declares to be the differences between Lucifer and Adam and Eve. According to the Scriptures in Ezekiel and Isaiah, God made Lucifer perfect. He did not give Lucifer a choice to choose between good and evil. Actually if one is perfect then there should be no higher place in anything that one can gain, but we find that Lucifer rose up against the Most High and desired to overcome and replace Him.

Knowing this then, we read from Genesis 1:26 and I quote “And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness:” There is NO declaration of anything pertaining to Lucifer that he was made in the image or likeness of God or His Son. Lucifer was created perfect and was not given a choice to choose between good and evil. This should make us desire more information and more understanding of just what God was planning for both Lucifer and Adam whom He created perfect. What is the purpose for each one of them before this plan of Salvation is finished.

We do not have to wonder what the end result will be for Lucifer, for God has cast Him out of Heaven, and according to the Word of God, Lucifer will be cast into the bottomless pit for 1,000 years, Revelation 20:1, then after the 1,000 years is over He will be loosed for a little season, and later He will be cast into the Lake of fire and brimstone, Revelation 20:10.

Adam was created in the image and likeness of God and His Son the Word. 

WHAT IF God now devised a plan for Adam and all mankind to work out their own salvation and choose between serving God or the Devil? His most beautiful Creation, Lucifer, had risen up against God and wanted to take over God’s throne, Isaiah 14:12, and according to the Bible Lucifer when He was in Heaven, was cast down by God and He took 1/3 of the Angels in Heaven with Him, Revelation 12:4.

We know that there was no plan in Heaven for saving the fallen Lucifer if He sinned or to save the Angels that followed Him. In 1st Peter Chapter 1 the Apostle Peter is writing about God and His foreknowledge and how God has begotten us again unto a lively hope in Christ Jesus, and how we are kept by the power of God through faith unto salvation in which He greatly rejoices. Then in verse 12 Peter continues “Unto whom it was revealed, that not unto themselves, but unto us they did minister the things, which are now reported unto you by them that have preached the gospel unto you with the Holy Ghost sent down from heaven; which things the angels desire to look into.”  Which thing the Angels desire to look into? This is a statement by the Apostle Peter

that he understood and wrote for our admonition, that there was no plan put into effect to save the Angels if they sinned! 

The Bible shows us that Adam, even though both Adam and Eve sinned against the command of God and ate of the Tree of the knowledge of good and evil, and they disobeyed the word of God, they can still be saved because of the blood that was shed when God made them coats of skin, Genesis 3:21. God had said to Adam  “In the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die” Genesis 2:17.  Did Adam die? Yes! But Adam truly lived only a portion of one day of 930 years before he died. We need to understand that Adam and Eve were living on a Spiritual Plane and at that time One day was 1,000 years long, 2nd Peter 3:8. So Adam did die in the day that he ate of the Tree of the Knowledge of good and evil which God had forbidden.

Paul said in Romans 8:20 “The Creature was made subject to vanity” The Bible does not say that Lucifer was made subject to vanity, but there were temptations all around Him. We may have no answer to why 

Lucifer or Someone or something that is perfect can fall from perfection, but according to Ezekiel, Lucifer was created Perfect, but when God made Adam and Eve and put them in the Garden of Eden, they were made in 
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the likeness and image of God and His Son the Word, Genesis 1:26 “And God said, Let US make man in OUR  Image, after OUR likeness:” In Genesis 5:1 In the generations of Adam we read, “In the day that God created man, in the likeness of God made he him.” 
WHAT IF God changed His manner of Creation because Lucifer had fallen from Perfection, and now He has created or made Man in His likeness and Image, and given man a chance to choose between good and evil? 

When Eve ate from the forbidden fruit and gave to Adam, she had a choice to let the forbidden fruit alone and eat only from the trees that God had indicated, but she chose to eat of the forbidden fruit. 

If we are well read in the Scriptures of the Bible we know that the reason that God immediately put them out of the Garden of Eden after they ate of the forbidden fruit, was because the TREE OF LIFE (which was a type of Jesus) was in the midst of the Garden also, and if they had eaten of the Tree of Life after they had sinned,  and partook of the forbidden tree of the knowledge of good and evil, the whole purpose of this plan of Salvation by the redemption of man through the shed blood of Jesus, would have been in vain, for the Scripture says,  “And the Lord God said, Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live forever:”

Adam and Eve would have lived forever in their sin if they had eaten of the Tree of life after they had eaten of the Tree of the knowledge of good and evil. That was the whole purpose of God to create man in His image and likeness, and to bring man to the state of perfection by their own choice. Lucifer did not have a choice to choose between good and evil, but if Adam and Eve had eaten of the other trees of the Garden and not partaken of the Tree of the knowledge of good and evil, they could have lived forever by the choices that they had willing made.

Both Lucifer and Adam were perfect when God created them but there was a difference. Lucifer was created perfect in all his ways UNTIL iniquity was FOUND in him. We have no knowledge on what brought about the iniquity that was found in Him, or was it there from the beginning of the creation. Was his creation polluted by his desire to become as God, Isaiah 14:12, and how did his state of perfection overcome him? We generally believe that if something is perfect, it cannot be improved upon. In our beliefs then there has to be a better understanding of the state of perfection. Did God realize that Lucifer’s perfection and his failure had to be overcome, and therefore when God created Adam He did it differently? 

In Genesis 2:7 we read “And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.” Adam was formed from the dust of the ground before God breathed the breath of His Own Life into Adam’s nostrils. It was after the breath of life, God’s life, that Adam became a living soul. Adam then became a part of God because of the soul of God that was breathed into him.

The answer to this question IS 1st John 3:9. Lucifer was created perfect but there the difference between God’s creation of Lucifer and the creation of Adam was different. Adam was formed from the dust of the ground in the Likeness and Image of God. But that was not the end of the Likeness and Image of God, for the Scripture says that “The Lord God breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.”
We find no place in the Scripture where Lucifer ever received a soul or a part of God. When God created Lucifer, the Scripture says in Ezekiel 28:14-15 “Thou art the anointed cherub that covereth; and I have set thee so; thou wast upon the holy mountain of God; thou hast walked up and down in the midst of the stones of fire.

15. Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee.” 

Lucifer, according to the Bible, was never given any instructions as to how He was to remain perfect or the end result of what God expected of Him if He failed. Adam on the other hand was given instructions on what He had to do to remain perfect. Adam was to have dominion over all of the things that God had placed at his disposal, but only if he obeyed the instructions of God. Adam failed when his wife Eve listened to the Serpent 
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and was persuaded by Him that “in the day that she ate thereof, then her eyes would be opened, and she would be as gods, knowing good and evil. Was this the truth or a lie? It was the truth, for in Genesis 3:6 we can read the answer to the promise of the Serpent, “And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.

7. And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together, and made themselves aprons.”

Before I close this part of creating perfection, let me quote the Scripture that John wrote in 1st John 3:8,9.  “He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.

9. Whosoever is BORN OF GOD doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.” 

Do we understand that if we are BORN OF GOD we cannot sin after we have come to the state of perfection?

The difference between being born of God and not having a choice between good and evil IS because We OURSELVES WILL chose the way we will go. We have had the experience of choosing the Way of Christ and when OR IF we obtain perfection then we are born of God.

That is why Lucifer, even though the Scripture said, that “he was perfect in all his ways” Lucifer NEVER was a part of God. He had no soul. Lucifer was NEVER BORN OF GOD! God did Not BREATHE his soul life into Lucifer, but God did breath his soul life into Adam, Genesis 2:7. Adam died for he disobeyed the command of God and ate of the Tree of the knowledge of good and evil.
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
