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1st Chronicles 22:5  “And David said, Solomon my son is young and tender, and the house that is to be builded for the Lord must be exceeding magnifical of fame and of glory throughout all countries: I will therefore now make preparations for it. So David prepared abundantly before his death.”

Exceeding Magnifical…This is the only place in the Bible that this explanation is used. God wanted David to let Solomon know that this house that he was to build was to supersede in every way any other place that could be built by the hands of man. It was to be built with the finest of everything and strictly according to the pattern.

When Moses received the instructions to build the tabernacle in the wilderness, God was very emphatic about His plan to Moses to see that Moses understood that it was to be built according to the pattern laid down in the mount, Exodus 25:40 “And look that thou make them after their pattern, which was shewed thee in the mount.”

For over 4,000 years God had dwelt in a tabernacle of cloth or one that was made like God commanded Moses to build. It was a tent, that could be torn down and moved from place to place.

Now Solomon was to build a permanent house where the Lord could dwell. In 2nd Chronicles 2:9 Solomon says “for the house which I am about to build shall be wonderful great.” It certainly was wonderful and great and the Lord was pleased for in 2nd Chronicles 5:13-14, we find that when the people came to dedicate the temple they could not even minister for the glory of the Lord filled the temple, and I quote 13. “It came even to pass, as the trumpeters and singers were as one, to make one sound to be heard in praising and thanking the Lord; and when they lifted up their voices with the trumpets and cymbals and instruments of music, and praised the Lord, saying, For he is good; for his mercy endureth forever: that then the house was filled with a cloud, even the house of the Lord;

14. So that the priests could not stand to minister by reason of the cloud: for the glory of the Lord had filled the house of God.”

This Temple was so great that even before it was built David said, “the work is great: for the place is not for man, but for the Lord God.

2nd Chronicles 7:1 “Now when Solomon had made an end of praying, the fire came down from heaven, and consumed the burnt offering and the sacrifices; and the glory of the Lord filled the house.

2. And the priests could not enter into the house of the Lord, because the glory of the Lord had filled the Lord’s house.”

2nd Chronicles 8:16 Now all the work of Solomon was prepared unto the day of the foundation of the house of the Lord, and until it was finished. So the house of the Lord was perfected. 
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The house of the Lord was PERFECTED. Solomon’s Temple,  was known about by all the countries round about. It was a sight to behold. The glory of the Lord dwelt there and it was known and talked about.

When the Temple was destroyed by Nebuchednezzar, and the people returned from their captivity to rebuild a house for the Lord, the Temple that replaced it was nothing in comparison to the Temple that Solomon had built.

That is why Haggai asked in Haggai 2:3 “Who is left among you that saw this house in her FIRST GLORY? And how do you see it now? Is it not in your eyes in comparison of it as nothing?

The people of the Lord had been in captivity in Babylon for 70 years. Cyrus had given the decree that set them free to return to Jerusalem and rebuild the house of the Lord but now most of the people had grown sloughful in the ways of the Lord even as they had been before their captivity and they were hesitant to do anything about rebuilding the Temple.

They were satisfied to just remain in Babylon and build things of their own but God worked through Cyrus the king of Persia, that He might get the temple rebuilt.

2nd Chronicles 36:22-23 “now in the first year or Cyrus king of Persia, that the word of the Lord spoken by the mouth of Jeremiah might be accomplished, the Lord stirred up the spirit of Cyrus king of Persia, that he made a proclamation throughout all his kingdom, and put it also in writing saying,

23Thus saith Cyrus king of Persia, All kingdoms of the earth hath the Lord God of heaven given me; and he hath charged me to build him an house in Jerusalem, which is in Judah. Who is there among you of all his people? The Lord his God be with him, and let him go up.”

This Temple of Solomon that the Lord stirred up the king of Cyrus to build, had to be Exceeding magnifical, of fame and glory throughout ALL countries: 1st Chronicles 22:5

Wonderful great, 2nd Chronicles 2:9   It was to be Perfected, 2nd Chronicles 8:16, the Stones were to be made ready before they were brought to the place that the Temple was to be built: 

so that there was neither hammer nor axe nor any tool of iron heard in the house while it was in building,  1st Kings 6:7, This is a description of the temple of our bodies that the Lord is building without sound of iron or hammer.

Haggai 1:1-15 Read All     Haggai 2:1 Read All

In the Temple that Solomon built, at the consecration of the Temple there were a hundred and priests sounding with a hundred and twenty trumpets to make ONE sound along with the singers, 2nd Chronicles 5:12-13.

