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A veil is a covering that hides the contents of something behind it from the sight of those on the other side of it. A Vail covered the face of Moses so that the glory of God was shielded from those that He was leading, and I quote, And it came to pass when Moses came down from mount Sinai with the two tables of testimony in Moses’ hand, when he came down from the mount, that Moses wist  not that the skin of his face shone while he talked with him.

30. And when Aaron and all the children of Israel saw Moses, behold, the skin of his face shone; and they were afraid to come nigh him.

31. And Moses called unto them; and Aaron and all the rulers of the congeation returned unto him: and Moses talked with them.

32. And afterward all the children of Israel came nigh: and he gave them in commandment all that the Lord had spoken with him in mount Sinai.

33. And till Moses had done speaking with them, he put a vail on his face.

34. But when Moses went in before the Lord to speak with him, he took the vail off, until he came out. And he came out and spake unto the children of Israel that which he was commanded.

35. And the children of Israel saw the face of Moses, that the skin of Moses’ face shone: and Moses put the vail upon his face again, until he went in to speak with him.” 

Ex 34:29-35. 

In the case of Moses it was the natural eye or our fleshly eye that was shielded from the shekinah glory of God, by a veil, for God said that no man should see Him and live, Exodus 33:20. 

The Word of God is hidden from the natural man, for the things of God cannot be understood, because the things of God are Spiritually discerned, 1st Corinthians 2:14. Knowledge and understanding of Spiritual things are hidden behind the Veil of our fleshly mind.

The greatest treasures of Heaven and Earth were hidden behind a Veil to the natural eye, until Jesus rent the Vail at Calvary, 2nd Corinthians 3: 14, 15 and I quote, “Their minds were blinded: for until this day remaineth the same vail untaken away in the reading of the old testament; which vail is done away in Christ.

15. But even unto this day, when Moses is read, the vail is upon their heart.

16. Nevertheless when it shall turn to the Lord, the vail shall be taken away.”

The Word of God was hidden behind a veil to the children of Israel, but the prophets pointed to the renting of the veil, through Jesus Christ, Isaiah 53. Jesus said in John 9: 39, “For judgment I am come into this world, that they which see not might see; and they which see might be made blind.

40. And some of the Pharisees, which were with him heard these words, and said unto him, Are we blind also?

41. Jesus said unto them, If ye were blind, ye should have no sin: but now ye say, We see; 
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therefore your sin remaineth.”

The Veil is a curtain or darkness, which separates the light from darkness, and ignorance from understanding. When the Veil is removed and we see, then we have no excuse and are classed as a sinner if we don’t heed that which we see. If we fail to see, then we become blind. Jesus was the Veil of flesh that was rent when He gave up His life on Calvary, Matthew 27: 50 “Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up the ghost.

51. And, behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom: and the earth did quake, and the rocks rent:”   

Before the death of Jesus, the veil in the tabernacle shielded the Most Holy Place from the Holy Place, and no one but the High Priest could enter behind the veil for the penalty was death. The High Priest could only enter once a year, and with the blood of bulls or goats He made sacrifice for all the sins of Israel. 

When Jesus died and the veil was rent from top to bottom, the whole world was now allowed to see into the Most Holy Place, in other words, through the sacrifice of Jesus Himself, the Way was now opened so that the whole world had freedom to come into the presence of God without the blood of animals. But because of the Old Testament order, the Jews still had a problem for they could not believe that Jesus was the true Sacrifice. That is why Paul had to speak in Hebrews 10: 19-20 and exhort the people that they were now free to change to the Way of Grace through the Permanent Sacrifice of the blood of Jesus. Hebrews 10: 19 “Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus,

20. By a new and living way which he hath consecrated for us, through the veil, that is to say his flesh:”

Paul was trying to make those that were accustomed to the Old Testament exhortation, (that no man but the High Priest could enter into the Holiest of Holies,) understand that now all were free to enter into  this Most Holy Place through the blood that Jesus shed when He died on Calvary. If we are acquainted with the Scriptures in the Old Testament then we can understand that NO ONE could even come near to this most Sacred Place, closed off by the Vail, if He had a blemish or a running issue in the flesh. 

Leviticus 21:17 “Speak unto Aaron saying, Whosoever he be of thy seed in their generations that hath any blemish, let him not approach to offer the bread of his God.

18 For whosoever man he be that hath a blemish, he shall not approach: a blind man, or a lame, or he that hath a flat nose, or anything superfluous, 

19. Or a man that is brokenfooted, or brokenhanded,

20. Or crookbackt, or dwarf, or that hath a blemish in his eye, or be scurvy, or scabbed, or hath his stones broken;

21. No man that hath a blemish of the seed of Aaron the priest shall come nigh to offer the offerings of the Lord made by fire: he hath a blemish; he shall not come nigh to offer the bread of his God.

