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It seems that every Christian Minister as well as the historians that are commenting on other channels, are determined that the End of the Age is upon us.  They refer to it, as the Apocalypse, which is NOT a Bible word. They refer to and keep almost everything in the natural. But when Jesus went out and the disciples came to him to show Him the building of the temple, He began to explain the things that would happen at the end of the Age.

As He spoke to them, He said “See ye not all these things? Verily I say unto you, There shall not be left here one stone upon another, that shall not be thrown down.” 

The disciples asked, “When shall these things be, and what shall be the sign of thy coming and the end of the world?”

Jesus answered and said unto them. “TAKE HEED THAT NO MAN DECEIVE YOU.”

He told them about wars and things that must come to pass, BUT THE END IS NOT YET. There shall be famines, and pestilences, and earthquakes, in divers places. “ALL these are the BEGINNING OF SORROWS.” 

All these are the beginning of sorrows? But the preachers today are preaching that the end of this plan of salvation will be a glorious day for every Christian, and if we believe what is being preached, where do we apply the instructions of Jesus Himself when He advised the disciples that this period of time should be the BEGINNING OF SORROWS?

Many of us today think nothing of putting our own relatives of the flesh before our saved companions, and we never even think about the difference whether our relatives are saved or not, but Jesus said, “Who is my mother? And who are my brethren? And he stretched forth his hand toward his disciples, and said, Behold my mother and my brethren! For whosoever shall do the will of my Father which is in heaven, the SAME is my brethren, and sister, and mother.”   Matthew 12:48-50.

Matthew 10:34-39 “Think not that I am come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword.

35. For I am come to set a man at variance against his father, and the daughter against her mother, and the daughter in law against her mother in law.
36. And a man’s foes shall be they of his own household.
37. He that loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me: and he that loveth son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me.”

These reminders of the Word of God from Jesus, we DONOT like to hear, nor be reminded of. We are like Judah when Isaiah reminded them of their condition in Isaiah 30:8 “Now go, write it before them in a table, and note it in a book, that it may be for the TIME TO COME for ever and ever:

9. That this is a rebellious people, lying children, children that WILL NOT HEAR THE LAW OF THE LORD:
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10. Which say to the seers, See not; and to the prophets, Prophesy not unto us RIGHT THINGS, speak unto us SMOOTH THINGS, prophesy deceits:
11. Get you out of the way, turn aside out of the path, cause the Holy One of Israel to cease from before us.”  

We tend to be like the king of Israel when he wanted to hear nothing but good things, 

1 Kings 22:13 “And the messenger that was gone to call Micaiah spake unto him, saying, Behold now, the words of the prophets DECLARE GOOD unto the king with one mouth: let thy word, I pray thee, be like the word of one of them, and speak that which is good.”

In other words the one that went to get Micaiah gave instructions that the prophesy of Micaiah

should not be any different from the others that had prophesied before him. Micaiah don’t bring confusion nor prophesy anything that will offend. But when we read the whole story, the king of Israel knew Micaiah, and when his prophesy agreed with the prophets before him, the king of Israel said to him, “How many times shall I adjure thee that thou tell me nothing but that which is true in the name of the Lord?” 

The true prophesy from the Lord by Micaiah began and it said: “I saw all Israel scattered upon the hills, as sheep that have not a shepherd:” This was in direct conflict to what the other prophets had prophesied. Often we as children of the Lord, don’t really want to know the things that are hard to overcome in the flesh. 

Sorrows can be sickness or death to those that we love, or changes in the world that we are not accustomed to, destructions of our properties etc. All of these can begin to bring the BEGINNING OF SORROWS. There will be nothing like the sorrow that shall surround us when our freedom is taken away of worshipping the Lord Jesus Christ openly as we are accustomed to in this country of ours. But that is gradually being taken away even as I write.

The laws of our land are changing so rapidly that it is almost impossible to keep up with them. I believe that our greatest fight will be with ISLAM. Today on the news on the Internet it shows our next 42 Cent stamp and it celebrates the Muslim’s holiday, September 2009. 

And what about the Muslim that killed 13 people and wounded 30 yesterday November 5, 2009 on one of the biggest army bases in the world? 

