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Why doesn’t the Church World and Christians alike, understand what God requires of each of us if we are able to reach what Paul refers to as PERFECTION?

The New Testament Church and the Christians that are a part of the things that are promised by God for this era of time, cannot leave out the truths and commandments of the Old Testament, for they are our schoolmaster to bring us to Christ, Galatians 3:23-26. 

We know that Paul wrote in Ephesians 4:11-14 “And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers;

12. FOR THE PERFECTING OF THE SAINTS, for the WORK of the ministry, for the EDIFYING of the body of Christ:

13. Till we ALL COME in the unity of the faith, and of the KNOWLEDGE of the Son of God, unto a PERFECT MAN, unto the measure of the STATURE of the FULNESS of Christ:

14. That we HENCEFORTH be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning CRAFTINESS, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; 
15. But speaking the TRUTH in love, may GROW UP into Him in ALL THINGS, which is the head, even Christ.” 

BUT WOULD GOD ALLOW ministers to DECEIVE CHRISTIANS? Would God truly allow one of His sheep to suffer deception? ABSOLUTELY! We are to study to show ourselves approved unto God a workman that needs not to be ashamed rightly dividing the Word of Truth, 2nd Timothy 2:15.

We CANNOT understand what the Perfection of the Church means and entails if we are not aware of, or acquainted with, what God required of the Children of Israel in their worship in the Tabernacle of Old, while they were in the wilderness.

Let me direct your attention to my husband’s writing, Study # 14 entitled the VEIL. In this writing He explains why God is so strict in the writings of Moses, for this is a pattern, pointing to the Bride of Jesus Christ. There can be NO BLEMISHES OF ANY KIND, in Hthe CHURCH OF JESUS CHRIST, or as the Bride of Jesus Christ.
If we are acquainted with the Scriptures in the Old Testament then we can understand that NO ONE with any kind of a blemish, could even come near to this most Sacred Place, which was closed off by the Vail.

With these Scriptures that follow, let us keep in mind that they are a shadow for us to follow, Leviticus 21:17-23 and I quote.  “Speak unto Aaron saying, Whosoever he be of thy seed in their generations that hath any blemish, let him not approach to offer the bread of his God.

18 For whosoever man he be that hath a blemish, he shall not approach: a blind man, or a 
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lame, or he that hath a flat nose, or anything superfluous,

19. Or a man that is brokenfooted, or brokenhanded,

20. Or crookbackt, or a dwarf, or that hath a blemish in his eye, or be scurvy, or scabbed, or            hath his stones broken;

21. No man that hath a blemish of the seed of Aaron the priest shall come nigh to offer the offerings of the Lord made by fire: he hath a blemish; he shall not come nigh to offer the bread of his God.

22. He shall eat the bread of his God, both of the most holy, and of the holy.
23. Only he shall not go in unto the altar, because he hath a blemish; that he profane not my sanctuaries: for I the Lord do sanctify them.”

Today we can’t even imagine how cruel it would be for God to demand that anyone with any of these disabilities not approach the VAIL of the Tabernacle in the wilderness. When we understand the special requirements that God’s Chosen People has to meet in order for them to become One in the family of God, (the Wife of Jesus Christ ) we begin to understand why they are so strict. God NEVER WANTS SIN IN HIS PRESENCE AGAIN. Lucifer was God’s most beautiful creation, and he rose up against God and took 1/3 of the angels of heaven with him when God cast him down, Revelation 12:9 

Most of the Christians today do not read for themselves and they don’t understand that when this plan of salvation comes to an end and the Christians reach heaven, there is still sin around the walls of the City New Jerusalem, Revelation 22: 10 “And he saith unto me, Seal not the sayings of the prophecy of this book: for the He that time is at hand.

11. He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which filthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still.
12. And , behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give to every man according as his work shall be.

13. I am Alpha and Omegas, the beginning and the end, the first and the last.

14. Blessed are they that do his commandments that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city.

15.For without are dogs, and sorcerers, and whoremongers, and murderers, and idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a lie.”

How much time have you that have read this writing, spent time learning about what people of  the world refer to as the hereafter? Have you never considered the statement by Jesus of some that sowed seed and some brought forth a hundredfold, some sixty-fold, some thirty fold fruit? There will be different rewards in heaven, and we shall be judged according to our works. 

The Scripture is very clear that there is still danger of a people in heaven that will be tempted by sin. Those that have conquered all sin while they were still here on earth and have met the qualifications that the one hundred fold meets and overcomes (become perfect) cannot sin 1st John 3:9 They CANNOT SIN because they are fully born of God. They will have no need to fear the temptations of sin that is outside the walls of New Jerusalem, for they have given up all things of the flesh and have come to the state of perfection, here on this earth. Those that were not able to overcome the sins of the flesh, (loved ones, etc) and even the smallest of sins, will not 
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be on the inside of the walls of the City New Jerusalem, so therefore they will be in danger of the sins that are  on the outside of the walls.

