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God’s People today have Giants in their lives that they think that they cannot defeat. But they’ve got to realize that they don’t have to face their trials alone. I’m reminded of David and Goliath, 1 Samuel 17:26-58. David was the youngest son of Jesse. He was actually a shepherd boy, for those of you who don’t know what a shepherd is, It’s someone who takes care of sheep.

Now David hears the Giant defy the Lord and challenges Israel to go out to fight him. After David hears Goliath defy Israel and God, he goes up to the Giant to fight him. Goliath looks at David and laughs at him. The Giants that come our way would laugh at us like “What?” are you crazy enough to stand up to me?” But with God we can overcome those Giants in our lives.

Jesus says in Matthew 12:20 “A bruised reed shall he not break, and smoking flax shall he not quench, ‘till he send forth judgment unto victory.” What the Lord was talking about was all the things that he was going to endure before his death.

In the Old Testament there are countless prophecies over him 1st John 5:4  “For whosoever is born of God overcometh the world, even our faith.” 

Satan will try anything to get us to lose the victory, but he knows that there’s nothing that God doesn’t know

And that God can handle. He’ll try every trick in the Book to get us to doubt the things that God can do for us, and that makes him furious.

When Jesus died, He destroyed the works of the Devil. I’m reminded of a couple of Scriptures, the first one is

Found in 1st Chronicles 29:11. David is blessing the Lord, “Thine O Lord is the greatness, and the power, and the glory, and the victory, and the Majesty. For all that is in heaven and in the earth is thine. 

Thine is the kingdom, O Lord, and thou art exalted as head above all.”

The other Scripture is in Psalms 98:1 “Sing unto the Lord a new song, for he hath done marvelous things. His

right hand and his holy arm, hath gotten him the victory.”

We can’t get the victory WITHOUT GOD, BUT WITH GOD WE CAN HAVE THE VICTORY.
