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How important is our name? When people speak of us, is it with positive things or is it with negative things? Do we act one way when we are around other people, and another way when we are at home?

Do our family members see us in a different light than people outside our family? Do we treat people outside our family better than we treat our own family?

These are questions that we all need to consider. Proverbs 22:1 says “A good name is rather to be chosen than great riches, and loving favor rather than silver and gold.”

How will we be remembered when we are gone? Honesty and integrity are a very important part of a Christian’s life. How we treat people also is of great importance. It is very easy to be good to people who are good to us. But how do we respond to those who are not good to us, and are not very likeable?

Matthew 6:44 says, “But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you and despitefully use you, and persecute you.”
This is not always easy, but it’s the Word of God. The Lord knows and sees our actions. We are no surprise to Him.

If we are going to be soul winners we must consider all these things. People are drawn to those who let their light shine, not to people that have a bad attitude and they let it be seen. Who would want to talk to that person?

These are just some things to think about. If we want to help people and be a blessing and be used of God, then we will work on making our name a good name, that God may be glorified through us.
