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          All Scriptures are quoted from the KJV or are used for reference from the KJV.

The last six weeks or 2 months I have been trying to find the words to help us understand why, and the cost of, God sending His Son into the world. We need to read from 1 John 3:8 and hear the Apostle John saying, “He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. FOR THIS PURPOSE THE SON OF GOD WAS MANIFESTED, THAT HE MIGHT DESTROY THE WORKS OF THE DEVIL.” This information is only words on a piece of paper until we begin to open our understanding to the meaning of ITS’ fullness.

                   Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin!

The following verses 1ST John 3:9-10 reads as follows “Whosoever is born of God, doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.

10. In this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil: whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God.”

We have to understand the process of the incoming of the fullness of God, and realize that the incoming of the fullness of God is to drive out all sin from the natural body. He that is born of God, DOTH NOT commit sin. This brings us to the 100 fold.

Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin!  This may sound simple but for a Christian to become fully born of God, it requires more than just the incoming of the New Birth. It is a steady progression of receiving the fullness of the Spirit of God. How do we receive the fullness of the Spirit of God? We have to realize that becoming born of the Spirit of God takes an over-whelming and burning desire to burn out the dross of our natural lives, and to let the Lord help us to change from the natural life of flesh and blood into the Spiritual realm of the heavenly creature that He has purposed for those that will pay the price and will become, THE MANIFESTED SONS OF GOD. 

We start with the New Birth, and then we progress with the promise that Jesus left us before He ascended into heaven, and I quote from Acts 1:1-11, “The former treatise have I made, O Theophilus, of all that Jesus began to do and teach,

2. Until the day in which he was taken up, after that he through the Holy Ghost had given commandments unto the apostles whom he had chosen:

3. To whom also he shewed himself alive after his passion by many infallible proofs, being seen of them forty days, and speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God: 

4. And being assembled together with them, commanded them that they should not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the Father, which saith he, ye have heard of me.

5 For John truly baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence.

6. When they therefore were come together, they asked of him, saying, Lord, wilt thou at this time restore again the kingdom to Israel?

7. And he said unto them, It is not for you to know the times or the seasons, which the Father 

hath put in his own power.
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8. But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be 

Witnesses unto to me both in Judea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.

9.And when he had spoken these things, while they beheld, he was taken up; and a cloud received him out of their sight.

10 And while they looked stedfastly toward heaven as he went up, behold, two men stood by them in white apparel:

11. Which also said, Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up into heaven? This same Jesus, which is taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye have see him go into heaven.”

As we can see in the 6th verse, the Disciples’ minds were on the natural things of the earth. They asked if Jesus would restore the kingdom to Israel when He came again. Jesus immediately answered, “It is not for you to know the times or the season, which the Father hath put in his own power.” Jesus was trying to make them aware what they must do as they waited for His return. It had nothing to do with the natural things of the earth and of the kingdom being returned to Israel, but it had everything to do with how they must wait for the promise of the Father, and what was to be required of those that followed His instructions. 

In Matthew 24:49 Jesus gave instructions to His disciples with this message. “Behold I send this promise of my Father upon you: but tarry ye in the city of Jerusalem until ye be endued with power from on high.”

POWER: not the power that we have in ourselves but the fullness of the Power of God Himself, that’s what it takes to over come the Devil. Jesus said, “Ye shall receive Power after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you:” There has been a total misunderstanding in most of the churches since the day of Pentecost. The majority of the Churches believe that the promise that Jesus made was for the Disciples only, but Peter said in Acts 2:39 “For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God shall call.”

The difference in the understanding of how we receive the promise of the Holy Ghost has

created a division in the churches. I don’t see how this misunderstanding can be. In Acts 10:44 the Scripture says, “While Peter yet spake, these words, the Holy Ghost fell on them which heard the word.

45. And they of the circumcision which believed, were astonished, as many as came with Peter, because that on the Gentiles also was poured out the gift of the Holy Ghost 

46. For they heard them speak with tongues, and magnify God.”

Acts 19:6 “And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy Ghost came on them; and they spake with tongues, and prophesied.” 

