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1 Corinthians 6:16 “And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? For ye are the temple of the living God;”

From the beginning of the Creation of Man, God had desired to have a relationship with His Creation Adam and Eve. Lucifer, God’s most beautiful and perfect Creation, had been cast out of Heaven by God, and now God has planned a Way to give His New Creation Adam and Eve, a choice between good and evil. God did not have a plan in place to restore the Angels in Heaven if they sinned. Peter makes this known in 1 Peter 1:12 when He says that the angels desire to look into this plan of God for the redemption of Man.

In Genesis 1:26, God speaking to His Son the Word, says “Let US make man in OUR image, after OUR likeness:” And we learn through information contained in the next couple of chapters of Genesis that God performed that task.

Adam and Eve had been given permission to partake of all the trees of the Garden, except for the one tree, The Tree of the Knowledge of Good and evil. At some period of time later, God walked in the Garden of Eden in the cool of the day. Adam heard the voice of God saying, “Where art thou?” God found that Adam and Eve had disobeyed His instructions, and had eaten of the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil.

The Serpent through subtleness, had overcome Eve by using only a partial truth, and of course we know the end result, God put them out of the Garden, Genesis 3:22-23 “And the Lord God said, Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live forever:

Therefore the Lord God sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the ground from whence he was taken.”

God then put into effect a plan that had been planned with His Son. The plan provided a WAY for His New Creature to be brought back from his fall into sin, to a state of perfection: which God brought about by the shedding of the blood of animals under the Law of Moses, until Jesus came and shed His blood at the Cross of Calvary and became our eternal sacrifice. Adam and Eve were given a choice to follow good or evil, and because they partook of the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil, they chose the curse of sin, and the way of evil.

Paul writing in Romans 8:20-21 says, “For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope,

21. Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.” These Scriptures show that God knew that Adam and Eve would sin, and therefore He provided a plan for them to be brought back to 
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a perfected state. God gives each of us an option to choose between good and evil. There was no such plan for Lucifer or the other angels in Heaven to be redeemed from their sins.

Through the Ages of time since man was created, God has desired to have a place   for His NAME to dwell. In Exodus 25, Moses was given instructions to build a place for the presence of God. That was called the Tabernacle in the Wilderness, and was a portable building made of the skins of animals: actually it was a tent that could be taken down and moved from place to place as Israel journeyed on to their destination of the Promised Land.

The tent affair was divided into two sections, the Holy Place and the Most Holy Place, or the Holy of Holies. The Holy Place was twice as large as the Holy of Holies. The Most Holy Place was where God dwelt in all of His shekinah glory, behind a veil that shielded His glory from all flesh, for the Scripture says “for there shall no man see me and live, Exodus 33:20.

The High Priest went into the Most Holy Place once a year, with the blood of animals, and sprinkled the blood on the Altar for the sins of the people. My subject is not the Tabernacle or the High Priest, but for some who might not understand, I almost have to enlarge on the Tabernacle somewhat. Of course we know that the blood that was sprinkled by the High Priest on the Altar for the sins of the people, was a type of the blood that Jesus shed for us.

Behind the veil in the Tabernacle where God dwelt in all of His glory, there was the Ark of the Covenant, it was made of acacia wood and overlaid with pure gold. Overshadowing the Ark of the Covenant were two Cherubims with their wings spread apart and looking down on the Ark. The Ark of the Covenant is typical of many things but I cannot take the time in this writing to reveal them now.

God dwelt behind the veil in the Most Holy Place because His glory could not be shown to anyone in the flesh. Hebrews 12:24, and Deuteronomy 4:24 says, “God is a consuming fire.” Man cannot look on the glory of the Lord because we would be consumed. 1 Timothy 6:16 says and I quote, “Who only hath immortality, dwelling in a light which no man can approach unto: whom no man hath see, nor can see:”

In the days of Moses the Most Holy Place was where God dwelt, but later He desired a permanent place for His presence and His name to dwell. And now back to my original subject, The Temple of the Living God.

Under the leadership of Moses, God brought about the 10 Commandments and the instructions of what He wanted to accomplish through man. After giving Moses the pattern to build the Tabernacle and Its contents, God said, “And let them make me a sanctuary: that I may dwell AMONG them.” In Exodus 25:6, and again in Exodus 29:43 Moses writes, “There I will meet with the children of Israel, and the tabernacle shall be sanctified by my glory.

