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The Samaritans were not Gentiles, they were the debased Jews, Matthew 10: 1-18. They were the same Ones that followed Jeroboam when He split with king Rehoboam in approximately 930 BC, 1st Kings 12:19, “So Israel rebelled against the house of David unto this day.”

According to the Word of God, the 10 Tribes that left with Jeroboam when the 12 Tribes of Israel  were split,  were called Israel. The 2 Tribes that stayed with King Rehoboam were Judah and Benjamin. They are referred to as Judah, 1st Kings 12: 21-24, and the 2 tribes of Judah and Benjamin are referred to as the remnant, in 1st Kings 12: 23 “Speak unto Rehoboam, the son of Solomon, king of Judah, and unto all the house of Judah and Benjamin, and to THE REMNANT OF THE PEOPLE.” So when we read from the writings of the other Prophets, that left record later in the writing of the Bible, we should understand that when they speak of the remnant they are referring to Judah and Benjamin.

Through the years and centuries that have passed from the parting of the 12 Tribes of the children of Israel, 2nd Kings 17:7, and 2 Tribes, Judah and Benjamin, 2nd Kings 12”23, the world has somehow determined that the 10 Tribes and the 2 Tribes have once more come together as One and then they are all referred to as the Children of Israel. The land of Israel is occupied by Judah, or as they are referred to, the Jews. They are the Ones that Jesus dealt with when He came to save the lost sheep of the house of Israel Matthew 10: 5 and I quote “Go not into the way of the Gentiles, and into any city of the Samaritans enter ye not:
6. But go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.
7. And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand.

14. And whosoever shall not receive you, nor hear your words, when ye depart out of that house or city, shake off the dust of your feet.
15. Verily I say unto you, It shall be more tolerable for the land of Sodom and Gomorrha in the day of judgment, than for that city.”

Why didn’t Jesus want the Disciples to go by the way of the Samaritans? The Samaritans were the debased Jews that had followed Jeroboam when He led them away from king Rehoboam, the son of Solomon, after the death of his father. Jesus was sent to try to bring the Jews (the lost sheep) back to the Word of God.

Jesus was making His way to Jerusalem but He had to pass through the way of the Samari-tans, and the Samaritans did not receive or welcome Him, Luke 9: 51-56, “And it came to pass, when the time was come that he should be received up, he steadfastly set his face to go to Jerusalem.

53. And sent messengers before his face: and they went, and entered into a village of the Samaritans, to make ready for him.

54. And when his disciples James and John saw this, they said, Lord, wilt thou that we 
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command fire to come down from heaven and consume them, even as Elias did?

55. And he turned and rebuked, and said, Ye know what manner of spirit ye are of.

56. For the Son of man is not come to destroy men’s lives, but to save them.”
If we are interested in the history and the truth of the Word of God, we should understand the reasons why everything that is written in the Scriptures happened. It is for our admon-ition and our learning. The Old Testament was our schoolmaster to bring us to Christ and therefore into the revelations of the New Order, but if we don’t understand the whys and the wherefores, then we miss some of the revelations and understandings that could have been ours.  Paul said in Galatians 3:23 “Before faith came, we were kept under the law, shut up unto the faith which should afterwards be revealed.

24. Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ.”

It is important for every Christian to understand the Old Testament, for the New Testament is founded on the Old Testament. We cannot depend on just the Ministers of today to impart to us the important history and revelations of the Bible because we are we exhorted to read for ourselves, 2 Timothy 2:15. 

There is more to Salvation than just coming to Jesus and asking for forgiveness of our sins. God has a Plan that will follow us into Heaven, and there are rules and regulations that must be applied. I hate taking the time to write out all of the Scriptures that refer to the split of the 12 Tribes of Israel, but I know that some of the Christians have not read and studied. They seem to think that God is just requiring us to be born again and wait until Jesus comes but being born again is only the BEGINNING of our walk with Christ, for Jesus said,  “He that shall ENDURE unto the end, the same shall be saved.” Matthew 24: 13, Endure from what? Endure from all of the things that He had said to the Disciples in the first 12 verses of Matthew 24:1. 

With that in mind then let us go back to the 10 Tribes of Israel that were carried away captive by Shal man e ser king of Assyria, 2 Kings 17: 3. This parting of the 12 Tribes was in the will of God. God was angry with Solomon, because His heart was turned away from the Lord. Solomon loved many strange women and they turned His heart away from God, 1 Kings 11: 1, 3. 

In verse 11 God said to Solomon, “ I will surely rend the kingdom from thee, and will give it to thy servant.

12. Notwithstanding in thy days I will not do it for David thy father’s sake: but I will rend it out of the hand of thy son.

13. Howbeit I will not rend away ALL the kingdom; but will give ONE tribe to thy son for David my servant’s sake, and for Jerusalem’s sake, which I have chosen.”

