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Isaiah prophesying in the 42nd Chapter begins with “Behold my servant, whom I uphold; mine elect, in whom my soul delighteth; I have put my spirit upon him: he shall bring forth judgment to the Gentiles.”            Judgment, to the Gentiles? 

When Isaiah prophesied using the phrase, my Servant, of whom was he speaking? He was speaking of Jesus, of course. What is God saying here? He is making known through the prophet Isaiah that He has become tired of the backslidings and the sins of all of the 12 tribes of Israel and now He is going to fulfill His prophecy that was prophesied by Moses many generations ago. God warned Israel even while they were still under the instructions of Moses, that Israel had provoked Him to anger with all their sins, and their backslidings, and now He was going to provoke Israel to jealousy with His love for a foolish nation, which had not been called by His name before. 

Read now of this prophesy by Moses from Deuteronomy 32:21 “They have moved me to jealousy with that which is not God; they have provoked me to anger with their vanities: and I will move them to jealousy with those which are not a people: I will provoke them to anger with a foolish nation.”

Jesus was sent into the world to save the whole world of sinners, but He was to go first to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. The record is very clear how the house of Israel turned their backs on the Word and instructions of God. In John 1:11 John writes “He came unto his own, and his own received him not.” Right here it becomes clear that the Jews, the tribe of Judah, refused to recognize Him as their Savior, but there were those of the 12 tribes that received Him and recognized that He was the promised One that had been taught them by the prophets, for the next verse reads, “But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name.” 

Jesus called his 12 disciples and gave them power over unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all manner of sickness and all manner of disease. In Matthew 10:5 Jesus was sending out the 12 and was giving them power over different spirits, but they were not to go to everyone. They were to go only to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. Matthew 10:5- 6 “Go not into the way of the Gentiles, and into any city of the Samaritans enter not:

7. But go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.” Jesus called his 12 disciples and gave them power against unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all manner of sickness and all manner of disease. 

There is record of the backslidings of Israel throughout the Old Testament, and God was angry with all 12 tribes through their wilderness journey. They were constantly complaining and wanting to return to Egypt where they were slaves, and their backslidings did not end when they crossed over the Jordan into the promise land. Joshua and all of the prophets that came
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after him  had many exhortations to Israel over and over, but they were driven to backsliding. 

In Isaiah 42, God is prophesying through Isaiah that He will send His Servant, His Chosen, to deal with the backslidings of Israel. In John 1:10-14, John writes and I quote, “He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the world knew him knew him not.

11. He came unto his own and his own received him not.
12. BUT as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:

13, Which were born, not of blood, or of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.

14. And the WORD was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only BEGOTTEN of the Father,)” This was not Jesus the only BEGOTTEN Son of God that came at this time, but it was God’s Spiritual Son of Heaven, sent in His Spiritual form until Jesus came and died for our sins. In 1st John 1:7, and I quote, “”For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the WORD, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one.” This Scripture is not advocating that they are just One person, but they are three that agree in One.

Because the 12 tribes under the Old Testament Law of Moses, were continually backsliding and bowing down to graven images, God was fulfilling His promise that He would turn to a foolish nation, and a foolish nation that had not been called by Him, but now was found of Him. Isaiah 65:1 “I am sought of them that asked not for me; I am found of them that sought me not: I said, Behold me, behold me, unto a nation that was not called by my name.”  

What nation was that? The Gentiles!

Paul speaks to this same subject in Romans 10:20 “Elias is very bold, and saith, I was found of them that sought me not; I was made manifest unto them that asked not after me.”     

21. But to Israel he saith, All day long I have stretched forth my hands unto a disobedient and gainsaying people.”           God was including all of the 12 tribes of Israel.

Isaiah prophesies before Jesus was born in Isaiah 9:2 “ The people that walked in darkness have seen a great light: They that dwell in the land of the shadow of death, upon them hath the light shined.”  God is turning to a foolish nation that had walked in darkness and was not His people.

Then Zecharias the father of John the Baptist, speaks to this same revelation in Luke 1:79  “To give light to them that sit in darkness and in the shadow of death, to guide our feet into the way of peace.”
Paul refers to this in Ephesians 5:8 “For ye were sometimes darkness, but now are you light in the Lord: walk as children of light.”

Then the Apostle Peter writes in 1 Peter 2:9 “But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priest-hood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of him that hath called you out of darkness into his marvelous light.”

Paul was a light to the Gentile, and He too writes in Acts 26:18 “To open their eyes, and to turn 
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them from darkness to light, and from the power of Satan unto God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins, and inheritance among them which are sanctified by faith that is in me.” 

