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Throughout my lifetime I’ve heard Christians saying, over and over again, that they are looking forward to seeing their loved ones in heaven. I have been amazed to even hear songs that say, “Just build my mansion next door to Jesus.” Many things come to my mind when I hear such remarks as this. When the Sadducees asked Jesus about the Woman that had had seven husbands, whose wife she would be in heaven, Jesus answered and said unto them, “Ye do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of God.

30 For in the resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as the angels of God in heaven.

31. But as touching the resurrection of the dead, have ye not read that, which was spoken unto you by God, saying,

32. I am the God of Abraham and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob? God is NOT the God of the dead; but of the living.”
There will be only ONE relationship in Heaven and that will be the Spiritual relationship we have obtained through the shed blood of Christ.  The fleshly relationships that we had here on the earth, will disappear with the death of the flesh. The relationship that we have in heaven will be strictly incorruptible and our only love will be for the One who gave His life as a ransom for our souls and the extended Family of God in heaven. Fleshly relation-ships will disappear with the death of the flesh as we are given over to know only life in the Spiritual realm, when we depart from our ties here on the earth. Yes, I’m aware that Jesus spoke of the Ones that had followed Him in the regeneration, when He would sit on the throne of His glory, and they would also sit upon 12 thrones judging the 12 tribes of Israel, and this will certainly come to pass as Paul has written in 1st Corinthians 6:3, “Know ye not that we shall judge angels?” This does not indicate that it will be a natural relation-ship, but it does indicate that Jesus will keep His promise to those that followed Him in the regeneration.

Psalms 6:5 “In death there is no remembrance of thee: in the grave who shall give thee thanks?”

Isaiah 65: 17 “Behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: and the FORMER shall not be remembered nor come into mind.”
The body of flesh returns to dust never to be raised again and the Spirit of God returns to God Who gave it. Ecclesiastes 12:5-7 When they shall be afraid of that which is high, and fears shall be in the way, and the almond tree shall flourish, and the grasshopper shall be a burden, and desire shall fail: because man goeth to his long home, and the mourners go about the streets:

6. Or ever the silver cord be loosed, or the golden bowl be broken, or the pitcher be broken at the fountain, or the wheel broken at the cistern.
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7. Then shall the dust return to the earth as it was: and the spirit shall return unto God 

who gave it.” 

The soul will be held under the altar in heaven, Revelation 6:9-11, “And when he had opened the fifth seal, I saw under the altar the souls of them that were slain for the word of God, and for the testimony which they held:

10. And they cried with a loud voice, saying, how long, O Lord, holy and true, dost thou not judge and avenge our blood on the earth?

11. And white robes were given unto every one of them; and it was said unto them, that they should rest yet for a little season, until their fellow servants also and their brethren, that should be killed as they were, should be fulfilled.”

These souls under the Altar were naked without a body, and they are to be given a Spiritual Body at the resurrection of the righteous dead.

1st Corinthians 15: 34 58 “ Awake to righteousness, and sin not; for some have not the knowledge of God: I speak this to your shame.

35. But some man will say, How are the dead raised up? And with what body do they come?

36. Thou fool, that which thou sowest is not quickened, except it die:

37. And that which thou sowest thou sowest not that body that shall be, but bare grain, it may chance of wheat, or some other grain:

38. But God giveth it a body as it hath pleased him, and to ever seed his own body.

39. All flesh in not the same flesh: but there is one kind of flesh of men, another flesh of 

beasts, another of fishes, and another of birds.

40. There are also celestial bodies, and bodies terrestrial: but the glory of the celestial is one, and the glory of the terrestrial is another. 

41. There is one glory of the sun, and another glory of the moon, and another glory of the stars: for one star differeth from another star in glory.

42. So also is the resurrection of the dead. It is sown in corruption; it is raised in incorruption:

43. It is sown in dishonor it is raised in glory: it is sown in weakness; it is raised in power.

44. It is sown a natural body; it is raised a Spiritual body.
45. And so it is written, the first man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam was made a quickening spirit.