We know that Solomon’s Temple was to be a pattern for the “Living Temple” that we are to become when we are built together for an habitation of God through the Spirit, Eph 2:22

Jesus Himself began this controversy when He said, “Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up.”
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The Jews of that day were like so many of the Christian and ungodly world today. They were and ARE looking for an earthly, man-made temple that the Spirit of God will come to again and dwell in. This is all totally and completely out of line with what all the apostles and Jesus were teaching.

God left the temple made with the hands of man when Jesus “gave up the Ghost” and the veil of the temple was rent in twain.

Jesus was very explicit about the temple and what it was for, for the Bible says, “But he spake of the temple of his body, John 2:21, “When therefore he was risen from the dead, his disciples remembered that he had said this unto them; and they believed the scripture, and the word which Jesus had said.”

At the dedication of Solomon’s Temple 120 priests and the singers sounded with ONE SOUND. That was a MIRACLE in ITSELF, ONE sound?

On the day of Pentecost, 120 were gathered together with ONE ACCORD in prayer and supplication. Now look at Acts 2:1-2 “And when the day of Pentecost and fully come, they were all with ONE ACCORD in ONE PLACE.

2. And suddenly there came a sound FROM HEAVEN as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled ALL THE HOUSE where they were sitting.”

Even as the glory of the Lord filled Solomon’s Temple so that the priests could not minister by reason of God’s Glory that filled the Temple, on the day of Pentecost a rushing mighty wind

filled all the house where the people were sitting. The 120 is significant of “the END of ALL FLESH.”

 The Lord does spectacular things! He wants to catch our attention but we refuse to catch the vision. We cannot seem to equate these two examples. The Lord has a definite purpose in our being able to see the hidden mystery between these two events, the 120 priests that were to make one sound at the dedication of Solomon’s Temple and the glory of God that filled the house where the 120 were sitting, BUT the glory of the Lord also FILLED THE NEW TEMPLES OF THEIR BODIES!

We are so inclined to be like the prophecy in Isaiah that Jesus spoke to his disciples in Matthew 13:1 “By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand: and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive;

15 For this people’s heart is waxed gross and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed, lest at any time they should see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them”.

As I said before, we don’t seem to be able to catch the vision of what the Lord is working out among these temples of our bodies, and Solomon said in Proverbs 29:18 “Where there is no vision the people perish.” The Lord’s people are perishing today because the ministers are not searching the Scriptures and are not preaching the deeper truths of the Word of God.

Many of the ministers of today don’t even want to know the deeper revelations of God, but that 
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does not exclude ANY of the Lord’s people from knowing the truths for ALL are exhorted in

2nd Timothy 2:15 “Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.”

Now we come to this LAST DAY Temple that Jesus, through the Holy Spirit is building, and as we have said so many times before, according to the Bible, our bodies are now the Temple of the Holy Spirit, and the glory of God now abides in them. 1st Corinthians 3:16 “know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you?”

1st Corinthians 6:19 “What know ye not that your body ks the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?

20 For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit which are God’s.”

The Lord is in the process of bringing this temple of our bodies together and when He accomplishes that we will make ONE SOUND. Not many sounds, but ONE SOUND. Isaiah 52:8 “ZION shall see eye to eye.”

ONE BUILDING MADE OF LIVELY STONES (1ST Peter 2:5-10) fitly framed together, and groweth unto an holy temple in the Lord: builded together for AN HABITATION of God through the Spirit, Ephesians 2:21-22.

THIS TEMPLE will have all the wisdom of God having all comprehension of ALL THINGS, Ephesians 3:9-21.

This Temple will be PERFECT with ALL the knowledge of the Son of God. It will not be tossed to and fro and carried about with every wind of doctrine, Eph 4:11-24.

It will have grown up into Christ in all THINGS. Every joint will be fitly joined together and supply it’s part making increase in the body, edifying itself in love.

In Hebrews 3:6 we find Paul writing about the house or the temple of God, and he says, “But Christ as a Son over His OWN house; whose house are we, if we hold fast the confidence and the rejoicing of the hope firm unto the end.”

So we can see that by the example left us by the temple that Solomon built, we are to be a house for an habitation of God through the Spirit, and we are to be filled with the glory of the Lord, even as we read how the glory of the Lord filled the Temple in Solomon’s day.

After all, that temple was to be a pattern for the temple that Christ is in the process of 

Building today. It MUST BE exceeding MAGNIFICAL!  OF FAME! And GLORY And the whole world will be able to look upon this PERFECTED Temple of our bodies and marvel at what God has built together for a HABITATION of His Spirit.