22. He shall eat the bread of his God, both of the most holy, and of the holy.

23. Only he shall not go in unto the VAIL, nor come nigh unto the altar, because he hath a blemish; that he profane not my sanctuaries: for I the Lord do sanctify them.

24. And Moses told it unto Aaron, and to his sons, and unto all the children of Israel.”
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Now let us see if we can put this information from Moses to practice, with what Paul wrote in Ephesians Chapters 3, 4, & 5.  The Lord God Almighty is trying to show to His people in this day and time, that He is working to bring into being a Church without SPOT OR WRINKLE.  

Now let us read from Ephesians 4:11. “And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers, 

12. FOR the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:

13. TILL WE ALL COME into the UNITY of the faith, and of the KNOWLEDGE of the Son of God, unto a PERFECT MAN, unto the measure of the stature of the fullness of Chri st

14. That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with everwind of doctrine, by the SLEIGHT of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive;” 

BUT WOULD GOD ALLOW THIS?  ABSOLUTELY! We are to study to show ourselves approved unto God a workman that needs not to be ashamed rightly dividing the Word of Truth, 2nd Timothy 2:15.

Now let us get back to the exhortation of Moses, No man with any blemish could approach the VAIL or offer the bread of God, Leviticus 21:21.

If we do not, as yet, understand the importance of the Word of God through the writings of Moses, let us read from Hebrews 10:19 and still keep in mind that the Law of Moses was so drastic on who should approach the Altar and the Veil, that Paul had to make it very clear that the Law of Moses was now changed into the Law of Grace, and Jesus was the eternal Sacrifice, therefore replacing the sacrifices of the blood of bulls and goats.  

Quoting from Hebrews 10:19 “Having therefore, brethren, BOLDNESS to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus, (not bulls and goats)

20 By a NEW and LIVING WAY, which he hath consecrated for US, through the VEIL, that is to say, HIS FLESH;
21. And having an high priest over the house of God;

22. Let us draw near with a true heart in FULL ASSURANCE of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.

23. Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for he is faithful that promised:)

24. And let us consider one another to provoke unto love and to good works:

25. Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.” 

Now that we have seen the importance of the condition that was required of man under the Old Testament, let us examine the words of Paul in Ephesians 2:14. Paul was trying to help the Gentiles to see this truth. Start with verse # 11 “Wherefore remember, that ye being in time past, Gentiles in the flesh, who are called Uncircumcision by that which is called the Circumcision in the flesh made by hands;

12. That at that time ye were without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope, and without God in the world:

13. But NOW in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off, are made nigh by the blood of 
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Christ.

14. For he is our peace, WHO hath made BOTH ONE, and hath broken down the middle wall of partition BETWEEN US;

15. Having abolished in his flesh the ENMITY, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in HIMSELF of TWAIN, ONE NEW MAN, so making peace.”

In other words Paul is making the Circumcision (the Jew) and the (Gentiles,) the uncircumcision, (those that were not of Israel) both the same.  ONE NEW MAN! 

This is what the whole Bible is about: to make in JESUS HIMSELF of  the TWO, Jew and Gentile alike, ONE NEW MAN. 

But before God could do this, He had to overcome the imperfection of His first man Adam, and the fall of His Most Perfect creation, Lucifer. 

Lucifer had no way to recover from His fall from perfection, (the Angels desire to look into this plan of Salvation) 1 Peter 1:12. But each of us in this day and time, can make a choice between serving the Lord or not, Romans 8:20 “For the creature was made SUBJECT TO VANITY, NOT WILLINGLY, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope,

21. Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.”

The preceding Scriptures make it clear that God has given to His Creature (each of Us) the ability to choose between life and death, good and evil. The natural man is inclined to fulfill the desires of the flesh, but the Spiritual man fights to overcome the desires of the flesh and live in the Spirit of God. The Bible says that the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life, through Jesus Christ our Lord, Romans 6: 23. 

Just because the Children of Israel could not enter into the Most Holy Place behind the veil, did not mean that they were not responsible to God to keep all of His Commandments, and perform all of their other duties. The Holy of Holies was a very blessed place to be, but it was also a place of strict rules that were to be obeyed because of the glory of God that dwelt behind the veil. 

It would be very beneficial to quote the whole chapter of Numbers 4, but it is long and time passes fast, so I’ll just tell you part of what is happening and hope that you will take the time to read it yourselves. Numbers 4:5 and I quote, “When the camp sitteth forward, Aaron shall come, and his sons, and they shall take down the covering Vail, and cover the ark of the testimony with it.” God used different colors of badger skins to cover the things in the Tabernacle, the candlestick, the lamps, the golden snuffers, the instruments of ministry, when they were journeying.