Isaiah said, “For the Lord hath poured out upon you the spirit of deep sleep, and hath closed your eyes:” Then Jesus said, “This people’s heart is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing; and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal them.”

Are we surprised when we read that Jesus said that the time will come that those that kill us will think that they are in the will of God.

Jesus said in John 16:1 “These things have I spoken unto you, that ye should not be offended.

2. They shall put you out of the synagogues: yea, the time cometh, that whosoever killeth you will think that he doeth God service. (Islam believes that they must kill everybody that does 
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not serve the beliefs of Islam.)

3. And these things will they do unto you, because they have not known the Father, nor me.

4. But these things have I told you that when the time shall come, ye MAY REMEMBER that I told you of them. And these things I said not unto you at the beginning, because I was with you.”

Later in this same Chapter of John in verse number 12 Jesus says, “I have YET MANY THINGS TO SAY UNTO YOU, BUT YE CANNOT BEAR THEM NOW.”  And some of the Christians of today cannot accept that this is TRUE, and they think that everything will be all glorious when Jesus comes for His People. THEY TOO cannot bear them NOW. 

Mt 24:4 TAKE HEED THAT NO MAN DECEIVE YOU! 

ALL THESE THINGS MUST COME TO PASS, BUT THE END IS NOT YET! ALL THESE ARE THE BEGINNING OF SORROW, and all that endure to the end, through it all, shall be saved. 

Endure to the End! What does that mean? It means that there are things coming on the earth in the near future that will truly make us wonder, just how much worse can it get. At this time, we really have NO TRIALS, that we cannot endure, but when these other things that Jesus spoke about begin to come our way, we will truly see the BEGINNING OF SORROWS.

But what did he say for us to do? FLEE TO THE MOUNTAINS. Is this a misprint? He that is on the housetop don’t come down to get anything. This sounds serious. Are we expected to take the Lord at His word? Could it be that serious? IF NOT why then did Jesus make a statement like this: “All these are the Beginning of Sorrows. But I thought that the coming of the Lord would be a glorious day.

What will we do if we flee to the mountains? Have we made any preparations? What will we eat? How will we endure without food or sustenance? This instruction from Jesus is serious. I do not believe that they are idle words. Jesus said that the love of many would wax cold, but he that endured unto the end would be saved. Can we ENDURE TO THE END? 

The Day of the Lord will be just as the Scripture as stated. It will be a day of darkness and not light. These are not the only references of this condition being in effect when Jesus comes.

                                         THE DAY OF THE LORD! WHO CAN ABIDE IT?

Amos 5:18 “Woe unto you that desire the day of the Lord! To what end is it for you? The day of the Lord is darkness, and not light.”

What does this statement from Amos mean, should we fear the day of the Lord? It most certainly means that we as Christians must take a more serious look at what we hear from the ministers on television and from our pulpits.

We have been led to believe that all will be joy and gladness, and there will be no suffering of anything to the Christian. But the Word of God is very explicit and there will be sufferings and trials and temptations such as the world has never known or see before, nor ever shall be 
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again.

Matthew 24:21 “For then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since the beginning of the 

world to this time, no nor ever shall be.

22. And except those days should be shortened, there should no flesh be saved: but for the elect’s sake those days shall be shortened.” This IS NOT the period of the Antichrist.

He will send His Angels and they will be separating the sheep from the goats. Earthquakes and catastrophic things involving the elements will be so destructive, and doubts and fears will be grabbing at us from all sides.  

If it were possible even the VERY ELECT would be deceived. But what if we don’t make that Company of the VERY ELECT? How will we stand against all the signs and wonders that Satan’s ministers will be doing?

2 Corinthians 11:12-15 “But what I do, that I will do, that I may cut off occasion from them which desire occasion; that wherein they glory, they may be found even as we.

13. For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ.

14. And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.

15. Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works.”

Matthew 24:24 “For there shall arise false christs, and false prophets, and shall shew great signs and wonders: insomuch that, if it were possible they shall deceive the very elect.”

A large majority of the Christians in the world, are unaware of the truth and they are resting at ease in Zion, not having the faintest notion that it is going to take much understanding and much knowledge in order for us not to be deceived by the spirit of the antichrist that is in the world even today.