These rules that God laid down for Moses and Israel to Follow, would in no wise pass our Church Laws or the Laws of the land today. All of these instructions that God required the Children of Israel to participate in, would be described as DISCRIMINATION. In this generation of time the laws of our land compel us that we make no difference between the holy and the unholy or the clean and the unclean. If one is born with any kind of a disability they cannot be discriminated against. They have equal rights whether they can accomplish the requirements of life or not.

In Leviticus chapter 22, God continues to give directions to Moses about the offerings of himself and of the people and it is made clear that nothing that is not perfect will be accepted, Leviticus 22:20-23.

Consider that the Children of Israel had to keep all of these laws and ordinances while they were still in the land where there was nothing that came easy. They were slaves that had escaped from the land of Egypt with nothing but the some dough-boards etc, and the clothing that they wore and shoes that they had on their feet. 

When I read of all of the garments and things that had the blood of sacrifices on them, I think, Lord how could all of these whites that were to be kept without spot and clean, and the people that had no washing machines or the things that we expect to have to make our lives easy today, yet they obeyed God and kept the garments and coverings clean and without blemish under conditions that we would rebel at; no running water or things that we would find it hard to live without.  

We find it impossible to believe that God can have a people that will come out from among the inhabitants of the world and the churches, and believe that God can and will do exactly what the Apostles have prophesied. God WILL HAVE a People before He returns, that will have given up EVERYTHING and God has said that THIS people will be Perfected. Yes there are those that are still only in the 30,60, or the 90th fold, but the one hundred fold WILL HAVE BECOME PERFECT.

Paul said in 1 Corinthians 7:29 “But this I say brethren, the time is short: it remaineth, that both they that have wives be as though they had none;

30. And they that weep, as though they wept not; and they that rejoice, as though they rejoiced not; and they that buy, as though they possessed not;

31. And they that use this world, as not abusing it: for the fashion of this world passeth away.

32. But I would have you without carefulness. He that is unmarried careth for the things that belong to the Lord, how he may please the Lord:

33. But he that is married careth for the things that are of the world, how he may please his 

Wife.

34. There is a difference also between a wife and a virgin; the unmarried woman careth for the 

things of the Lord, that she may be holy both in body and in spirit: but she that is married

 careth for the things of the world, how she may please her husband.
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Is Paul advocating that if we are married that we are to leave our husband or our wife? God Forbid! He is just using the wife or the husband as an example, and I absolutely believe that there WILL BE a people in that day before the returning of Jesus for His world wide ministry, that will come to perfection. They will be able under the Power of Jesus Christ, to forgive sins, bind spirits, heal the sick and all the things that Jesus promised before He left this world. Will they be perfect? YES!  Their family and their loved ones will be treated just as all of the others around them and they will even answer when asked even as Jesus said when He was advised that His mother and brethren waited outside to speak to Him, WHO IS MY MOTHER AND BRETHREN, they that doeth the will of God, Mark 3:31-35.

IF we expect to be one in that number of Perfection which is a requirement to become one in the Bride of Christ, all other things must be overcome and become secondary. Will we toss our loved ones aside? NO, but the love of Christ and His Work will take precedence over all things. By the time one would reach perfection, their whole life and their walk with the Lord would have to completely change. 

What we need to realize is that we have to come to the place that flesh and blood are no longer coherent with the Spirit of God, for Paul said in 1 Corinthians 15:50 “Flesh and blood CANNOT inherit the kingdom of God.” So IF we are given wholly over to the Spirit of God, our relatives are still dear to us, but Christ will have become FIRST in our lives. Flesh and blood will not longer matter. Those that reach the state of perfection will love ALL PEOPLE even as they love their relatives. Our concern and dedication will be to the Lord Jesus Christ and His plan for a People for His name’s sake. They MUST have become perfect.

If these Scriptures are foreign to us and we cannot understand them, then we need to return to the revelation of ONE NEW MAN which Paul writes about in Ephesians and I quote 2:15 Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in HIMSELF of twain one new man, so making peace;

21. This people have I formed for myself; they shall shew forth my praise." 

                            SO MAKING PEACE? MAKING PEACE? HOW?

What is Paul saying in this writing? Having ABOLISHED IN HIS FLESH THE ENMITY of the flesh. In other words the flesh is our greatest enemy when we are striving to serve the Lord, and we come to the truth of Perfection of the Church. Jesus set aside the commandments contained in ordinances; and that is what broke down the middle wall or the petition of the flesh and of the Spirit OF God to make in HIMSELF OF THE TWO (the flesh and the Spirit,) and become ONE NEW MAN. He got out of the flesh and into the SPIRIT.