How can anyone believe that we can have this wonderful GIFT of the Holy Ghost and not speak with tongues as the initial evidence? Now let me say this! How do we speak to God with groanings that cannot be uttered without the Gift of the Holy Ghost and speaking in tongues? The Bible says that we know not what to pray for as we ought, but the Spirit also maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered, Romans 8:26. 

Reading now from Romans 8: 1-27. “There is therefore now no condemnation to them which 
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are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.

2. For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and 

death.

3. For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own 

Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh:
4. That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.

5. For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit.

6. For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.

7. Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God 

neither indeed can be.

8. So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God. 

9. But ye are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God DWELL in you. 

Now, if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is NONE of his.

10. And if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life because of righteousness.

Paul goes on to explain the difference in our living in the Spirit and our living in the flesh. He speaks of our being debtors not to the flesh but to the Spirit. Then in verse 8:17 Paul writes that if we accomplish these things we are then heirs of God and joint heirs with Jesus Christ. 

In verse 19 Paul writes of the earnest expectation of the creature (the saved) waiting for the manifestation of the sons of God.

20 “For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope,

21. Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.”

Paul even writes that the creature (the whole creation) was made subject to vanity  (Sin) not because they wanted to be subject to sin, but they had no choice, and God hoped that the creature would live their lives subject to His law and understanding and love. Adam and Eve had a choice to eat of the fruit of the Tree of Life or to eat of the Tree of the knowledge of good and evil. They chose the Tree of sin. The Creature that Paul mentions in Romans 8:20, 21 had no choice, they were made SUBJECT TO VANITY, and God planned a way that by their own choice they could be redeemed.

NO I AM NOT MORMON OR BRITISH ISRAEL!

David writes in Psalms 82:6 “I have said, Ye are gods:” Jesus refers to this same Scripture in John 10:34,“Is it not written in your law, I said, Ye are gods?”

I have written on this subject several times in the past, but now I want to take the notes from all of my writings and put them all together on the Website, possibly in several studies.

1st Corinthians 6:2 “Do ye not know that the saints shall judge the world and if the 
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world be judged by you, are ye unworthy to judge the smallest matters?

3. Know ye not that we shall judge angels?

Does the Church World today, really believe that the saints are qualified at this time, to judge angels? 
The statement that David writes is: “I HAVE SAID, YE ARE gods,” but this subject has not been studied with a lot of understanding. The beginning of the way into the 100 fold is the POWER that comes through the baptism of the Holy Ghost that helps us to pray for things that bring a groaning which cannot be uttered.

When Jesus was on the Cross His language went to a language that God His Father under-stood. E li E li lama sa bach tha ni? That is to say my God, my God why hast thou forsaken me?

Along with the Subject, I Have Said, Ye Are gods, John writes in 1 John 3:9 “WHOSOEVER IS BORN OF GOD DOTH NOT COMMIT SIN” and God’s People will have to become BORN OF GOD before they can really meet the qualifications of I HAVE SAID YE ARE gods. How much do we understand of this statement by John? We have spent many messages on the dangers of sin that was found in Lucifer. Let me refresh our mind. Ezekiel 28:2 “Thus saith the Lord God: Because thine heart is lifted up, and thou hast said, I am a God, I sit in the seat of God in the midst of the seas; yet thou art a man, and NOT God, though thou set thine heart as the heart of God:”

Are we beginning to get the picture of “I have said, Ye are gods?” Lucifer was not satisfied with the position He had as an Arch Angel in heaven. He wanted to be like the most High, Isaiah 14:14. This is I believe, the reason for the statement by David, “I have said, Ye are gods.” Heaven could never be the same after Lucifer was cast down, as it was before sin was found in Lucifer, for now there was dissatisfaction in the midst of heaven. It is clear that a portion of the Angels were discontent for 1/3 of them left their first estate Jude 6, and were cast down with Lucifer, Revelation 12:4.

After the fall of Lucifer God with His Son, the WORD, (1 John 5:7) formed a plan that COULD bring forth a people with the fruits of 100 fold, that would become a part of the Godhead, and therefore would be ABOVE the Angels that were still an intimate part of heaven. 