44. And I will sanctify the tabernacle of the congregation, and the altar: I will sanctify also both Aaron and his sons, to minister to me in the priest’s office.
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45. And I will dwell among the children of Israel, and will be their God.”

After the children of Israel crossed the Jordan and continued on in their journey, and because the Tabernacle of the Congregation, was made of tents that were taken apart and moved as they journeyed, the Lord was concerned about a permanent place for His name to dwell. Deuteronomy 12:11 “There shall be a place which the Lord your God shall choose to cause his name to dwell there.”
                               GOD’S NAME IS GIVEN A PLACE TO DWELL

David was a man after God’s own heart, and David wanted to build a house for the Lord, but God had told him that because he was a man of war, he couldn’t build God a house, 1 Chronicles 22:8-9. God chose the Son of David, Solomon, to build a house for the Lord, and a place for God’s name to dwell, 1 Kings 5:3-5. David was concerned about the building of the Temple, and David Himself prepared many things for the building of the Temple. David’s concern for Solomon was because Solomon was young, and in 1st Chronicles 22:5 we read of David saying, “Solomon my son is young and tender, and the house that is to be builded for the Lord must be exceeding MAGNIFICAL, of FAME and of GLORY throughout ALL COUNTRIES: I will therefore now make preparation for it.” So David prepared abundantly before his death.

In the eighth chapter of 1 Kings we read about the dedication of the Temple of Solomon, and in verse 27 we hear Solomon as He prayed, telling the Lord that there was no building that would hold God’s glory, and I quote, “But will God indeed dwell on the earth? Behold, the heaven of heavens cannot contain thee; how much less this house that I have builded.” 

Solomon had built this beautiful Temple, and He recognized that there was nothing anywhere that could hold the presence and glory of the Lord God Almighty. In 1 Kings 8:29 Solomon says, “Thou hast said my NAME shall be there.”
The journeying of the children of Israel was over. This Temple built by king Solomon was to be a permanent place for God to dwell. Because the journeying of Israel was over, the Ark of the Covenant had nothing inside except “the tables of stone.” There was no need for the manna, or Aaron’s rod that budded, to be left inside the Ark. Jesus was to become the BREAD OF LIFE, so the manna was not needed anymore, and Aaron’s Rod that budded was not left in the Ark either because the Holy Spirit was going to be sent to dwell inside of us. Of course this could not happen until Jesus came and died for our sins. The 2 tables of stone were still significant of the written word of God, so they were left inside the Ark.

The most beautiful Temple that was ever made by hands, (Solomon’s Temple) finally was completed and God now had a permanent place for His NAME to dwell. This Temple would be magnificent and known about all over the world.

When we are familiar with the Word of God, we know that the Scripture is very clear that the Jews were disobedient from the days that Moses led them out of Egypt. They were stiff-necked and full of unbelief. Exodus 32: 9 & 33:3, they did not, or could not, recognize that 
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the manna that fell on the ground as they journeyed, was a type of the Son of man made flesh, John 1:14, and when Jesus their Messiah came, they rejected the law of Moses and they rejected Jesus too.

Solomon’s Temple was destroyed by Nebuchadnezzar, in approximately 587 BC when he took the JEWS (not Israel) into the 70 years of captivity, 2 Chronicles 36: 19-21. When the Temple of Solomon was destroyed, now once again God had no place for His name to dwell.
When the 70 years of the Jews’ captivity were expired in 538 BC, some of the old men along with Ezra and Nehemiah, and some of the elders and scribes, returned to Jerusalem to build another Temple. When the foundations of that Temple were laid, some of the ancient men that had lived before the siege of Jerusalem, and had seen the Temple of Solomon in all of Its’ glory, now saw the foundations of this new Temple laid before their eyes, they wept with a loud voice: and many shouted aloud for joy, Ezra 3:12.

The Jews continued to reject the Word of the Lord, and Haggai writes, “Ye have sown much, and bring in little; ye eat, but you have not enough: ye drink but ye are not filled with drink; he that earneth wages earneth wages to put it into a bag with holes.” Haggai 1:6.So they backslid farther and farther from God and according to Romans 10, they were cut off that the plan of God might be fulfilled, and the Gentiles were grafted in. The Jews can still be a part of this Salvation but they must come through the shed blood of Christ.

God had prophesied this prophecy by Moses, long before Paul wrote of it. Deuteronomy 32:21 “They have moved me to jealousy with that which is not God: they have provoked me to anger with their vanities: and I will move them to jealousy with those which are not a people; I will provoke them to anger with a foolish nation.” Isaiah 65:1-2, & Romans 10:19.