Solomon previously knew Jeroboam, and had made Him ruler over the house of Joseph, and therefore when we understand the history of the 12 sons of Jacob, we know that the position that Solomon had given to Jeroboam was an important office. Joseph, one of the 12 sons of Jacob, had been given the right of the birthright, by Jacob His father, Genesis 49: 3 and 1st Chronicles 5: 1, 2. Reuben had lost the birthright and sinned against his father, because he had slept with one of Jacob’s wives, Genesis 49:3-4.
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Return now and read from 1 Kings 11:26 “And Jeroboam the son of Nebat, an Ephrathite of Zereda, Solomon’s servant, whose mother’s name was Zeruah, a widow woman, even he lifted up his hand against the king.

27. And this was the cause that he lifted up his hand against the king: Solomon built Millo, and repaired the breaches of the city of David his father.

28. And the man Jeroboam was a mighty man of valour; and Solomon seeing the young man that he was industrious, he made him ruler over all the charge of the house of Joseph.

29. And it came to pass at that time when Jeroboam went out of Jerusalem, that the prophet Ahijah the Shilonite found him in the way; and he had clad himself with a new garment; and they two were alone in the field:

30. And Ahijah caught the new garment that was on him, and rent it in twelve pieces:  (12 pieces 10&2)

31. And he said to Jeroboam, Take thee ten pieces: (10 Tribes) for thus saith the Lord, the God of Israel, Behold, I will rend the kingdom out of the hand of Solomon, and will give the tribes to thee:

32. (But he shall have one tribe (1 tribe) for my servant David’s sake, and for Jerusalem’s sake, the city which I have chose out of all the tribes of Israel:)

33. Because that they have forsaken me, and have worshipped Ashtoreth the goddess of the Zidonians, Chemosh the god of the Moabites, and Milcom the god of the children of Ammon, and have not walked in my ways, to do that which is right in mine eyes, and to keep my statutes and my judgments, as did David his father.

34. Howbeit I will not take the whole kingdom out of his hand: but I will make him prince all the days of his life for David my servant’s sake, whom I chose, because he kept my commandments and my statutes.

35. But I will take the kingdom out of his son’s hand, and will give it unto thee, even ten tribes.

36. And unto his son will I give one tribe, that David my servant may have a light always before me in Jerusalem, the city which I have chosen me to put my name there.

37. And I will take thee, and thou shalt reign according to all that thy soul desireth, and shalt be king over ALL Israel.  (All of the 10 Tribes were given to Jereboam)

38. And it shall be, if thou hearken unto all that I command thee, and wilt walk in my ways, and do that is right in my sight, to keep my statutes and my commandments, as David my servant did; that I will be with thee, and build thee a sure house, as I built for David, and will GIVE ISRAEL unto thee.

39. And I will for this afflict the seed of David, but not for ever.
40. Solomon sought therefore to kill Jeroboam. And Jeroboam arose, and fled into Egypt, and was in Egypt until the death of Solomon.” 

If Jeroboam had followed the laws of God, then He would have been blessed, by the Lord, but He followed the ways of Nebat his father and built altars in places that God had not declared, and He caused Israel to sin.

I’m not sure if the Ministers and Pastors of this day look at this as God has written. God was angry with Solomon because of His love of many strange women, and God began to take away the promises that He had made to Solomon, but not in Solomon’s lifetime. This angered Solomon and when God informed Him that the kingdom was going to be rent from Him, and
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as we have read, He sought to kill Jeroboam. This was all in the plan of God. 

Later in 636 BC, Jeremiah prophesied for years that the Tribe of Judah was worse than Her sister Israel, Jeremiah 3: 6- 11. Many of the Christian World in this hour, believe that the Jews are God’s chosen people, they even refer to Judah as Israel, but what about the other 10 Tribes? When we know the truth about Israel and Judah, we see that when Jesus came with instructions from God, to go not into the way of the Gentiles or the Samaritans, but go to the LOST sheep of the house of Israel (the Jews) it was because of their continual rebellion and being stiff-necked, Exodus 32:9, and according to the Word of God, they are still rebelling today. Jesus said in Matthew 10: 14. “And whosoever shall not receive you, nor HEAR your words, when you depart out of that house or city shake off the dust of your feet.” Jesus also made it clear when He said, in John 14; 6 “I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.”

Jeremiah suffered agonies untold because He spent His life warning Judah to return to the Lord and in Jeremiah 6: 16. we read, “Thus saith the Lord, Stand in the ways, and see, and ask for the old paths, where is the good way, and walk therein, and ye shall find rest for your souls. But they said, We will not walk therein.” They were lost then and they are still lost today, unless they come through Jesus, they are lost for eternity. 