Isaiah 42:14 “I have long time holden my peace; I have been still, and refrained myself: now

will I cry like a travailing woman; I will destroy and devour at once.

15. I will make waste mountains and hills, and dry up all their herbs; and I will make the rivers islands, and I will dry up the pools.   (These 2 scriptures are of God speaking to Israel and then He turns to the Gentiles in verse 16.)

16. I WILL BRING THE BLIND BY A WAY THAT THEY KNEW NOT; I will lead them in paths that they have not known: I will make darkness light before them, and crooked things straight. These things will I do unto them, and not forsake them.”  (God is speaking in these verses of a people that was not called by His name; And then He begins to refer to the lost sheep of the house of Israel and He says in verse 17)

THEY SHALL BE TURNED BACK! They shall be greatly ashamed, that trust in graven images, that say to the molten images, YE ARE OUR GODS.

18. Hear, ye deaf; and look, ye blind, that ye may see.
19. Who is blind but my servant? or deaf, as my messenger that I sent? Who is blind as he that is perfect, and blind as the Lord’s servant?

20. Seeing many things, but thou OBSERVEST not; opening the ears, BUT HE HEARETH NOT. 

21. The Lord is well pleased for his righteousness’ sake; he will magnify the law, and make it honourable.

22. BUT THIS IS A PEOPLE ROBBED AND SPOILED!  they are all of them SNARED IN HOLES, and they are hid in prison houses: they are for a prey, and none delivereth; for a spoil, and none saith, RESTORE.

23. Who among you will give ear to this? Who will hearken and hear for the time to come?

NOW (in the next verses) GOD IS REFERRING TO THE WARNING THAT HE GAVE TO ISRAEL!  AND THEY WOULD NOT LISTEN!

24. Who gave Jacob for a spoil, and Israel to the robbers? DID NOT THE LORD? he against whom we have sinned?  For they would not walk in his ways, neither were they obedient unto his law

25. THEREFORE he hath poured upon him the fury of his anger, and the strength of battle: and it hath set him on fire round about, yet he knew not:  and it burned him,   YET HE LAID IT NOT TO HEART.”

John 9:41 “Jesus said unto them, If ye were blind, ye should have no sin: but now ye say, We see; therefore your sin remaineth.”

John 15: 22 “If I had not come and spoken unto them, they had not had sin: but now they have no cloke for their sin.”

LET ME REPEAT “I will bring the BLIND by a way that they knew not. I will lead them in paths that they have not known: I will make darkness light before them, and crooked thing straight.”

Now we must consider the words of Paul and Barnabas Acts 13:46-47 “Then Paul and Barnabas waxed bold, and said, It was necessary that the word of God should FIRST have
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been spoken to you: but seeing ye put it from you and judge yourselves unworthy of everlasting life, lo we turn to the Gentiles.
47. For so hath the lord commanded us, saying, I have set thee to be a light of the Gentiles, that 

thou shouldest be for salvation unto the ends of the earth.

In reality Paul and Barnabas was being given the same instructions that Jesus gave to His disciples when He said, Go not into the way of the Gentiles and the Samaritans. But go, rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. They had to preach to the Jews first, Paul said that it was of necessity that the Jews heard the message, but since they found themselves unworthy, then they were free to preach salvation to the Gentiles.

It would take quoting the whole book of Romans to explain the reason why God has broken off Israel, so I will just quote some of the most identifying Scriptures and hope that you will take the time, which is very important, to read the whole book of Romans.

Romans 9:6 “They are not all Israel, which are of Israel:

7. Neither, because they are the seed of Abraham, are they all children: but in Isaac shall thy seed be called.

8. That is, They which are the children of the flesh, these are not the children of God: but the children of the promise are counted for the seed.”

22. “What if God willing to shew his wrath, and to make his power known, endured with much long suffering the vessels of wrath fitted to destruction:

23 And that he might make known the riches of his glory on the vessels of mercy, which he had afore prepared unto glory,

24. Even us, whom he hath called, not of the Jews only, but also of the Gentiles?
25. As he saith also in O-see, I will call them my people, which were not my people; and her beloved, which was not beloved.

26, And it shall come to pass, that in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people; there shall they be called the children of the living God:

27. E-sai-as also crieth concerning Israel, Though the number of the children of Israel be as the sand of the sea, a REMNANT shall be saved:

28. For he will finish the work, and cut it short in righteousness: because a short work will the Lord make upon the earth.

29. And as E-sai-as said before. Except the Lord of Sa-ba-oth had left is a seed. We had been as Sod-oma, and been made like unto Go-mor-rah.