46. Howbeit that was not first which is Spiritual but that which is natural; and afterward that which is Spiritual.

47. The first man is of the earth earthy: the second man is the Lord from heaven.

48. As is the earthy, such are they also that are heavenly.

49. And as we have borne the image of the earthy, we shall also bear the image of the heavenly.
50. Now I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.

51. Behold, I shew you a mystery; we shall not all sleep, but we shall be changed,

52. In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, 

53. For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality.
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54. So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put

on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written, Death is swallowed

up in victory.”

Many Christians of this day and Age of time, believe that this is the period when God will change us from our natural faults and sins in the flesh, to a perfected being like Jesus. But if we will follow the writing of Paul closely, we will see that all the way through the Scriptures that have just been quoted, he is referring only to the changing of the natural body into a spiritual body. Nowhere does he refer to being made perfect in this chapter. Perfection is a whole other subject, and according to the word of God, Jesus will not be joined to an imperfect body. So if we are not perfected at the sound of the trump, then we will be asleep in the ground waiting for the resurrection, or we will be alive in perfection before He comes, and be doing greater works than He did, or we will be in another classification and be left behind as the unwise virgin class and face the Antichrist and give our lives in martyrdom.

In Chapter 12:17 of Revelation, John writes, “And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and went to make war with the remnant of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ.” Who was John writing about if there will be no Christians left on the earth after Jesus comes? The Dragon goes to make war with the remnant of the Woman’s Seed. And in Revelation 14:6 who is John speaking about when 

he writes, “And I saw another angel fly in the midst of heaven, having the everlasting 

gospel to preach unto them that dwell on the earth, and to every nation, and kindred, and tongue, and people,

7. Saying with a loud voice, fear God, and give glory to him; for the hour of his judgment is come: and worship him that made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and fountains of waters.

8. And there followed another angel, saying, Babylon is fallen, that great city, because she made all nations drink of the wine of the wrath of her fornication.

9. And the third angel followed them, saying with a loud voice, If any man worship the beast and his image, and receive His mark in his forehead, or in his hand,

10. The same shall drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is poured out without mixture into the cup of his indignation; and he shall be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels, and in the presence of the Lamb:

11. And the smoke of their torment ascendeth up for ever and ever, and they have no rest day nor night who worship the beast and his image, and whosoever receiveth the mark of his name.

12. Here is the patience of the saints: here are they that keep the commandments of God and the faith of Jesus.

13. And I heard a voice from heaven saying unto me, Write, blessed are the dead which die in the Lord from henceforth: yea, saith the Spirit, that they may rest from their labors; and their works do follow them.”

Now if there are no Christians left to give their lives in martyrdom, then John certainly needed to make a clearer statement as to who they were that the angel was flying back and forth in the heavens and encouraging them to hold on. The Bible says that the Angel was 
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preaching the everlasting Gospel and persuading them to hold on and not take the mark of 

the Beast.

Back to 1st Corinthians 15, throughout these verses of Scripture that I have quoted, Paul is showing that there is a natural body and there is a Spiritual body and they are dealt with in a different way. The natural body of this earth is earthy; the spiritual body is celestial and goes to an eternal realm where not flesh or blood can exist. The Bible clearly states that God is a Spirit and dwells in a light which no man (flesh and blood) can approach unto, 1st Timothy 6:16. We could not stand before God in our natural body, even as we have been given the understanding that under the law of Moses before Jesus came, no one but the high priest was allowed to enter the Most holy Place, and that was only once a year, and He could only enter with the blood of bulls and goats for the sins of the People, Exodus 39:10.

The Most Holy Place was so holy that the priests had to have bells on the border of their robes and a fringe (or cord or a tassel) also at the bottom, so that they could be heard moving around: that was a precaution so that if they died in the Holy of Holies, they could be pulled out, Numbers 15:38, Deuteronomy 22:12. No flesh and blood will ever enter into the presence of God. 