The Veil was very important, for it separated the glory of God from the people, and the Holy Spirit and the Mercy Seat too. This is a perfect example of the threeness of the Godhead. God dwelt in all of His glory, typical of the Father; the Holy Spirit, the fruitful One, was typical of the Mother of all things; and the Mercy Seat upon which the blood was sprinkled for the sins of the people, was typical of Jesus. The High Priest sprinkled the blood upon the Mercy Seat, which was a type of the blood of Jesus that was sprinkled for us.
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So by this time I hope that we can see just why Paul would write in Hebrews that we needed BOLDNESS in order to enter into the Holiest of ALL, by the blood of Jesus. This was certainly a NEW AND LIVING WAY, for had that happened before Jesus died at Calvary, any one that entered into the Holy Place would have died by the power of God. So by the New and Living Way, Jesus consecrated us through the veil, that is to say, HIS FLESH. We should now be able to understand why it was such a dangerous thing to even think about entering behind the Vail before Jesus gave His life for us.

When Jesus died, the Veil of the Temple was rent in twain from top to bottom, and the Most Holy Place was manifested for all the world to see that God no longer dwelt in Temples made with hands. The Apostles and Paul, had a lot of work to do in order to help the people understand that the Old Way of entry into the Holiest of All was now a thing of the past, and only through the blood of Jesus could we enter in.

Hebrews 9:1 “Then verily the first covenant had also ordinances of divine service, and a worldly sanctuary.

2. For there was a tabernacle made; the first, wherein was the candlestick, and the table, and the showbread; which is called the sanctuary.

3. And after the second veil, the tabernacle which is called the Holiest of all;

4. Which had the golden censer, and the ark of the covenant, overlaid round about with gold, wherein was the golden pot that had manna, and Aaron’s rod that budded, and the tables of the covenant;

5. And over it the cherubims of glory shadowing the mercy seat; of which we cannot now speak particularly.

6. Now when these things were thus ordained, the priests went always into the first tabernacle, accomplishing the service of God.

7. But into the second went the high priest alone once very year, not without blood, which he offered for himself, and for the errors of the people:

8. The Holy Ghost this signifying, that the way into the holiest of all was not yet made manifest, while as the first tabernacle was yet standing:

9. Which was a figure for the time then present, in which were offered both gifts and sacrifices, that could not make him that did the service PERFECT, as pertaining to the conscience;”

Paul writes in Hebrews 6: 15, 20 “And so, after he had patiently endured, he obtained the promise.

16. For men verily swear by the greater: and on oath for conformation is to them an end to all strife.

17. Wherein God, willingly more abundantly to show unto the heirs of promise the immutability of his counsel, confirmed it by an oath:

18. That by two immutable things, in which it was impossible for God to lie, we might have a strong consolation, who have fled for refuge to lay hold upon the hope set before us;

19. Which hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and steadfast, and which entereth into that within the veil;
20. Whither the forerunner is for us entered, even Jesus, made an High Priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.”
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THE VEIL shielded the flesh from the Spiritual. Behind the Veil in the Tabernacle in the Wilderness, dwelt God in all of His Glory. No man, except the High Priest, could enter in until the veil was rent when Jesus died at Calvary. 

The most precious and valuable treasures of life are hidden behind a veil. Prospectors spend their lives searching for hidden treasures hidden in the veil of the ground. The world is seeking riches which they cannot see, that is hidden somewhere in the veil of the Earth. Leaders of the nations are searching for peace that is veiled from the nations, etc.  

The greatest search of all time is in progress, people are searching the heavens and their heart, for knowledge, which is hidden behind a veil, and is the greatest treasure of all. It is the way into Heaven and it is hidden behind the veil of flesh, which the Lord Jesus opened for us through the veil of His flesh.  We may wonder why we should recognize the importance of the Vail that Moses was instructed to place in the Tabernacle. This Vail that separated the Holy Place from the Most Holy Place, sometimes referred to as the Holiest of All, signified SEPERATION, and no one but the High Priest could pass beyond the Vail into this Most Sacred Place, and that only once every year, on the Day of Atonement. 

ONE NEW MAN, This is what the whole Bible is about: to make ONE NEW MAN out of those People in the Churches that will commit to complete surrender of the fleshly man into the Spiritual Man that God is working toward. When we fully understand the Plan of Salvation, then we will see that the whole purpose of God IS, that He might bring Man back from his fallen state of sin, into the perfect state of Perfection. As we know, Adam was created PERFECT, but He fell from perfection when He was over-come by the Serpent, the  (Devil) and from that time on to the time in which we are we living now, David says in Psalms 51:5 “Behold, I was shapen in iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me.”

Sin is what we have such a time hard time driving from our bodies today, and yet we hear Paul saying, “Flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God.” 1st Corinthians 15: 50.
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