Galatians 6: 15 “For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision availeth anything nor uncircum-cision, BUT A NEW CREATURE.”

2nd Corinthians 5: 16-17 “Wherefore henceforth know we no man after the flesh: yea, though we have know Christ after the flesh, yet now henceforth know we him no more.

17. Therefore if any man be in Christ, HE IS A NEW CREATURE: old things are passed

away; behold, all things are become new.” 

A People that have reached the state of a NEW CREATURE, are no longer given over to, nor are they controlled by flesh and blood. They have become FILLED with the Spirit and in

reality have passed from the death of the flesh to ETERNAL LIFE. 

                                          BUT HOW DO WE REACH THIS STATE?

Paul tells us how to accomplish this in 2 Corinthians 5: 14-17 “For the love of Christ constraineth us; because we thus judge, that if one died for all, then were all dead:

15. An that he died for all, that they which live should not henceforth live unto themselves, but unto him which died for them, and rose again.

16. Wherefore henceforth know we no man after the flesh: yea, though we have known Christ after the flesh, yet now henceforth know we him no more.

17. Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; and behold, all thing are become new.”

Paul is trying to explain to us, that there is a state where that even though the love of Christ constrains us, we should grow out of that state where we no longer live to ourselves or for those that we love, but we live for Christ only. That does not mean that we forsake our duties while we are still flesh and blood, but when the NEW CREATURE, the NEW MAN, becomes a reality in our lives, old things pass away, and ALL things become new. Then we can relate to the Scripture in 1st Timothy 5:24 “Some men’s sins are open beforehand, going before to judgment; and some men they follow after.

25. Likewise also the good works of some are manifest beforehand; and they that are otherwise cannot be hid.”

Jesus said in John 14:12 “Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go to my Father.”

The Christian World has been taught that this Scripture means that because there will be many more saints to do the works that Jesus spoke of, that is what Jesus is speaking about. But I believe that He means exactly what He says. Greater works than He did will the Perfected Body do. What that will be, I do not know, but Jesus said, GREATER WORKS THAN HE DID WILL HIS PEOPLE DO, and I believe that He meant what He said.

So, by MUCH Prayer and Obedience and Understanding, and making a COMMITMENT to the Lord, We can do ALL THINGS THROUGH Christ Who constraineth us.

The WORLD both Christians and non-Christians alike, do not believe that this promise can be fulfilled even though God has promised that He can have a NEW CREATURE.

King Solomon writing in Ecclesiastics 1:9 said, “The thing that hath been, it is that which shall be; and that which is done is that which shall be done: and there is no new thing under the sun.”

The Ministers of today are making somewhat of the same statements today as Solomon wrote.

There is no new thing under the sun.

There is no doubt, this declaration of nothing new, made by Solomon, was written by king Solomon after he had allowed his strange wives to turn his heart away from God. God was angry with him because he no longer kept the way that God had commanded him to go 

1 Kings 11:11:9,10.
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Solomon lost his cherished place with God and could not see the future work of the Lord. Isaiah came along about 200 year later and God gave him the revelation of the New Thing that he would do. Isaiah prophesied of the work of the New Thing and saw the coming of Jesus to die for our sins, Isaiah 53.

Jesus brought in the law of the Prophets, and began the New Doctrine that amazed those that heard, for “He taught them as one having authority,” Matthew 7:13-29 Mark 1:23-27 Luke 4:21-32 John 7:37-46.

John 7:46 “Never man spoke like this man.” and when Jesus left His work to the disciples and Apostles, Paul takes up the New Doctrine, which Paul referred to as ONE NEW MAN.

Then if we become a New Man, a NEW CREATURE, we can expect to receive a NEW Name, Revelation 3:12, “Him that over-cometh will I make a pillar in the temple of my God, and he shall go no more our: and I will write upon him my NEW NAME.” Does this white stone become a symbol of engagement?

Revelation 2:17 “He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches: To him that over-cometh will I give to eat of the hidden manna, and will give him a white stone, 

and in the stone a NEW NAME, written which no man knoweth saving he that receiveth it.”  

Revelation 19:13 “And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and His Name is called the WORD of God.” If Jesus IS THE bridegroom WHO IS THIS? (This IS the coming together of Jesus, the Son of man, and God’s Spiritual Son, the WORD. But what does it mean? 

1st John 5:7 “For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one.

8.And there are three that bear witness in earth, the Spirit, and the water, and the blood: and these three agree in one.”