How did this come about? When Jesus was born the Scripture says that He was made a little lower than the angels; Hebrews 2: 7 “Thou madest him a little lower than the angels; thou crownest him with glory and honour, and didst set him over the works of thy hands:

8. Thou has put all things in subjection under his feet. For in that he put all in subjection under him, he left nothing that is not put under him. But now we see not yet all things put 

under him.

9. But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man.”

God made Jesus a little lower than the angels and brought Him to perfection by a different 
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way. Jesus WAS NOT created, HE WAS born by the overshadowing of the Holy Spirit of God. Jesus was born of flesh and blood just as the Creature was. Jesus suffered every trial, temptation and hardship that was put upon Him and that without sin. That is exactly what 

God is working for with a people in this Last Day, that He can bring to understanding that 

the prize of the High Calling of God in Christ Jesus is available for each one of his people to obtain this High Calling of God, which will be the same way that Jesus obtained it through the fullness of the Godhead Bodily that dwelt in Him.

Through the 44 years that I have been a pastor, I have learned many things. I have listened for years to those that preached the Gospel proclaim that “Jesus could come at any moment, and all that were saved would be caught up to meet Him in the air.” They refer to the Scripture in 1st Corinthians 15:51 and I quote. “ Behold I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed,

53 In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the LAST TRUMP: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.

53. For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality.”  

In order to get the proper setting of these Scriptures, we need to start at verse 15: 37 “And that which thou sowest, thou sowest not that body that shall be, but bare grain, it may chance of wheat, or of some other grain:

38. But God giveth it a body as it hath pleased him, and to every seed his own body.

39. All flesh is not the same flesh: but there is one kind of flesh of men, another flesh of beasts, another of fishes, and another of birds.

40. There are also celestial bodies, and bodies terrestrial: but the glory of the celestial is one, and the glory of the terrestrial is another.

41. There is one glory of the sun, and another glory of the moon, and another glory of the stars: for one star differeth from another star in glory.

42. So also is the resurrection of the dead. It is sown in corruption; it is raised in  incorrupt-tion.

43. It is sown in dishonor; it is raised in glory: it is sown in weakness; it is raised in power:

44. It is sown a natural body; it is raised a spiritual body. There is a natural body, and there is a spiritual body.

45. And so it is written, The first man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam was made a quickening spirit.

46. Howbeit that was not first which is spiritual, but that which is natural; and afterward that which is spiritual.

47. The first man is of the earth, earthy: the second man is the Lord from heaven.

48. As is the earthy, such are they also that are earthy: and as is heavenly, such is heavenly, such are they also that are heavenly.

49 And as we have borne the image of the earthy, we shall also bear the image of the heavenly.

50.Now this I say brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.

51. Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed,

52. In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump; for the trumpet shall sound, 

and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and shall be changed.

53. For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality.
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54. So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written, Death where is thy sting? 

O grave, where is thy victory?

Paul is plainly speaking of the body of flesh and blood that will be changed in a moment in the 

twinkling of an eye, for he speaks of  different kinds of grain, and this body that at that moment will be changed from flesh and blood and corruption into the incorruptible body. Then he says that God gives this body a body that will please Him. He says that all flesh is NOT THE SAME. Every seed will have Its’ own body.

At this period of time the body will be changed from flesh and blood into a spiritual body. Those that made only the 30, 60, etc fold will be raised along with the 100 fold, but they will not receive the same qualifications, 15:41. “There is one glory of the sun, and another glory of the moon, and another glory of the stars: for one star differeth from another star in glory.”

Those that did not make it to a perfect state, before they were resurrected, will remain in their unperfected state when they are translated into Heaven. The 100 fold will be changed from flesh and blood into the body Celestial at the last trump. The 100 fold (Perfected state)

will be placed inside the City New Jerusalem with walls around the City, for they are part of the Family of God, The Bride of Jesus Christ. 

Those that did not make the 100 fold while they were here on the earth, will have to become one that is on the outside of the walls of the City Foursquare and come through the gates into the City once every month to partake of the Tree of Life, This is the Same Tree of Life that was in the Garden of Eden on the Earth, Revelation 22:14,15.