When Solomon’s Temple was destroyed, God now once again had no place that He desired to place His NAME. Jesus came and now the next phase of the plan of God went into effect.

Jesus began to let the people know that the Law of Moses was being replaced with the Law of Grace (not destroyed but replaced). Jesus said, “Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy but to fulfill.”  Matthew 5: 17.

In Luke 16:16 Jesus says, and I quote, “The law and the prophets were until John: since that time the kingdom of God is preached, and every man presseth into it.”

How do we press into the Spirit of God? This happens when we are born again of His Spirit, and the Lord comes into the inside of us to DWELL. Through this understanding of the Word of God, we recognize that now the Lord has a place inside us for His NAME to DWELL. Jesus speaking in John 6:10-11 “The Spirit of Truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not: neither know him: for he DWELLETH WITH YOU and SHALL BE IN YOU.”
Romans 8:10-11 “If Christ be in you the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life 

because of righteousness;
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11. But if the Spirit of him (God) that raised up Jesus from the dead DWELL IN YOU, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that DWELLETH IN YOU.”

I am coming to a point here. It is a revelation that is made clear by Paul. God no longer dwells in Temples made with hands. 2 Corinthians 6:16, “Ye are the TEMPLE of the living God: as God hath said, I will DWELL in them, and WALK  in them: and I will be their God, and they shall be my people.”

Paul says again in 1 Corinthians 3:16 “Know ye not that YE ARE THE TEMPLE OF GOD, and the Spirit of God DWELLETH IN YOU?

17 If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy, for the temple of God is holy, which TEMPLE YE ARE.”

Paul knows that this statement is questionable with those that are present, for he continues with verse 18 “Let no man deceive himself. If any man among you seemeth to be wise in this world, let him become a fool, that he may be wise.”

This is a hard saying to the people. They do not understand how God can DWELL inside them. Paul continues in verse 10, “For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God. For it is written, He taketh the wise in their own craftiness.”

Jesus said, “Destroy this temple and in three days I will raise it up.” But he spoke of the temple of his body,  John 2: 19.  God has not DWELT in temples that have been made with hands since Jesus died. God DWELLS in our BODIES 24 hours a day, and when we come together in a Church or anywhere else, we bring the Temple of God with us. Solomon spoke of the house that he was building for God to dwell in, and he said, “The house when it was in building, was built of stones made ready BEFORE it was brought hither: So there was neither hammer nor axe nor any tool of iron heard in the house.” I Kings 6:7. Another Scripture that comes to mind, is Moses writing that the altar was to be made of WHOLE STONES, and no iron tool was to be used, Deuteronomy 27:5. 

The Temple that Solomon built for God’s Name to dwell, was built without the sound of hammer or using any tool made by hands. All of the stones were shaped to fit together at the quarry or before they were put into the Temple. This shows the pattern that God is using in His building of the Body of Christ. This Temple made up of the bodies of the 100 fold Christians of God, is now being constructed into a building of many Members that will come together without spot or wrinkle. Jesus is the Chief Cornerstone of this Building of Lively Stones. Jesus Who is the Chief Cornerstone, that was disallowed by men, but Chosen of God, will become the Head of this Spiritual House, 1 Peter 2:4,5.  

This then, is the pattern for the Temple of God that is in the process of building. There is no need for a stone that is broken or for a hammer of iron, because this Temple that God is building will be made of fleshly bodies of the perfected Saints.
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The temples that were made by the hands of man were a failure, but they were a pattern for the Temple that God is in the process of building, in this day and Age. God will not DWELL in any more temples that are made of material things, for God has made it very clear that He will NOT DWELL IN Temples that are made by hands.

We know that Jesus is the Chief Corner Stone in the Temple that the Lord is building, which will be composed of LIVELY STONES. They are not to be broken; they are to be WHOLE, I Peter 2:4-5 “To whom coming, as unto a living stone, disallowed indeed of men, 

but chosen of God, and precious.

5. Ye ALSO AS LIVELY STONES, are built up a SPIRITUAL HOUSE, an holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesus Christ.”

                                                   GOD’S SPIRITUAL HOUSE

We need to understand that God was always planning to have a place for the HABITATION of His Spirit and Moses writes in Exodus 15: 2, “The Lord is my strength and song, and he is become my salvation: he is my God, and I will prepare him an habitation.”

Alright now we get the setting:

God told Moses that He was to have a sanctuary that He could dwell among His people, Exodus 25:8.