They were broken off from the mercies of God that we might be grafted in and unless they come through Jesus they will be lost forever. That is what Jesus meant when he said, “I am sent to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.”

Romans 11:1 “I say then, Hath God cast away his people? God forbid. For I also am an Israelite, of the seed of Abraham, of the tribe of Benjamin.

2. God hath not cast away his people, which he foreknew. Wot ye not what the scripture saith of Elias? How he maketh intercession to God against Israel, saying,

3. Lord, they have killed thy prophets, and digged down thine altars; and I am left alone, and they seek my life.

4. But what saith the answer of God to him? I have reserved to myself seven thousand men, who have not bowed the knee to the image of Baal.

5. Even so then at this present time also there is a remnant (the One Tribe) according to the election of grace.

6. And if by grace, then it is no more of works: otherwise grace is no more grace. But if it be of works, then is it no more grace: otherwise work is no more work.

7. What then? Israel hath not obtained that which he seeketh for; but the election hath obtained it, and the rest were blinded

8. (According as it is written, God hath given them the spirit of slumber, eyes that they should not see, and ears that they should not hear;) unto this day.”

As the Bible records, the Jews hated Jesus and finally had Him killed, Acts 3:15, 1st Thess-alonians 2:15, and in this day and time, they are still rejecting Him as their Savior. 

Jesus walked in Galilee, because He was afraid to walk in Jewry because the Jews sought to kill Him, John 7:1. Jesus could not go up to the feast of Tabernacle because the time of His death had not come, John 7:6-9. He stayed in Galilee, until the midst of the feast, then Jesus 
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went up to the Temple and taught. And when the Jews marveled at His speech He said, “My doctrine is not Mine, but His that sent Me.”  John 7:16

The Jews asked, Art thou of Galilee? Search, and look: for out of Galilee ariseth no prophet.

Jesus left Judea, and departed again into Galilee, and went into Samaria, and came to a city in Samaria where He found Jacob’s well. He rested there and a Woman of Samaria came to draw water. Jesus said to her, Give me to drink. This lady was of the debased Jews and said to Jesus, How is it that thou being a Jew, askest drink of me, which am a woman of Samaria? For the Jews have no dealings with the Samaritans. John 4:7  

When we know the rest of this conversation between Jesus and the woman of Samaria, we see that Jesus is now preaching to the woman of Samaria and she is listening. In verse 21, which I will quote, “Jesus saith unto her, Woman believe me, the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father.

22. Ye worship ye know not what:         we know what we worship:        for salvation is of the Jews

Of course we should know that Salvation is of the Jews! Jesus was a Jew Himself, and He brought Salvation to all the people of the world, when He shed His blood at Calvary, which brings us back to the Scriptures that proclaim that God is no respecter of Persons. Although Jesus was a Jew, His own People totally rejected Him. The Bible says, He came to His own and His own received Him not, John 1:11.

The Woman of Samaria knew about the Messias that was called Christ, and She knew that when He came, He would tell them all things, so through all of the years of time that the debased Jews had been captive of the king of Assyria and others, they still knew some of the Word of the God of the Hebrews, and they were willing to listen to Him without killing Him. 

Jesus preached His first message in Nazareth of Galilee where He had been brought up, Luke 4: 16-30, His disciples came from Galilee, Matthew 4: 18, John 1:43, Acts 1:11, 2:7. In Cana of Galilee Jesus performed His first miracle, when He turned the water into wine John 2:11, and later He did His second miracle when He healed the Nobleman” son, a Galilean 4:43-54. Capernaum in Galilee was the home of His manhood, Matthew 4: 13, 9:1, and it was where the first 3 Gospels declare His major ministry. The people of Galilee were a mixed race of debased Jews and heathens, and perhaps they felt their need for a Savior: God had sent them a savior long ago because of their oppression under the king of Syria, but that didn’t help a great deal and they didn’t change their ways for they still walked in the ways of Jeroboam, 2 Kings 13:5.

When the Jews were released from the captivity of Nebuchadnezzar of Babylon after 70 years, they went back to Jerusalem, to rebuild the Temple that had been totally destroyed by the king of Babylon. In the process of building of the Temple, many trials happened to them. Some of the Samaritan heathens, (Sanballat & Tobiah,) came and wanted to help them rebuild the Temple, Nehemiah 2:19-20, 4:1-3

Although Jesus said, Salvation is of the Jews, God has consistently left the door open to the Gentiles. He has broken down the middle wall of partition and made both One. When He died,He abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of commandment contained in
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ordinances; to make in HIMSELF of twain (2, Jew and Gentile, flesh and Spirit) ONE NEW MAN, Ephesians 2:14. Galatians  3:26. “For ye are all children of God by faith in Christ Jesus.

27. For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ.

28. There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ Jesus.”