30. What shall we say then? That the Gentiles, which followed not after righteousness, have attained to righteousness, even the righteousness which is of faith.

31. But Israel, which followed after the law of righteousness, hath not attained to the law of righteousness.

32. Wherefore? Because they sought it not by faith, but as it were by the works of the law. For they stumbled at that stumbling stone;

33. As it is written, Behold, I lay in Si-on a stumbling stone and rock of offence: and whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.”

Romans 11:1 “I say then, Hath God cast away his people? God forbid, For I also am an Israelite, of the seed of Abraham, of the tribe of Benjamin.
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2. God hath not cast away his people, which he foreknew. Wot ye not what the scripture saith of E-li-as? How he maketh intercession to God against Israel saying,

3. Lord, they have killed thy prophets, and digged down thine altars; and I am left alone, and 

they seek my life.

4. But what saith the answer of God unto him? I have reserved to myself seven thousand men, who have not bowed the knee to the image of Ba-al.

5. Even so then at this present time also there is a REMENANT according to the election of grace.

6. And if by grace, it is no more of works: otherwise grace is no more grace. But if it be of works, then it is no more grace: otherwise work is no more work.

7. What shall we say then? Israel hath not obtained that which he seeketh for; but the election hath obtained it, and the rest were blinded.

8. (According as it is written, God hath given them the spirit of slumber, eyes that they should not see, and ears that they should not hear;)  unto this day.

9. And David saith, Let their table be made a snare, and a trap, and a stumbling block, and a recompense unto them:

10 Let their eyes be darkened that they may not see, and bow down their back always.

11. I say then, Have they stumbled that they should fall? God forbid: but rather through their fall salvation is come unto the Gentiles, for to provoke them to jealousy.      Deuteronomy 32:21
12. Now if the fall of them be the riches of the world, and the diminishing of them the riches of the Gentiles; how much more their fullness?

13. For I speak to you Gentiles, inasmuch as I am the apostle of the Gentiles, I magnify mine office:

14. If by ANY means I may provoke to emulation them which are my flesh, and MIGHT SAVE SOME OF THEM.”

17. And if some of the branches be broken off, and thou, being a wild olive tree, wert graffed in among them, and with them partakest of the root and fatness of the olive tree;

18. Boast not against the branches. But if thou boast, thou bearest not the root, but the root bearest thee.

19. Thou wilt say then, The branches were broken off, that I might be graffed in.

20. Well; because of unbelief they were broken off, and thou standest by faith. Be not high- minded, but fear:

21. For if God spared not the natural branches, take heed lest he also spare not thee.

22. Behold therefore the goodness and severity of God: on them which fell, severity; but toward thee, goodness if thou continue in his goodness: otherwise thou also shalt be cut off.
23. And they also, if they abide not still in unbelief, shall be graffed in: for God is able to graff them in again.

24. For if thou wert cut out of the olive tree which is wild by nature, and wert graffed contrary to nature into a good olive tree: how much more shall these, which be the natural branches, be graffed into their own olive tree?

25. For I would not, brethren, that ye should be ignorant of this mystery, lest ye should be wise in your own conceits; that blindness in part is happened to Israel, until the fullness of the Gentiles be come in.

26. And so all Israel shall be saved: as it is written, There shall come out of Si-on the Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodliness from Jacob:

27. For this is my covenant unto them, when I shall take away their sins.
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28. As concerning the gospel, they are enemies for your sakes: but as touching the election, they are beloved for the fathers’ sakes.

29. For the gifts and calling of God are without repentance.

30 For as ye in times past have not believed God, yet have now obtained mercy through their unbelief:

31. Even so have these also now not believed, that through your mercy they also may obtain

mercy.

32. For God hath concluded them all in unbelief, that he might have mercy upon all.”

In verse 6 God said, “And so all Israel shall be saved:” but the nation of Israel is not the only nation that God refers to as Israel for in Galatians 6:15-16 the apostle Paul writes, “For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision availeth any thing, nor un-circumcision, but a new creature.

16 As many as walk according to this rule, peace be on them, and mercy, and upon the Israel of God.” 

The Gentiles when they accept Jesus as their Savior become “spiritual Jews.” So the same law of Grace includes all of us that come to Christ through the new birth. And under this dispensa-tion of Grace, the same law applies to the Jew as will as the Gentile. After Jesus died, there is only ONE LAW, the law of Grace. If the Jews refuse to accept Christ as their personal Savior, then they will be lost. Jesus was sent to minister salvation to the lost sheep of the house of Israel, but they refused to accept Him, and IF they do not accept Him even now, then they will be lost.