Flesh and blood cannot stand in the presence of God, for they would be consumed, Isaiah 65:17 “For, behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: and the former shall not be 

remembered, nor come into mind.”  This is clearly written by Isaiah, and why do we think 

that we will remember our friends and loved ones in heaven? It cannot possibly be, for God began this plan for one purpose, and one purpose only, and that was that He (God)  could have a Creature who would by his “own choice” love and serve Him. We are given our own responsibility as to whether we want to serve God or not. We have not been pre-destinated as individuals, but we have a choice. 

Paul writes in Romans 8:20 “For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope.” God made Adam and Eve subject to vanity when He put the Serpent in the Garden with them. The Serpent was sinful and very beautiful, as Ezekiel states in Ezekiel 28:17.

When the Pharisees wanted to know about the woman that had had seven husbands, Jesus said, “Ye do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of God, 

30. For in the resurrection, they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as the angels of God in heaven,”   Matthew 22:29.

1st Corinthians 13:9-13 “For we know in part, and we prophesy in part.

10. But when that which is perfect is come, then that which is in part shall be done away.

11. When I was a child I spake as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child: But when I became a man, I put away childish things.

12. For now we see through a glass darkly; But then face to face; Now I know in part: but then shall I know even as also I am known.” 

Paul was never a child in the Lord, He was a grown man when God struck him off his 
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horse, but here in these Scriptures, He is speaking about a greater understanding in Spiritual things and admitting that at first He was a child in His understanding, but then He became a man in His Spiritual walk with the Lord, and moved into deeper understanding of the mysteries of the Word of God and He then became a man.

In Galatians chapter 1, Paul writes about His former days in the Jews religion and how God had called Him from His Mother’s womb; then after being in Arabia for 3 years, He went up to Jerusalem to visit the other Apostles. Once again in Galatians chapter 2, Paul speaks of going to Jerusalem after 14 years, and how He had withstood Peter to his face about a revelation that God had given to Him while He was yet in Arabia. Peter took the correction from the words of Paul. Paul at that visitation had received more revelations from God than He had when He came to Jerusalem the first time.

 This is evident for in 1st Corinthians 13:11 as He is writing about the gifts of the Spirit, He said, “When I was a child I spake as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child: but when I became a man, I put away childish things.

12. For now we see through a glass darkly; but then face to face: now I know in part; but then shall I know as even I also am known.”

Paul was trying to help those of us that come after Him, and He was trying to make it known to each of us that we will have to learn more than we did when we were first converted. When we were first converted we understood very little of the plan of God for the Salvation of our souls. We understood that Jesus died for our sins, but some of us still do not understand that there is much more to Salvation than to realize that God loves us. Salvation is only the beginning of our walk with God. The Scripture says in Luke 13:24 that we must “STRIVE” to enter in at the strait gate: for many, I say unto you, will seek to enter in, and shall not be able.” This word “STRAIT” means a narrow pathway, and not a wide gate.

We have to die daily to the desires of the flesh. For to strive, means that this WAY into Salvation is more than just being converted. We are only SAVED IF we endure to the end, Matthew 24:13. ENDURE TO THE END! What does that INCLUDE? Jesus said that we must endure through all the trials that He had quoted in the verses that came before, which is we must endure through the deceptions of the false prophets, famines, earthquakes, pestilences, etc.

Paul admits and makes it clear, that now when He had spent more time with God, He saw more clearly things that He did not understood before, but now when the darkness in the glass is taken away, and when He came face to fact with Jesus, Jesus will know Him as He knows Jesus.

There will not be ONE member of this earthly body that will be resurrected and enter into the new heaven and the new earth. The soul is not a member of the body, but rather, the soul life, that is of God, will take ITS’ place in the NEW Spiritual Body, and be without sin.
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