John saw the holy city, New Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a Bride adorned for her husband.” Now let us return to the requirements that the tabernacle of the Old Testament had to observe and compare those requirement to what the Church of Jesus Christ has to do today in order to become One in that number of Perfection.

Leviticus 21:17 “Speak unto Aaron saying, Whosoever he be of thy seed in their generations that hath ANY blemish, let him not APPROACH to offer the bread of his God. 

18. For whatsoever man he be that a BLEMISH, he SHALL NOT approach: a blind man, or lame, or he that hath a flat nose, or ANYTHING superfluous,”

What is God saying here? If Anyone HAD any kind of affliction, whether it was his fault or not, they could not approach the altar to offer his own offering but he could eat the bread of his God, but he could not offer it himself because of his blemish, nor could he come nigh to the veil because he had a blemish. 

It doesn’t make any difference how we feel how unfair this might be, it was the law of God Himself, and what God is showing us here in these Scriptures is how important the Perfecting of the Church is to His plan of salvation.
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God is preparing a SPECIAL PEOPLE, that CANNOT SIN because they have allowed God to help them drive out ALL the sins in their lives. 

Some of the sins that we might see as minor are: impartiality, always being right although we 

cannot see it in us, making excuses for those that are related to us, not keeping our promises, temperate in all things; and many other such like sins that we consider of no consequence. We may not see these as sins but God sees all of our faults and He IS going to have a PERFECT PEOPLE no matter what it costs each one of us, whether we can believe it or not.

       WE MAY FEEL LIKE THIS IS UNREASONABLE THE WAY IS TOO HARD!

Nothing that is worth having comes easy. When anything cost us nothing, we tend not to take care of it as much as we would if it were very expensive. It is true the price that one pays in order to reach the state of perfection will cost even more than we can imagine. 

Jesus said in Matthew 7:13 Enter ye in at the strait gate: for wide is the gate, and broad is the way, that leadeth to destruction, and many there be which go in thereat:

14. BECAUSE strait is the gate, and narrow is the way, which leadeth unto life, and few there be that find it. 

(Strait means a NARROW PASSAGE WAY, A POSITION OF DIFFICULTY) 

Luke 13:24 “STRIVE to enter in at the strait gate: for many, I say unto you, will seek to enter in, and shall not be able.

When once the master of the house is risen up, and hath shut to the door and ye begin to stand without, and to knock at the door, saying, Lord, Lord, open unto us; and he shall answer and say unto you, I  know you not whence ye are:

26. Then shall ye begin to say We have eaten and drunk in thy presence, and thou hast taught in our streets.

27. But he shall say. I tell you, I know you not whence ye are; depart from me, all ye workers of iniquity.

27. There shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth.”

2nd Kings 6:1 And the sons of the prophets said unto Elisha, Behold now, the place where we

dwell with thee is too strait for us. 

Elisha was a great prophet of God. He poured water on the hands of Elijah. He had the audacity when Elijah asked him before Elijah was taken up in a whirlwind, “Ask what I shall do for thee, before I be taken away from thee. And Elisha said, I pray thee, let a double portion of thy spirit be upon me.

And he said, Thou hast asked a hard thing: nevertheless, if thou see me when I am taken from thee, it shall be so unto thee; but if not, it shall not be so.

And it came to pass, as they still went on, and talked, that behold, there appeared a chariot of fire, and horses of fire, and parted them both asunder; and Elijah went up by a whirlwind into heaven.

And Elisha saw it, and he cried, My father, my father, the chariot of Israel, and horsesmen thereof. And he saw him no more: and he took hold of his own clothes, and rent them in two pieces.
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He took up the mantle of Elijah that fell from him and went back, and stood by the bank of Jordan;

And he took the mantle of Elijah that fell from him, and smote the waters, and said, Where is the Lord God of Elijah? And when he also had smitten the waters, they parted hither and 

thither: and Elisha went over.”

As soon as Elisha went back to where he was known, his temptations of doubt started when the thing that he had asked for began to come to pass. Children mocked him; men questioned him, etc. It was a hard thing, but he persevered and believed God anyway and God met him. 

I have just written a HARD THING FOR PEOPLE TO UNDERSTAND. BUT I KNOW WHAT THE BIBLE SAYS. IT IS HARD THING FOR PEOPLE TO PERCEIVE, A HARD THING FOR THEM TO UNDERSTAND. IT TAKES HOURS AND HOURS OF STUDY AND READING. MOST WILL PROBABLY NEVER UNDERSTAND THE FULNESS OF THIS THEME “PERFECTION” BUT GOD WILL HAVE A PEOPLE THAT CANNOT SIN,

BECAUSE, THEY ARE BORN OF GOD,  1st John 3:9.
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