2. He wanted a place to put His NAME there, 1 Kings 8:29.

3. He wants a place for His Spirit to dwell (IN US). “The Lord dwelleth not in temples made by hands.” 1 Corinthians 1: 3:16.

Acts 7:48 “The most High dwelleth not in temples made with hands: as saith the prophet.”

4. Isaiah 66:1 The heaven is my throne, and the earth is my footstool: where is the house that ye build unto me? And where is the place of my rest?

1 Kings 8:27 “But will God indeed dwell on the earth? Behold, the heaven and heaven of heavens cannot contain thee; how much less this house that I have built?” 
Man cannot build a house that is large enough for Almighty God, but God has been in the process of building His Own House (SPIRITUAL HOUSE), and it will be made out of His people, a Body of MANY MEMBERS, 1 Corinthians 12 & Ephesians 2:19-22 and I quote. “Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellow citizens with the saints, and of the household of God.

20. And are built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ Himself, being the Chief Corner Stone:

21. In whom all the BUILDING (the what?) the building (what building)? (His heavenly Spiritual House of our bodies), FITLY FRAMED TOGETHER GROWETH UNTO AN HOLY TEMPLE IN THE LORD;

22. In whom YE also are BUILDED TOGETHER for an HABITATION of GOD THROUGH THE SPIRIT.” 

From the beginning of the creation of man, when God breathed the breath of life into the nostrils of Adam, and Adam became a living soul, we became a part of God, BODY &

SOUL. The Scripture indicates that Adam was only body and soul life of God, then Eve and Adam partook of the evil of the Serpent. At that time they became Body and Soul of God, and the spirit of the Devil. The Soul belongs to God even though the Devil came in.

Psalms 51:5 “Behold, I was shapen in iniquity: and in sin did my mother conceive me.” And although we all are born in sin, our soul belongs to God.

Ezekiel 18:4 “Behold, all souls are mine: as the soul of the father, so also the soul of the son 

is mine, the soul that sinneth it shall die.” 

God made it clear through the writings of Paul in 1 Corinthians 15: 45, “The first man Adam, was made a living soul: the last Adam was made a Quickening Spirit.

46. Howbeit that was not first which is spiritual, but that which is natural; and afterward that which is spiritual.

47. The first man is of the earth, earthy: the second man, is the Lord from heaven. 

48. As is the earthy, such are they also that are earthy: and as is the heavenly, such are they also that are heavenly.

49. And as we have borne the image of the earthy, we shall also bear the image of the heavenly.

50. Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.”

Jesus said in Luke 17:20 “The kingdom of God cometh not with observation.

21. The kingdom of God is within you.”

So how do we recover from this state of Body and Soul of God and the Spirit of the Devil? If we have been born again of the Spirit of God, then as we grow in His wonderful grace, the closer we get to God, the more the Devil departs from with within. The moment that we commit our lives to God, (accept Jesus as our personal Savior), a warfare begins within for the Devil fights on every hand. We have to strive in the flesh with all of our might, and then take the admonition from Paul to Timothy, and to the Corinthians, and I will quote both Scriptures. “This charge I commit unto thee, son Timothy, according to the prophesies which went before on thee, that thou by them might WAR A GOOD WARFARE:” 1 Tim-othy 1:18.“For though we walk in the flesh, we do not WAR after the flesh. 
4. (For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds;

5. Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity,  every thought to the obedience of Christ;

6. And having a readiness to revenge all disobedience, when your obedience is fulfilled.”

Of course, I could be on this subject for many days and weeks if I took every Scripture that 

pertains to this. BUT DON’T TAKE MY WORD FOR ANYTHING! Search the Scriptures out for yourself, for the Bible says in  2 Timothy 2:15 “Study to show thy self approved unto God; a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.”

Then Jesus advises, “Search the Scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me.”
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I started out with the subject, The Temple of the Living God, for that is the plan of the Father, that is to bring Man back from degradation. Did God know that Adam would fall? ABSOLUTELY!  And once again I quote from Romans 8:20 “For the creature WAS MADE SUBJECT TO VANITY, NOT WILLINGLY, but by reason of HIM who hath SUBJECTED the same in hope.

21. Because the CREATURE ITSELF (ADAM) also shall be DELIVERED from the 

bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God.”

There is so much written about this subject, and also proof between the pages of the Old and the New Testament. The reason that God sent Jesus into the world was to redeem us from sin, but that wasn’t the only reason, for John says in 1 John 3:8 “He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. 

9. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might DESTROY the works of the devil.”

Some of the people in the Christian World know and understand these truths, but in order for this truth to be understood by the average Christian, it takes hours of reading and dedication to the written Word of God, along with the Living Waters that Jesus promised the Woman at the well. The consummation of the plan of Salvation will result in a Perfected Woman, the Bride of Jesus Christ. Jesus was Perfect, and in Ephesians 4:12 Paul writes, “For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ;

13. Till we ALL come in the unity of the faith, and of the KNOWLEDGE of the Son of God, unto a PERFECT man, unto the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ.
14.That we be no more children, tossed to and fro and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the slight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive;
15. But speaking the truth in love, man GROW UP into him in ALL THINGS, which is the head, even Christ.”

If we want to be a part in this Building (the Body of Christ), which is made up of Lively Stones, Christ MUST ABIDE inside; then Paul’s desire, “Christ in you, the hope of glory, is fulfilled.

Colossians 1:25 “Whereof I am made a minister according to the dispensation of God, which is given to me for you, to fulfill the word of God;

26. Even the MYSTERY, which hath been HID for ages, and from GENERATIONS, but now is made manifest to the saints:

27. To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this MYSTERY among the Gentiles: WHICH IS Christ in you the hope of glory.

28. Whom we preach, warning every man, and teaching every man in all wisdom: that we may present every PERFECT in Christ Jesus.”

This Temple of the Living God will be a SPIRITUAL HOUSE NOT MADE BY HANDS. It
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will be ETERNAL in the Heavens, 2 Corinthians 5:1 “For we know that if our earthly house of this tabernacle were dissolved, we have a building of God, AN HOUSE NOT MAKE WITH HANDS, ETERNAL IN THE HEAVENS.

2 For in this we GROAN, earnestly desiring to be clothed upon with OUR HOUSE which is from heaven.”

The Temple of the Living God will be made out of our bodies. This Temple will be constructed of many people for Paul says that there are many different parts in this

Temple of the Living God, and this people will have a great work to do before they translated into heaven.

This Body of People will become the Woman of Revelation 12:1-17. The Woman of Revelation 12,  IS NOT the NATION of  ISRAEL. This WOMAN IS the Body of many members, the Woman, and the coming Bride of the Son of God. She will have a glorious ministry before She is translated into heaven. She will become the Mother of the Manchild of Revelation 12: 5.

The Temple of the Living God will have the radiance and glory of Almighty God. Moses had to have a veil over His face when He was among the Children of Israel, because the glory of God that shown on His face was so powerful that the people could not bear it.

2 Corinthians 3:7-17 “But if the ministration of death, written and engraved in stones, was glorious, so that the children of Israel cold not steadfastly behold the face of Moses for the glory of his countenance; which glory was to be done away,
8. How shall not the ministration of the spirit be rather glorious?

9. For if the ministration of condemnation be glorious, much more doth the ministration of righteousness exceed in glory.

10. For if even that which was made glorious had no glory in this respect, by reason of the glory that excelleth.

11. For if that which is done away was glorious much more that which remaineth is glorious.

12. Seeing then that we have such hope, we use great plainness of speech:

13. And not as Moses which put a veil over his face, that the children of Israel could not stedfastly look to the end of that which is abolished:

14. But their MINDS WERE BLINDED: for until this day remaineth the same veil untaken away in the reading of the Old Testament: which veil is done away in Christ.
15. But even unto this day, when Moses is read, the veil is upon their heart.

16. Nevertheless when it (THEY) shall turn to the Lord, the veil shall be taken away.

17. Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord is there is liberty.

18. But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the GLORY of the Lord, are CHANGED INTO THE SAME IMAGE from GLORY to GLORY even as by the Spirit of the Lord.”

We have somewhat of the same blindness in the Christian world today. The Pastors do not 

exhort the people to read and study for themselves. So each Pastor and their church just go 
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along with the same teachings that have been around for years. But Daniel said that in the LAST DAYS, KNOWLEDGE SHOULD INCREASE.

Paul says that Israel’s eyes were blinded so that they could not look upon the glory that was on the face of Moses. The same radiance and glory will be on the face of the Christian World today when God’s people really begin to live as Jesus has indicate, ….PERFECTED. We know that the Spirit of the Lord was not given to Jesus by measure, John 3:34, but the Scripture says that we MUST WORK OUT our OWN SALVATION with FEAR and TREMBLING, and GROW in the Grace and the knowledge of the Lord Jesus Christ, 2 Peter 3:18.

There is very little reverence by the people in the Churches today. Under the Old Testament, the Sanctuary was so reverenced that nothing was brought into the Holy Place. Today we see drinks and eats inside the Sanctuary, which I believe is an abomination to the Lord God.

According to the Scriptures, which were quoted before, when we really get acquainted with God, we are CHANGED from GLORY to GLORY, as by the Spirit of the Lord, but this does not happen unless we understand just what Paul is saying, and we ACT thereon.

The Christian world today is looking at Heaven as an extended place with family gatherings, but the Scripture is very clear that we will not remember or know of this world after the resurrection. Isaiah 65:17 says, “Behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: and the FORMER shall not be remembered, nor come into mind.
18. But be glad and rejoice in Jerusalem, and joy in my people: and the voice of weeping shall be no more heard in her, nor the voice of crying.”

It is difficult for me to even consider the state of knowing anyone, or anything, or about the former life, for after all, this plan of God is to see that a people, by their own choice, has chosen to be CHANGED INTO THE IMAGE OF GOD.

Paul writing in 1 Corinthians 13:9 says, “For we know in part and we prophesy in part.

10. But when that which is PERFECT is come, then that which is in part shall be done away.

11. When I was a CHILD, I spake as a CHILD, I UNDERSTOOD AS A CHILD, I THOUGHT as a CHILD, but when I became a MAN, I put away childish things.
12. For NOW we see through a glass, DARKLY; but then face to face: NOW I know in PART: but then shall I know even as also I am known.”

The part of this Scripture that is used by those who want to believe that we will know each other in heaven, and the part that I don’t understand, is why in the world do people want to believe and continue with same old relationships that they had a hard time dealing with here on the earth. Our mothers and fathers would want to see their children but the children have families of their own, and are not interested in finding mother and father, and on and on it goes.

May God help us to see the light, and become concerned about our gaining the GLORY 
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and PRESENCE of the Spirit and the GLORY of ALMIGHTY GOD, and be changed into the SAME IMAGE OF GOD! And IF this happens in our lives, things of this earth will no longer matter.

Paul IS still speaking to us through the knowledge that God revealed to Him, and of the time when He was a child and thought as a child, but when He grew up in the Lord, the things that were so hard to understand were now made clear. Then Paul speaks and says, 

“then shall we know as we are known.” We will know Jesus, and Jesus will know us, that is what Paul is trying to make clear.

When Jesus was answering the question of the Sadducees about which of the 7 brothers would have the wife that all had been married to, Jesus answered and said unto them, “Ye do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of God. For in the resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but ARE AS THE ANGELS OF GOD IN HEAVEN.” Matthew 22:29,30.

If we are waiting for this life to go on in the fleshly things that we loved here on the earth, let me bring to you the Word of God from Isaiah 65:15-19 “For ye shall leave your name for a curse unto my chosen: for the Lord God shall slay thee, and call his servants by another name:

16. That he who blesseth himself in the earth shall bless himself in the God of truth, because the former troubles are forgotten, and because they are hid from mine eyes.

17 Behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: and the FORMER SHALL NOT BE REMEMBERED, NOR COME INTO MIND.

18. But be ye glad and rejoice forever in that which I create, for behold, I create Jerusalem a rejoicing, and her people a joy.

19. And I will rejoice in Jerusalem, and joy in my people: and the voice of weeping shall be no more heard in her, nor the voice of crying.”

Nothing of this flesh will remain when we reach heaven. All things will be made NEW, Revelation 21:5. God is working to bring His plan that He planned with His Son in the beginning of this Creation to a close, and since He has given us the choice between good and evil, He has made a WAY through the blood of Jesus, where there will never be sin in His PRESENCE again. Not all Christians will be in the Bride of Christ, but they will be happy in whatsoever state they obtain in heaven. There will be 30, 60, 100 fold, Matthew 13:23, “But he that received seed into the good ground is he that heareth the word, and understandeth it; which also beareth fruit, and bringeth forth, some an HUNDREDFOLD, some SIXTY, some THIRTY.”

Not every Christian will be in the same category in heaven. We will be rewarded for how we lived our lives here on the earth, according to our works. Romans 2:6 Revelation 20:12-13 “I will give unto every one of you according to your works.” 

2Corinthians 5:10 “For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ; that every one may receive the things done in his body, according to that he hath done, whether it be good or bad.”
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
